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A tough year ahead

Businesses in towns like
Opunake which are de-
pendent on dairying face a
tough 12 months ahead, says
Deputy Prime Minister Bill
English.

“A few years ago in
Hawke’'s Bay, they were
pretty concerned about thelo-
cal economy, whileover here,
things were really pumping.
Now it’'s turned around,”
he said.

Nevertheless, he sees
grounds for optimism longer
term.

“Dairyfarmershaveto keep
spending. Dairy prices are
around the bottom of the mar-
ket at the moment. It'sjust a
matter of how long they stay
there,” he said. “ The farmers
and the banks need to stick to-
gether, as there will be some
family farms over extended
and under real pressure.”

Mr English, who is also
minister of finance was in
Opunake on April 8, and
spoketo an audience of about
60 people at the Sandfords
Event Centre. He had driven
from Feilding earlier that day
and was staying in Taranaki
for the weekend. The Opu-
nake meeting was hosted by
New Plymouth M P Jonathan
Young and Whanganui MP
Chester Borrows.

“We are going through a
bit of a rough patch at the
moment,” Mr Borrows said.
“The thing about farming is
that it’san optimists’ game.”

Mr English said last year

dairy exports dropped by $4
billion, while other exports
were up by $5 billion.

“We would have had a
fantastic year if dairying was
doing good.”

Previous good times en-
joyed by dairying had pro-
duced the platform enabling
other export industries to
prosper, he said.

A glut in worldwide pro-

duction has meant the New
Zealand dairy industry hav-
ing to compete against new
playersin selling to overseas
markets.

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EDITORIAL: Health Boards and the

fluoridation of water supplies

It seemsthat the Minister of
HealthDr Colemanintendsto
introduce legislation putting
the question of whether to
fluoridate domestic water
supplies in the hands of
the Health Boards around
the nation. This seems like
promoting the views of the
pro-fluoridation  supporters
by the back door.

However, if thislegidation
is passed, which seems a
foregone conclusion, some
measures need to be put in
place, and more information
is  needed, preferably
research of a non-biased
nature.

Firstly, we need to
carry out what the health
authorities did in the United
States; set up a committee
of professionals, who are
balanced in the number of
-those holding a pro and

against viewpoint. This
committee  would need
to examine the plethora
of research studies, with
emphasis on the overseas
ones, as little has been
conducted in NZ. Then
a balanced and informed
conclusion hopefully can
be reached. And what
happened after the US
committee examined a huge
amount of research? The
conclusion reached was
that fluoridation  should
cease until more research
clarified the questions as to
the benefits (or otherwise)
of the fluoridation of water,
as well as more information
on the possible negative side
effects.

I’[l make afew points:

* As we dready have
virtually al brands of
toothpaste fluoridated,

why do we need it in our
water, especially when the
substance acts topically
to harden the protective
enamel. Theword ‘ over-kill’
comes to mind.

* Should not public
sentiment be considered
when opinion polls suggest
a definite  division of
viewpoints. Some polls are
in favour, but others (eg
in Okato) are decidedly
against.

* |s mass medication really
what we need, when the
research as to benefits is by
no means clear?

* There is no standard
amount being consumed.
The person working outside
on ahot day drinking alot of
liquid will get considerably
more fluoride than someone
living more sedately. Keep
in mind that Fluoride is a

poison above a certain level.

* Some vulnerable groups,
such as those with arthritis,
should not be exposed to
more fluoride as it worsens
their condition, according to
some research.

* The fluoridation of water
leads to unsightly mottling
of many young people's
teeth.

* lsn't the key to good
dental health primarily to
do with education? Money
would be well spent to
highlight (eg. on television,
newspapers and magazines)
the dangers of too much
sugar in our diet and the need
to have hedlthy aternatives,
aswell as plenty of exercise.

DHBs to

The Government has
announced plans to move
responsibility for  water
fluoridation  from  local
councils to District Health
Boards.The decision comes
after numerouslocal councils
have grappled with decisions
over water fluoridation,
balancing expert advice
and lobbying from anti-
fluoridation ~ campaigners.

In the wake of the most
recent fluoridation decision
- in which Whakatane

take on fluoride role

Council voted in favour of
removing fluoride - both
local and central government
politicians called for change
in the way such decisions
are made“Moving the
decision-making process
from local councils to
DHBs is recognition that
water fluoridation is a
health-related issue,” says
Associate Health Minister

Peter Dunne.“ Deciding
which  water  supplies
should be fluoridated

aligns closely to DHBS
current responsihilities
and expertise. It makes
sense for DHBs to make
fluoridation decisions for
their communities based on
local hedth priorities and
by assessing health-related
evidence.” Canterbury
DHB board member Jo
Kane says the decision
was a “hospital pass” for
DHBs who would now be
lumped with managing the
controversial issue.Once

again the Government has
abdicated its responsibility
by throwing it on health
boards who will till
have the same political
problems  of  working
through this» she said.
A Bill is expected to be
introduced to Parliament
later this year. Members of
the public and organisations
will have an opportunity to
make submissions to the
Health Select Committee
as it considers the Bill.

“I don’t think there’s
much doubt that the
competition is coming
hard” Mr English said.
“We'll get to see if we are
as good as we think we are,
and if we are low enough
down on the production
cost curves. Are our dairy
companies really good
enough to compete the
others away? [ think the
answer is yes they are.

There is a base confidence
in the dairy industry
which will move us along.
The test is, do we really
believe there is a long term
demand for our product? I
believe there is.”

He said that the New
Zealand dairy industry is
investigating new market
options, and that despite
“one or two setbacks,’
they are doing a good job
in persuading overseas
consumers that New

Zealand produces a low
cost quality product.

He cited New Zealand
migrants returning from
Australia as evidence of a
growing confidence in the
New Zealand economy,
compared to that of its
Trans Tasman neighbour.
“Kiwi  truck  drivers
understand the economy
better than many

Australian economists,” he
said.
“The other day I met my

first ever Aussie migrant.
He had upped sticks last
year, come to Christchurch,
and said it was fantastic.”

With an election due next
year, Mr English spoke
about his government’s
prospects of re-election.

“One of the opportunities
to win in 2017 would be
an economic growth if 2-3
per cent, giving 2-3% wage
increases, with the dairy
industry picking up next
year in line with that.”

Nevertheless, he says he
would be approaching this
fight in a fresher state than
he did for the last one.

Rationale for collection changes

In last edition’s column,
Marie Liddington had some
guestions from the Eltham
Business Association about
changesto the Council’ srub-
bish and recycling kerbside
collection service. | thought
I"d follow up with the Coun-
cil’s operations engineer,
Herbert Denton to get a bit
more detail and explain the
reasons behind the changes.
According to Herbert in late
2006 the Council entered
into a solid waste contract
focussed on providing aresi-
dential/domestic waste col-
lection service. Due to the
lack of services available
from private waste contrac-
tors in some outlying towns
acrossthe Digtrict, the Coun-
cil decided to provide the
service to those commercial
properties which previously
had access to the Council
kerbside collection service.
The decision was also made
to excludeHaweraCBD busi-
nessesfrom being ableto use

thisserviceasthey had access
to private waste management
contractors. This created the
anomaly where some busi-
nessesinthedistrict received
the kerbside collection ser-
vice from Council, while
most other businessesdid not,
and had to make alternative
arrangements. Herbert says
today however, there are
a number of private waste
management businesses that
offer waste and recycling
services right across the dis-
trict. By continuing to pro-

vide the kerbside collection
service to some commercial
properties but not others, the
Council was not only being
inconsistent in the way they
operated, but were uninten-
tionally competing withlocal
private waste management
businesses. Rather than dis-
advantage these businesses,
Herbert says Council wants
to encourage and keep local
waste businesses in opera-
tion in the District. The new
Kerbside Collection changes
should fix these issues by
establishing consistency and
equality amongst all non-
residential property owners
across the District. If anyone
has further questions, give
Herbert a call on 0800 111
323. Incidentally the Opu-
nake and District Business
Association is approaching
the various waste manage-
ment providers to see what
they can offer our members.
On a completely different
matter, the Council released

its 2016/17 Annual Plan last
Monday. This is essentially
the council’s budget for the
year.
The good newsisthat Coun-
cil has reduced its projected
average rate increase from
2.91% to 1.89%. A couple
of key projects for Opunake
and Coastal include $2.7 mil-
lion for a new Inaha water
treatment plant, $270,000
budgeted for Opunake Beach
projects, and $258,000 for
Opunake stormwater work.
Speaking of Opunake Beach,
there is a consultation open
day being run by the Council
on Saturday April 30 from
11-2:30pm at the Surf Life-
saving Club, to look at draft
plansfor future devel opments
at the Beach. This will be a
great opportunity to consider
draft plans, share your idess,
and ask questions. Look for-
ward to seeing you there.

Challengetoyounginventorstodevelop technology

James Dyson challenges
young inventors to develop
tomorrow’ stechnology today
The James Dyson Award
is now calling for ideas in
product design and engineer-
ing for the 2016 competition.
First run in New Zealand
in 2001, the competition is
now global in its search for
new and better waysto solve
problems. Inrecent yearsthe
competition has discovered
and supported inventorswith
ideas such as an inflatable
baby incubator for develop-
ing countries, and a gelatin

food label which indicates
food freshness.

With a prize fund of almost
NZD $200,000, the world's
brightest young engineersare
challenged to design some-
thing that solves a problem.
Studentsand recent graduates
have until July 19 to enter.
Entrants from 22 countries
will compete for a prize of
NZD$60,000, and a further
NZD$10,000 for their uni-
versity.

Last year’s international
winner was Voltera V-One,
a rapid prototyping system

developed by a team of four
engineering studentsfromthe
University of Waterloo, Can-
ada. Printed circuit boards
are in ailmost all electronics,
but developing prototypes
of them can be prohibitively
time-consuming and expen-
sive for young inventors and
hobbyists. VolteraV-Oneisa
desktop device, which prints
circuit boardswithin minutes,
enabling awider audienceto
create electronic devices. The
team shipped its first batch of
printers in November 2015,
and is hoping to ship out its

second batch soon.

“Young people have the
power to change the world
through engineering. Each
year the James Dyson Award
sees truly remarkable solu-
tionsto real-life problems all
approached from different
angles. No problemistoo big,
and the simplest solutions
are the best . Use the award
as a stepping stone to take
your invention towards com-
mercialisation,” says James
Dyson, the inventor of the
world’s first bagless vacuum.
Auckland designer Jason

Khoo, was last year named
the New Zealand winner
for his design of atreehouse
platform for kids to build
architectural wonders in
their backyard. Thepre-built
foundation for a tree house
could be easily mounted, and
eliminates the need for abe-
spoke permanent attachment
when building tree houses,
allowing the Tree Mount to
be relocated.

Jason received over
NZ$4,000 from the James
Dyson Foundation to invest
in the development of the

concept, and his design was
put forward for international
judging against entries from
participating countries.

The New Zealand leg of the
competition is supported
by Dyson, The Designers
Institute and the Intellectual
Property Office of NZ who
will providethe 2016 national
winner with an official fee
prize packagetailored to his/
her immediate intellectual
property needs. The national
winner will be announced in
September, and the Interna
tional winner on October 27.
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Rubbish collections for businessesto be a thing
of the past

From July 1, the South Ta-
ranaki District Council will
no longer collect kerbside
rubbish for town businesses
in the district. The Eltham
Business Association is not
happy with these changes,
according to the Community
Comment inthe April 8issue
of the Opunake and Commu-
nity News.

South Taranaki District
Council operations manager
Herbert Denton says back in
2006 the council had entered
into a contract to provide a
residential domestic waste
collection service. With a
lack of private waste col-
lectors operating in outly-
ing towns at the time, this
service was later extended
to include commercial busi-
nesses in these places. This
service was never available
to commercia businesses in
the Hawera CBD. As there
are now private contractors
operating across the district,
there is no longer any need
for the council to compete
against them by providing
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Asof July 1, if you areabusiness, the South Taranaki District Council will nolonger be
picking these up from the kerbside.

another collection service.

They have already cut
the recycling service in half
by not accepting loose plas-
tics, and charges at the local
dump stations have gone up
significantly.”

“We're a bit disappointed
in the council pulling the
pin when we’ve finally got a
good rubbish system going,”
Beth said.

There are big changes
coming for Opunake
businesses and non- profit
groups with regard to the
pick- up of our rubbish bins.
From July 1, only residential
properties will have their
bins emptied by STDC
contractors, and businesses
and non — profit groups will
have to find their own way
to dispose of their waste.
This will probably mean
they will have to contract
an outside firm to do the
job and could mean the bins
may not be emptied on a
weekly basis. This being
the case, there could be a
build- up of waste at the back
of business premises until
the contractor picks it up.
So, extra precautions have
to be put in place to stop
anyone from deliberately
lighting the cardboard or
other combustible material.

Annually, the cost of
deliberately lit fires in New
Zedlandisabout $100 million.
Thisisthe cost of the loss of
property, the related injuries
and the loss to business
trading. If you can take a
few simple precautions, it
may safeguard your assets.

Firstly, locate bins
away from your building.
If it is a wheelie bin, the
recommended distance away
from a wooden structure is
three metres, and two metres
for a non- wooden building.
Medium sized skip binsonthe
other hand require a distance
of six metres from awooden
building, and three from a
non- wooden structure.

The best practice is to
store any combustible waste
material in metal containers
with self - closing lids. If
you do have to store excess
material, place it in small
sized bundlesand keep it well
away from any building.

Try to limit public access
to your buildings and yard,
S0 as to stop the opportunist
seeking to start a fire. This
may require installing a
perimeter fence or atidy up
of an existing one. If at all
possible, lock bin lids when
not in use. If finances permit,
security lighting and possibly
surveillance equipment are
very good tools to help stem
any unwanted visitors at
night.

To help minimise the risk,
try to arrange a weekly

As custodians of the
Manaia walkway, Lorna le
Fleming, and Gordon and
Anne Chisnall have put in
alot of work over the years.
Their dedication has been
recognised with Citizens
awards from the South
Taranaki District Council.
Now they are looking to
retireand hand thereinsover
to others.

The walkway includes
varieties of native bush as
well as the historic Manaia
Redoubt , believed to be
one of only two still left
preserved in the country.

“We have 40 different
species of native trees
growing here, so one sort
doesn’t dominate,” Gordon
said.

There is a preference for
plants which grow well in
Taranaki conditions so local
nurseries are used.

“What grows well in
warmer climates like
Northland may not grow so
well here,” Gordon said.

Lorna says one spinoff
from their work has been
a proliferation of native
birdlife.

“Golfers have seen the
kereru or native pigeon quite
often. If they don’t hear them
singing, they hear the whirr
of their wings. It' saseasonal
thing. The tuis come in late
winter-early spring, then
disappear again.”

Lornasaid theinvolvement
sheand her husband Gordon
had with the Royal Forest
and Bird Protection Society
was one of the things which
spurred her interest in the
Walkway.

“Gordon and | had done a
lot of walking around New
Zedland, and | thought we
were going to get older and
not be able to do what we
enjoyed doing.”

Disappointed with what
she saw of the gorse and
blackberry on the Manaia
Walkway, she decided she
wanted to do something,
so she and Bev Rothe got
to work cleaning up and
planting native trees. What
these two have done is
commemorated with signs

indicating Bev Rothe's
Peace and Lorna’'s Legacy
on different parts of the
Walkway.

When the Manaia Indoor
Bowling Club closed, money
from the club went towards
the Walkway, and it was
about then that Gordon
and Anne Chisnall became
involved. Along with Michael
Self, some of his students,

Department of Corrections
workers and others, they
forged a path between tree
stumps, and hebes were
planted to separate the pines
and natives.

The Walkway can be
accessed from the Manaia
Golf Club. Lorna said
anybody wanting to take
their dogs with them along
the Walkway is more than

welcome, so long as they
stick to the signs and avoid
the Golf Club fairways.

Not far from the clubhouse
is one of the Walkway’s
more recent additions, a
grove of three pine trees
planted by theManaiaRSA to
commemorate the centenary
of the World War 1 Battle
of Lone Pine. Looking after
the Golf Club end of the

Walkway is Margaret Putt.
“When the rhodos are out,
thisisglorious,” she says.
Further on are the Meuli
Steps, named after Lieutenant
Lorenzo Meuli who was
killedinthe First World War.
These lead up to the Manaia
Redoubt, which was put up
by the Armed Constabulary
in 1882. A concrete replica
stands where the original
wooden tower once stood, but
the blockhouses have been
kept in their original state,
with timber milled especialy
to keep the original guage.
The walkway then makes
its way past contributions
made at different times by
individuals, organisations
and businesses. There's the
Y arrow Dell, named for local
businessman, the late Noel
Yarrow, and a seat by the
Waiokura Stream which was
made by Keith Smith.
Further along is a bridge
made from old power poles.
When safety issues were
raised about the sides of the
bridge, the Manaia Lions

Club stepped in and provided
therailing.

Threetotarascommemorate
Kaupokonui farmer and
longstanding Waimate West
County councillor Jack
Landers, who died in 2008.

Other groups to have
donated trees include South
Taranaki Rural Women and
theManaiaWomensInstitute.

The Walkway makes its
way back to the Golf Club,
but not before going back
through a garden area which
for thelast two yearshasbeen
maintained by Gail Thorley.

“It's a credit to Gail, what
she'sdone,” Lornasaid. “This
was once areal wilderness.”

Lorna, Gordon and Anne
say they will still keep an
interest in what’s going on
at the Walkway. Lorna says
she still has some unfulfilled
ambitions.

Making Te Reo a transactional
language

Last week the Parliament
passed the Te Pire m6 Te Reo
Maori, Maori Language Bill.
What impressed me the most
about the third reading of the
Bill wasthat every personand
every party that spoke to the
Bill, used as much Te Reo
as they were able to, from a
simple greeting, through to
entire contributionsdelivered
in TeReo. Itisright that the
Parliament lead by example,
so | congratulate everyone
that made the effort.

For the language to be sus-
tainable, it is important that
Te Reo Maori is not only
an official language of New
Zealand, but becomesatrans-
actiona languagein everyday
lifein our communities.

Census data shows that
between 2001 and 2013, the
proportion of Maori adults
who reported they could hold
an everyday conversation in

the Maori language decreased
from 28% to 24%.

This is despite the Gov-
ernment’s Maori Language
Strategy which was initialy
developed in 1998 to en-
sure that Maori language
programmes and services
were being directed towards
agreed outcomes and target
populations.

Clearly it istime for a new
approach. The new Act
replaces the existing Maori
Language Act (1987), and
contains significant changes
in relation to the functions
of Maori language entities,
including the establishment
of a new statutory entity, Te
Matawai, which is tasked
with developing a Maori led,
Maori Language Strategy
(separate from the Crown’'s
Maori Language Strategy,
which is also provided for
within the bill).

We, in the Labour Party
were happy to support the
third reading of thisBill. Our
members on the Maori Af-
fairs Select Committee, suc-
cessfully argued for changes
that have made this legisla-
tion much better, however the
onusisonthe Government to
ensure that these new strate-
gies are a success.

It is my opinion that once
developed, the Crown Strat-
egy, must enable and support

the Maori strategy. It is criti-
cally important that the Gov-
ernment support and fund the
strategiesto arrest thedecline
in the number of people that
speak Te Reo Maori. It is im-
portant that those strategies
lead to a critical mass of at
least 30% of people speak-
ing Te Reo Maori for it to be
sustainable.

Finally, we can all support
the revitalisation of the Maori
language, by simply taking
thetimeto learn afew phras-
es and to use them. Since
the arrival of Te Wananga
o Raukawa, in the town of
Otaki in the Horowhenua, it
isnot unusual to hear Te Reo
Maori being spoken on the
street, by people going about
their business. This example
could be replicated through-
out the country.

have increased 11.4 per cent
over the past year. Values
rose slightly by 0.2 per cent
over the past three months
and are now 35 per cent
above the previous market
peak of late 2007. When
adjusted for inflation the
nationwide annual increase
drops dlightly to 11.3 per
cent and vaues are now
15.4 per cent above the 2007
peak. The average vaue
nationwide is now $559,492.
The average current value
of a residentia property in
South Taranaki is $186,154.
Prices increased 1 per cent
in the last 12 months, but
dropped 1.1 per cent in the
last three months.

The average current value
of a home in Stratford

District is $213,917. Prices
increased 11.4 per cent in
the last 12 months, with a
2.1 per cent in the last three
months.

In New Plymouth, the
average current vaue is
$379,926. Pricesrose 6.4 per
cent in the last 12 months,
and 2 per cent in the last
three.

The Auckland market has
increased 16.9 per cent year
on year, but has decreased
by 0.2 per cent over the past
three months. Values there
are now 70.4 per cent higher
than the previous peak of
2007. When adjusted for
inflation, values are 16.8
per cent over the past year
and are 45.5 per cent above
the 2007 peak. The average

value in the Auckland region
isnow $931,061.

QV National Spokesperson
Andrea Rush said, “Home
values have risen in most
parts of New Zealand in the
first quarter of 2016 with the
exception of the Auckland
region where values have
been on a dight downward
trend over the past three
months.”

“The latest CorelLogic
buyer classification data
shows 44 per cent of salesin
Auckland were to multiple
property owners, 21 per cent
were to first home buyers
and 24\ per cent were to
those moving from one
home to another.”

“Around the rest of the
country multiple property

owners accounted for 37 per
cent of sales; while 20 per
cent of sales were to first
home buyers and 26 per cent
were to movers.”

CorelLogic statistics also
show listings levels remain
low in many parts of the
country with the exception of
Taranaki and Canterbury.”

Many provincial centres
are experiencing the fastest
rate of home value growth
since before the previous

peak of 2007 including
Whangarei, Napier and
Rotorua,

Regiona areas within
commuting distance to

Auckland, Tauranga and
Hamilton areal so continuing
to show significant value
rises.

Increase in bar crossing incidents

An extremely busy few
weeks has been a stark re-
minder to the boating public
to take boating safety seri-
ously after three separate
major rescues took place on
Bar Crossings in the North
Island and saw Coastguard
volunteers respond to 89
incidents over Easter Week-
end in the Northern Region
alone.

The notorious Manukau
Bar saw three people thrown
into water, left clinging to
debris with one survivor
spotted by chance by a pass-
ing boatie, and raising the
alarm for another two peo-
ple who were later rescued
by Coastguard. The Tairua
Bar in Coromandel also saw

three men thrown from their
vessel, and a third Bar Res-
cue took place on the Puke-
hina Bar where an inflatable
boat was overturned throw-
ing its four occupants over-
board.

“These incidents are hap-
pening too frequently and
the message isn't getting
through. All of these boaties
were extremely fortunate,
but that is not aways the
case. Lifgjackets should al-
ways be worn when crossing
a bar because of the height-
ened risk, and ideally boaties
should log a Bar Crossing
Report with Coastguard,”
said Patrick Holmes, CEO,
Coastguard New Zealand.

provided by Coastguard that
encourages boaties to con-
tact Coastguard via VHF
Radio or *500 on mobile
to advise they are about to
cross a Bar. If they do not
make contact with Coast-
guard by an agreed time to
report they have completed
the Bar Crossing safely, and
Coastguard cannot make
contact again with that ves-
sel, then appropriate search
and rescue measures will be
initiated. This can cut the
response time down signifi-
cantly and ultimately be the
difference between alifeand
death situation.

“In al of these cases, if
they had lodged aBar Cross-
ing Report, we would have
known they’d had an inci-
dent much sooner, and we
would have reached them
much quicker,” said Holmes.

We have seen three boat-
ing fatalities so far this
year (1 Jan 2016 — 31 Mar
2016) compared to five for
the same period last year.
However for these three in-
cidents aone,, 10 people
were thrown out of their
boats — any of these could

have resulted in yet another
unnecessary boating fatality.

There are eight recom-
mended actions the skipper
of a vessel should take be-
fore crossing any bar —these
actions could prevent inci-
dents like these from hap-
pening. It's important to
remember that the skipper is
responsible for the safety of
everyone board.

Coastguard’'s advice on
how to cross a bar safely

Seek local advice on the
bar and local VHF channels.

Check the weather, tide
and bar conditionsviaCoast-
guard Radio, Nowcasting, or
Metservice.

Ensure your boat has ad-
equate stability to cross vari-
able seas.

Check your boat and make
sure hatches and equipment
are adequately secured.

Make sure that everybody
iswearing alifejacket and is
alert.

Ensure that you are carry-
ing at least two forms of wa-
terproof communication.

Make a Bar Crossing Re-
port with Coastguard radio.

If in doubt — don’t go out.

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The significance of ANZAC Day

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Tiny Insects show Taranaki’s freshwater

Taranaki’'s latest freshwa-
ter quality monitoring shows
ecological health for the re-
gion’swaterwaysis continu-
ing to improve, recording
some of the best results ever
in the past 19 years, accord-
ing to the Taranaki Regional
Council.

Ecologica water health
is largely determined by
macroinvertebrate monitor-
ing, the number of tiny in-
sects and species found in
streams. Taranaki’'s 2014-15
results of macroinvertebrate
(MCI) monitoring  show
some Taranaki sites have
the best ever results since re-
cords began in 1995. These
latest results were released
in March 2016.

MCI is a nationally rec-
ognised measure of water
health, used by many re-
gions, which TRC scientists
helped develop in the 1980s.
MCI assigns a score to each
species (from 1 -10), based
on its tolerance or sensitiv-
ity to organic pollution, then
calculates the average score
of all speciespresent at asite
to rate the water quality.

Currently more than half
of monitoring sites (29 out
of 57) arein the two positive
categories for water health
- 22 have a positive and
very significant MCI trend,
up from 15 just three years
ago, and afurther seven sites
have a significant positive
trend.

More dairy farmers putting hand

manager Janine Broekhuizen
says the numbers of farmers
volunteering their time for
the service has doubled in
the past year, from 225 to
420.

“The Dairy  Connect
service, which was initiated
in 2012, has significantly
grown. We've got farmers
who are willing to provide
support and advice on a
range of subjects from
anima management, staff,
pasture and feed through
to environment, business,
adverse events and persona
wellbeing.

“Despite going through
tough times themselves,
these farmers realy want to
support others by sharing
their experience. Many
support farmers have agreed
to be part of this because
they have received valuable
advicein the past.”

The last three months has
seen a record number of
farmers using the service for
advice or assurance.

“We've facilitated almost
60 connections over the last
three months, this is a 50
per cent increase over the

same period last year,” says
Janine. “Now, more than
ever, the dairy industry is
showing its biggest strength,
and that is the willingness to
share information.”

Janine encourages farmers
to use the service.

“If it is your first time
experiencing an issue, the
amount of information
out there can be quite
overwhelming. A  few
phone calls to someone with
experience can provide a
lot of confidence — I really
encourage those who need
some advice to use Dairy
Connect.”

In mid-Canterbury, 50:50
sharemilkers Siobhan and
Christopher O’ Malley didn’t
hesitate when asked to take
part in Dairy Connect as
support farmers.

“A lot of people have given
us plenty of good advice
along the way, which has
made al the difference,
and this was an opportunity
for us to give back,” says
Siobhan.

The O'Malleys are
relatively new to dairy
farming. Siobhan was a

teacher and Christopher
an adventure tour guide
before he started in the
dairy industry in 2009/10.
This is their first year as
50:50 sharemilkers, having
progressed from lower
order.

“One of the things we
absolutely love  about
dairying is how people
are so willing to share
information,  which is
awesome. In tougher times
it is also really comforting
to share ideas around how
to make the most of what
little money you have.”

The O'Maleys have
aready provided
information to aspiring
sharemilkers who were
looking for information
around setting up budgets.
Both parties found it a
positive experience.

“l thought it was great,
you are being contacted by
someone who is motivated.
They were realy clear
about what they wanted so
it was realy easy to give
them answers or steer them
in the right direction,” says
Siobhan.

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New r esear ch showskiwi mumsconfused
about children’sdietary iron needs

New research shows a
disparity between how much
dietary iron Kiwi mums
believe their children need
and what they are actually
getting.

Inarecent survey conducted
by Nielsen, 61 per cent of
Kiwi mums believe their
children get enough iron in
their diet, with only 16 per
cent disagreeing.

However, research shows
that, in New Zealand, 80
per cent of toddlers do not
receive the recommended
daily intake of iron, 14 per
cent of children under the
age of 2 are iron deficient
and over onethird of teenage
girlsdon’'t achievetheir daily
iron requirements.

Dr PamelaVon Hurst from

Massey University School
of Food and Nutrition says
children and adolescents
have anincreased risk of iron
deficiency.
“Childhoodisacrucial time
for optimal development and
iron deficiency at this life
stage can have long term
effects,” says Dr Von Hurst.
Encouragingly when
surveyed, most could identify
various side effects of iron
deficiency, however, only
8 per cent could correctly
identify all signs of iron
deficiency in a child.

If a child is low in iron
or iron deficient, they may
show signs such astiredness,
appearing pale, irritable or
grumpy, or struggle to gain
weight.

The early stages of life are
incredibly important interms
of the correct nutrient intake,
with iron being crucial for
brain development in babies
andtoddlers; at seven months
a baby needs more iron than
her Dad.

Women also need to have a
heightened awarenessaround
ironintake during pregnancy,
requiring greater amounts of
iron each day, because of
increased blood volume and
the nutritional reguirements
of the growing baby.

Mothers and women are
also a group most at risk of
iron deficiency with one in 14
women in New Zealand low
in iron. The Neilson survey
showed 20 per cent of women
do not think they get enough
iron in their diets.

For women particularly,
the symptoms of low iron
are similar to those which
are often attributed to a busy
lifestyle meaning women are
not necessarily aware they
areat risk.

Iron deficiency is recognised
by the World Health
Organisation as the most
common and widespread
nutritional disorder in the
world.

A New Zeadand initiated

campaign, World lron
Awareness Week, has
commenced to raise
awareness of the prevalence,
symptoms of iron deficiency,
and what can be done to
increaseiron levels.

Massey University will
be facilitating a series of
events throughout World
Iron Awareness Week for
health professionals and the
public acrossthree campuses;
Auckland, Palmerston North
and Wellington

In developing countries
every second pregnant
woman and about 40 per
cent of preschool children
are estimated to be anaemic.

The major health
consequences include poor
pregnancy outcome, impaired
physical and cognitive
development, increased risk
of morbidity in children, and
reduced work productivity in
adults. Anaemia contributes
to 20 per cent of all maternal
deaths.

There are two types of iron
in food: haem iron (found
in meat and fish) and non-

haem iron (found mainly in
plants). The body absorbs
the haem iron in meat much
more efficiently than the non-
haemironin plant foods. For
examplehalf a cup of cooked
silverbeet contains 1.0 mg of
iron, but the body can only
useabout 5 per cent of this. In
comparison, 120g of cooked
lean beef contains more than

4.0mg of iron, and the body
absorbs around 25 per cent
of it. You would need to eat
over 1kg of cooked silverbeet
to get the same amount of
iron provided by just 120g
of lean meat. This equatesto
a small serving of spaghetti
bolognaise or a couple of
small lamb leg steaks.

Budget service looks to meet

Zealand Federation of
Family Budgeting Services
isat Coastal Carein Opunake
every second Wednesday.

The service is free, and
they take a non-judgmental
approach towards their
clients, she said.

“We see everybody from
beneficiaries to families
who are struggling, as well
as farm workers with the
hassles they have going on
at the moment.

An Introduction to the Health and Safety at Work Act

The new Health and Safety
at Work Act came into force
on April 4. This article by
WorkSafe New Zedand is
designed to give businesses
and workers an overview of
the new law.

New Zealand workplaces
are not as safe as they should
be.

Every year about 50
people die in a workplace
incident. Hundreds more die
an early death as a result of
work-related ill-health. Our

workplace health and safety
record is three times worse
than the UK.

We need to lift our game —
and with the new Health and
Safety at Work Act now in
place there has never been
a better time for businesses
to review their health and
safety practices.

So what do you need to
know about the new law?
Well, first up let’s dispel a
couple of myths.

The new law does not
suddenly mean that awhole

bunch of new risks have
to be managed — health at
safety risks at work have
always had to be managed.
The Hedlth and Safety at
Work Act does not require
you to eliminate all risks in
the workplace at any cost.
That's not redlistic, and not
what WorkSafe expects.
And it doesn’t have to mean
awhole lot more paperwork.
Health and safety is about
identifying and managing
risks — not a folder full of
documents gathering dust.

Community Law 1

The law is designed to
encourage  communication
and co-operation. Everyone
from directors down to the
casual labourer has arole to
play in keeping our workers
and others safe and healthy.
But obviousy a casua
labourer doesn't have the
same ability to influence
how a job is undertaken, so
they have different levels
of  responsibility.  And
where there's more than
one business working at
site, businesses need to talk

to each other and agree on
sensible hedlth and safety
measures based on the level
of risk, and who is best
placed to manage that risk.
What the law expects is
that a business do what is
‘reasonably practicable’ to
eliminate or manage health
and safety risks (that’s much
the same as the law that it
replaced required for the last
25years). So if, for example,
workers are working with
dangerous chemicals, you
need to make sure they're

trained, there’'s proper
ventilation, and they
have appropriate personal
protective equipment. Or if
they are working at height,
think about how to prevent
falls by using scaffolds,
edge protection, nets or the
like.

It's about taking sensible
precautions today to keep
people safe. That's not just
the law, its good business
and the right thing to do.
