Earthquake procflns Theatre

With plans to make Opu-
nake’s Everybody’s Theatre a
multifunctional facility avail-
able for concerts, dances and
other functions Everybody’s
Theatre could become the fo-
cal point of the town believes
Egmont Plains Community
Board Chairperson Sharon
Arlidge.

Stage one of the earthquake
strengthening of Opunake’s
Everybody’s Theatre is now
nearing completion with re-
inforcing beams being added
to the auditorium area of the
historic theatre.

The beams were dropped in
through the roof of the theatre
by crane. The cost of this
massive project, $221,000,
was funded by the Pub Chari-
ties.

Everybody’s Theatre was
“yellow stickered” by South
Taranaki District Council en-
gineers following the second
big Christchurch earthquake.

Debbie Campbell who is
chairperson of the Every-
body’s Theatre Trust said the
second stage of the refurbish-
ment which will follow will
be “tidying it up and putting
it back together”.

The reinforcing of the au-
ditorium has meant that the
interior cladding had to be
removed. The toilets are also
going to be relocated. An ar-
chitect has been employed to
redraw plans for the interior
refurbishment.

So next up they will be get-
ting quotes for the fire rated
wall linings, fire alarms and
upgrading the electrical and
lighting system. There are
also plans to install a small
kitchen. The toilet area which
also required reinforcing
beams are to also be altered
and will be completely re-
furbished.

They are currently waiting
to apply for funding from
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Fortunately no one was injured when this car left the road
several kilometres south of Opunake recently.

Driving rain may have contributed to the accident which was
attended by the Opunake Fire Service.
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the TSB Community Trust
said Debbie. Adding that the
second stage of the operation
which will also include pur-
chasing a new digital projec-
tor has been estimated to cost
in the region of $303,000.
Explained Debbie the new
projector is required because
it is expected that by the end
of 2013 all movies will be
digital making the old projec-
tor obsolete.

The quaint Everybody’s
Theatre has been a picture
theatre since 1921.

The premises were origi-
nally built as a general store
in 1914.

In 1921 a local family, the
O’Rorkes, bought the build-
ing and built on the audito-
rium at the back converting
it to a picture theatre which
it has been ever since.

In 1980 the community
bought the theatre which
was then privately owned
by Bruce Whiting who had
run it as a picture theatre for
many years.

Everybody’s Theatre has
been run by volunteers ever
since.

In March 2012 it was yellow
stickered. The engineering
report said it needed to be
earthquake strengthened de-
scribing the structural safety
of the building as “question-
able” and no longer safe for
the public.

It is only the auditorium
area that’s unsafe said Debbie
- the part where everybody
sits. “The front bit’s OK”.

The theatre shut its doors on
March 9 2012.

So far the community has

Earthquake-prone buildings — have your say

The Government is con-
sulting on major proposed
changes to how we deal with
earthquake-prone buildings
in the wake of the Christ-
church Earthquakes — Now
is your chance to comment.

Currently, local councils
make decisions on how
Earthquake-Prone Build-
ings in their districts should

be dealt with, in consultation
with their communities.

The Government has pro-
posed replacing this with
a consistent national ap-
proach. All non-residential
and multi-unit, multi-storey
residential buildings would
have to have a seismic capac-
ity assessment done within

five years. Owners of build-
ings identified as earthquake-
prone would then have up
to 10 years to strengthen or
demolish these buildings.
This means that all earth-
quake-prone buildings would
be dealt with within a maxi-
mum of 15 years, compared
with an average of 28 years
under the current system,

Helping grow the country

Councﬂlor Neil Walker’s comment

Cr Neil Walker

2013 will be a busy and
also a controversial year
for the Taranaki Regional
Council. However before
I begin to talk about that I
want to look back to 2012 and
acknowledge Anne Hickey
who was awarded a QSM

| in the New Year honours.

She had a great ability to cut
through all the theory and
pomposity and get to the heart
of the matter. She never
failed to speak up forcefully
but politely about issues she
thought important.  She
was meticulous with detail
and knew that small matters
overlooked can defeat major
projects. Moreover she never
thought she knew more than
the public. Congratulations,
Anne, you are an example for
all of us.

In2013 the Taranaki Regional

Council must review its Fresh
Water Plan. This will be our
second review and will no
doubt attract a lot of headlines
and comments. Some
commentators are already
loudly proclaiming how bad
things are in our local rivers
while others note how much
improvement there has been.
Once again TRC will hold
hearings, receive submissions
and get heated comments
from vested interests. The
end result will be a balance.
Farmers who are already
making major commitments
to fencing and planting
streams will be required to
step up even further. The
TRC is already taking a head
line, prosecuting any major
incident and applying instant
fines if cows are found in
waterways. Towns and
communities too, have to
clean up their handling of
waste water and storm run-
off procedures as exampled
by the Eltham-Hawera piping
of sewerage. However we
should all note that rivers and
streams are outside in the real
environment and will always
have wildlife such as ducks
and pukeko, and that dust, dirt
and vegetation will always
get into them.

The question of oxidation

ponds will also be a major
point of debate and no doubt
major headlines.

Another controversy which
won’t be going away is
the Fracking debate where
passionate opponents to the
process will lock into battle
with those who say there
are absolutely no bad effects
visible or invisible after many
years of the process.

As a councillor I am not only
a public representative but
I have also to act according
to a quasi-judicial role in
these matters. This means I
should be listening carefully
to all parties. I should not
make decisions upon which
side is the louder or which
side has the best economic
or short term argument but
instead look to give the best
balanced and fairest response
available.  Everybody has
to respect that. If they lose
a debate on some issues it is
because their argument was
not good enough, not because
councillors or officials are
corrupt or self interested.
We may be wrong and we
may not get the emphasis
always right, but generally
we strive to be fair and to give
a balanced outcome. The
public are perfectly entitled
to be passionate — that’s a

good thing, but this should
never turn into attributing
bad motives to those who
disagree with you.

Another issue not yet
clearly in view will be the
Government’s review of the
Resource Management Act.
It is true that this piece of
legislation, the framework
of our environment law,
can result in a lot of cost,
considerable bureaucracy,
delay and confusion, but on
the other hand it is also a
vehicle to protect the public’s
rights and the environment.
The trick is to do the latter
and cut down on the former.
Legislators in Wellington of
course try to create the big
picture and then leave the
Regional Councils to fill in
the blank spaces and work
out how all this will hang
together in practice.

Finally let me give a
small plaudit to my fellow
councillors. It is great to
tackle knotty and complex
issues in a good atmosphere
with a co-operative give
and take approach. We
certainly don’t always agree
but our council functions
well because everyone
works together to achieve
an outcome. I hope we can
continue to do that in 2013.

Mary continues her spiritual journey

“I can remember having a
strong sense of calling to lead
a congregation at Opunake’s
Co-operating Parish,” says
Mary Nicholas. Already part
of the lay ministry team, it
was at a day Christian retreat
in 1995 however that really
set in motion her path.

They were singing a hymn.
The lyrics go:

Here I am Lord

I have heard you calling in
the night

Here I am Lord, is it you
Lord

If you need me I will go.

“They really spoke to me,”
said Mary.

The next year she started
theological studies.

Ordained on November 4
last year, Mary recently left
Opunake, the town she and
husband David moved to
from Auckland 37 years ago,
to take up the position of min-
ister at a parish in Whangarei.

Her appointment is the cul-
mination of a long and inter-
esting spiritual journey.

Already a qualified teacher,
Mary began by training as
a state school chaplain. She
went on to be chaplain of

Marfell School in New Plym-
outh for 18 months. In 2000
she started a three year coun-
selling training course run
by the Bible College of New
Zealand. She then became a
school counsellor - combin-
ing the role with part time
teaching - to “sharpen her
pastoral care skills.”

It was a valuable insight
into troubled teens. “A lot of
teenagers issues come out of
their uncertainty about who
I am, where do I belong,
where do I fit in. Gener-
ally they came from broken
homes where there was the
lack of a father who was
crucial in forming identity.
Often the family background
lacked stability,” said Mary.
Ninety percent of the kids at
high school in counselling
were already having issues
with drugs or alcohol which
helped them with their stress.
“My job was to try and en-
courage them to find other
ways to deal with stress.”
She added when you could
engage the parents there was
more likely to be a positive
outcome. From 2008-9, Mary
was a school counsellor at

Coastal Taranaki School
one day a week, a voluntary
position.

In 2010 she enrolled as a full
time student at Trinity Meth-
odist Theological College in
Auckland. Since completing
her studies she was stationed
in South Taranaki District at
Hawera and Patea parishes
and Patea Area School, again
an unpaid position.

Mary’s new placement by
the Methodist Church - “You
do get the chance to refuse” -
is at St Johns Parish in Kamo
Road, Whangarei.

“It’s a parish which is very
forward looking and is active
in a community action proj-
ect,” says Mary explaining
there is a community house
which has an alternative edu-
cation programme for school
days. They also look after the
housing of people in the com-
munity. A community law
office runs out of the parish
complex.

The parish has provided a
house, which they have now
settled into. Son Peter ac-
companied them to help with
the unpacking.

Before she left Opunake,

The Glenn Inquiry contin-

Director of the Glenn In-
quiry, Ruth Herbert, says
the Think Tank, an informal
networked group of 36 inter-
national and New Zealand
members, will provide a criti-
cal role in the Inquiry.
“They individually and col-
lectively provide extensive
expertise that we can draw
on throughout the inquiry
process. There are names on
the list that are well known in
the fields of child abuse and
domestic violence and there
are some new names with
outstanding credentials. I'm
thrilled with who we have
attracted and their passion to
get involved and to making a
difference.”

Similarly to the 13 interna-
tional experts Herbert says
they bring with them an im-
pressive breadth and depth of
expertise.

“I’m thrilled to have a mix-
ture of academics and front
line people from a GP to a
social worker to community
workers to those in advocacy
roles.

track. “This is not a tradi-
tional inquiry; it is very much
about the people. It’s about
the people who have been af-
fected, who work in this area
and see it every day, about the
views of interested parties.
Consequently a panel won’t
be appointed until we have
gone through this information
gathering phase, which the
Think Tank members will be
heavily involved in.”

It is estimated this process
will take around six to nine
months and then a panel
will be formed to review
the findings and produce the
blueprint.

Dr Lance O’Sullivan, a doc-
tor practising and living in his
community of Kaitaia, is one
of the New Zealand Think
Tank members.

“I wanted to be involved with
the Glenn Inquiry because I
believe their approach is the
right tone. Any strategy has
to involve the communities
and be culturally appropriate
(whanau, hapu and iwi) from
the start of its development

, Thursday, January 31 2013

through to the implementa-
tion. There is no value in a
strategy being fully devel-
oped in Wellington and then
being rolled out by local pro-
viders in Kaitaia. Generally
those providing the service
don’t have buy in to strategies
that they didn’t have a hand in
developing and this is evident
by the end user. This Inquiry
is desperately needed and I
am passionate about being
part of it.”

Similarly to the international
appointees, the New Zealand-
ers have generously agreed
to contribute their time to
the inquiry at no or heavily
discounted fees.

Sir Owen Glenn has com-
mitted not only funds to
this independent inquiry but
much of his time also. “T will
be in New Zealand a great
deal this year. I’'m committed
to this Inquiry and it is my
aim to produce a blueprint,
which will be a model for
the future that will answer
one fundamental question
‘If New Zealand was leading

the world in addressing child
abuse and domestic violence
what would that look like?’
We owe this to our children
and our grandchildren; we
must reverse these ghastly
statistics.”

Glenn says the calibre of the
Think Tank members both
from New Zealand and over-
seas is outstanding. “To have
these sorts of people commit-
ted is a huge boost but we still
have a lot of work to do, we
are just beginning. We are not
going away, rest assured you
be hearing a great deal about
this Inquiry in 2013.”

A WORD OF ADVICE: Dos and Don’ts

The high street may be
awash with post-Christmas
sales, but every day’s a sale
online. Websites offering
daily deals and group buys
have exploded. We can grab,
group and treat ourselves
all year long. And why not?
There’s a bounty of choice
— and at some undeniably
good prices: surf lessons, car
accessories, luxury facials;
photo canvases, house
cleaning services; half-price
trip to the dentist anyone?

‘Daily deals’ run until a
specified number of sales is
reached or until the end of the
day (whichever comes first).
Group buying sites work on
economies of scale; a certain
number of people must sign
up for an offer to become
available.

It’s all good stuff. However
not all ‘deals’ are created
equal. Both the Commerce
Commission and Consumer
Affairs regularly receive
complaints from customers
who have used these discount
sites and have found their
hopes of a bargain going
askew.

As with anything, exercise a
bit of savvy and you’re more
likely to avoid the common
pitfalls. These five do’s and
don’ts should help you on
your way:

Do: Check if the deal is
as good as it says it is. It
only takes a minute to do
an internet search. Find out
what the company would
normally charge for the
same item. Sometimes the
discount isn’t as much as
you’re led to believe. If the
discount is exaggerated, or
any of the other information
is misleading, you can
report the company to the
Commerce Commission. And
don’t forget to compare the
deal with prices from other

companies. You may find a
better deal elsewhere.

Don’t: stand for poor quality.
Even goods and services that
are on sale are covered by
the Consumer Guarantees
Act. That means goods must
be of an acceptable quality
and fit for particular purpose.
Services must be provided
with reasonable care and skill.
So, if the hair straighteners
you bought overheat after
just six months, you can
ask to have them repaired
or replaced — if that’s not
possible, you can ask for a
refund.

Do: Resist the urge to buy
on impulse. Daily deal sites
rely on our appetite for a
bargain. They also create a
sense of urgency. This wily
combination makes us much
more likely to act without
thinking. Before snapping up
an offer, just take five. Will
you really use that Belgian
waffle-making set or those
retro curling tongs?

Don’t: Be fobbed off. If
you have a problem with
something you’ve bought,
you can ask either the
discount site or the provider
to put it right. If the discount
site sends you directly to
the provider, they may be
misleading you about your
rights — in which case you
can make a complaint to the
Commerce Commission or
take a case to the Disputes
Tribunal.

A common problem is when
companies are overwhelmed
by a large number of orders.
For example, you buy a
voucher for a fishing trip but,
because of the high demand,
there are no charters available
until after the voucher has
expired. If this happens you
could ask to use the voucher
at a later date, and if that’s
not possible for your money

back.

Do: Read the terms and
conditions. If the barbecue
kit you ordered in summer
still hasn’t arrived and the
mountains are peaking with
snow, you would be within
your rights to ask for -
refund. But if the terms a
conditions stated that t
delivery time would be
certain number of week
months when you placed yo...
order then you have accepted
that you will wait that long.

You always know when it’s
ime for the school year to
start and work to get under
way. The weather turns on
a blinder.

It’s great to wake up to crisp,
sunny mornings and to end
leach day with a balmy sum-
imer evening. But the hours in
between can be hell if you’re
putting in the hard slog under
Jan unrelenting sun. It’s not

so flash even when you’re
inside, air conditioned or
otherwise.

The political year has started
in a managed way.

inspectorate, and accepting
all the recommendations of
the Royal Commission into
Pike River. But the truth is
her Labour portfolio was
never one she showed huge
interest in.

Phil Heatley is one of those
all-round nice guys, but he
struggled when he was on
the mat over housing policy.
It wasn’t obvious he enjoyed
his energy portfolio either.
And yet, energy is a vital
area, as Taranaki well knows.
But the minister who had
the worst record for handling
political scandals in her port-
folio, was Education Minister
Hekia Parata.

Ms Parata is a former senior
public servant, and it was
obvious last year she couldn’t
help herself slipping into the
meaningless and opaque lan-
guage that is often resorted to
by top public servants, usu-
ally when they want to hide
something. How she survived
her performance review is a
miracle.

The government’s new pol-
icy announcement is to ac-
celerate the establishment of
more apprenticeships. At last!
There has been a trade skills
shortage for some years,
especially in the building
trades. The wonder is that
it has taken this long to do
something about it.

Let’s see what the rest of
the year holds. Hopefully, it
won’t just be a year of fixing
problems that were crying out
to be fixed years ago.

The year is well underway
and many of us are now back
at work.

I am looking forward to an-
other busy year as the Nation-
al-led Government focuses

Maureen’s rambles

July required a return to the
classroom for six weeks to
learn the requirements of the
new position within Ministry
of Agriculture and Forestry.
Based at Ruakura, Newstead,
Hamilton, the return to a
classroom situation with six
other newbies, most of whom
were the same age as my chil-
dren, was a new experience.
We all got on well but getting
the room temperature com-
fortable for everyone, without
being conducive to sleep, was
an ongoing challenge. While
I was doing this, Maurice had
the unenviable job of pack-
ing up the shop and all our
belongings in preparation for
the relocation.

We had to learn about In-
dustry Standards (IS), Over-
seas Market Access Require-
ments (OMAR’s), auditing
principles, Hazard Analysis
and Critical Control Points
(HACCP) and the new Ani-
mal Welfare (AW) Legisla-
tion and Codes of Practice.
This was a very different
aspect to what I had been
used to during all my years
in clinical practice. After six
weeks it was September and
off to Invercargill to work at
Makarewa, a two shift veni-
son processing plant.

We purchased a two bed-
room house off the internet.
Fortunately I have friends
around the country and one
of my university friends who
lived in Gore was able to
check it out for us. We trav-
elled down in convoy with me
in the car and Maurice in the
campervan and arrived to find
our house was of the same era
as the house on the farm when
I got married; even had the
same Formica and the same

stove so it was like a home
coming. Positioned on the
main road to Queenstown
it was handy too work with
a supermarket and bank as
well as most other necessities
including a doctor within a
250 metre walking distance.
A free bus ran between 9am
and 2.30pm for visits to In-
vercargill which was about
3km away. This was an easy
walk for Maurice if he chose
to go to town for any reason.

As I had not been exposed
to deer at any time during my
clinical years it was a whole
new ball game. However,
vets are adaptable people and
I soon learnt the process and
the requirements.

‘We returned to Taranaki at
Labour Weekend as our best
man and his wife were cele-
brating their golden wedding.
This required a flight from
Invercargill to Christchurch,
to Wellington and then New
Plymouth so meant an ardu-

ous and expensive journey.
This was a definite disincen-
tive for regular return visits.
First week of November is
the Tour of Southland Cycle
Race. Going to work in the
afternoon saw the riders ped-
alling into horizontal sleet as
they covered the route for
that year. Certainly an event
for the hardy!

December we flew to Aus-
tralia to visit Colleen and
Khyle who had returned
from England and were liv-
ing in New South Wales at a
place called Holbrook. The
two dogs and the cat had
been flown to Australia and
were now settled there but
were still pleased to see us.
As they did not have a house
on their property we slept on
a mattress on the shed floor.
Australian temperatures
made this acceptable.

We then flew to Hobart to
board the MV Orion which
was to be our home for the

next eighteen days as we
did an Antarctic Expedition.
We were piped on board by
a Scotsman playing the bag-
pipes and I heard a voice say
“Hello Mrs Gatenby”. One of
the Department of Conserva-
tion (DOC) officials on board
was Rex Hendry who had
previously worked at DOC
in Stratford!

The expedition was 18 days
and visited MacQuarrie Is-
land, Dawson’s Hutt (Austra-
lia’s equivalent to Scott Base)
and the Auckland Islands.
We were fortunate to have
beautiful fine day when we
were due to go ashore so
were able to view the flora
and fauna of each area. There
were penguins of many vari-
eties to be seen, many birds
as well as sea elephants and
seals at various times.
During our sailing sections
we experienced a storm with
nine metre swells so we had
one day confined to cabins
with only cold food but by
the evening the dining room
was open but still only cold
food. A minimum number of
people were present due to
sea sickness which had not
affected either of us.

Our port of disembarkation
was Bluff so we spent the
day showing our Australian
friends and some of the crew
around Invercargill before
they left later in the day. The
MYV Orion then did the return
trip to Hobart leaving Bluff
at Spm.

On this month in history

On January 4, 1958 Sir Edmund Hillary arrived at the geographic South Pole, as leader of his New Zealand team. This was
the first overland trip to the South Pole since Captain Robert Falcon Scott in 1912. Sir Edmund’s team had taken 80 days to
complete the 1,930 kilometre journey, using three tractors, a caboose and two sledges.
The overall expedition leader was Sir Vivian ‘Bunny’ Fuchs (Britain), who had requested Sir Edmund and his men wait for
him at a certain stage, but the New Zealander elected to forge on ahead and was not too popular in some - mostly British -
circles. As Sir Edmund reached the South Pole, Sir Vivian was 322km behind him.

The installation of gas and

electricity

When you’re building or
renovating your home, get-
ting the gas and electrical
installations sorted is one
of the big things to tick off
your checklist. New electri-
cal sockets may need to be
installed, heaters fixed to the
wall, cookers wired in and so
on.The key thing to remem-
ber is safety first.

Before you hire a tradesper-
son, even for simple repairs
or replacement, make sure
that they’re a licensed electri-
cian or gasfitter. You can ask
to see their licence, or check
to see if someone is licensed
through the Electrical Work-
ers Registration Board (www.
ewrb.govt.nz) and Plumbers
Gasfitters and Drainlayers
Board websites (www.pgdb.
€0.nz).

Don’t forget to keep copies
of certification, receipts and
invoices relating to gas and

electrical work in a safe place
— and that you’ll remember
where they are in six months’
time!

At the moment, certifying
gas and electrical installation
work is mandatory for most
work, but not for repairs and
replacement. However, from
July 2013, consumers will
always be entitled to get a
Safety Certificate for all gas
and electrical installation
work. This will make it easier
for consumers to get redress if
any gas and electrical instal-
lations and repairs are not up
to standard.

New laws will also mean
that any work that is classi-
fied as high-risk — such as
the connection of a new home
to a gas or electricity supply
— will have to be registered
on a new publicly available
database run by the Ministry
of Business, Innovation and

Employment. So you’ll be
able to check that you’re sat-
isfied with the records being
kept for ‘high risk’ installa-
tions in your home.

Registered electricians and
gasfitters are audited by their
relevant registration boards
and other regulators. You
have the right to complain
to those boards if you’re not
happy with the quality of
work you receive.

If you have any concerns
about poor quality or unsafe
electrical or gas installation
work that has been done in
your home, you should first
raise it with your electri-
cian or gasfitter. If you can’t
reach an agreement on how
to sort things out, take your
complaint to the Electrical
Workers Registration Board
(EWRB) or Plumbers Gasfit-
ters and Drainlayers Board
(PGDB).

Tractor pulling is gaining
momentum in New

running water and electric
jug!

Tractorpull NZ attends
about six events annually
including the Southern
Field Days in Waimumu.
“Local shows running
on a single day, such as
Reporoa, are great events
but there is something
special about the bigger
multiple day events such
as CD Field Days. CDFD
2013 will see a new format
for the competition.

“Most contractors are
too busy to commit their
machines for two or three
days and miss out, so
this year we are running
the main event over only
one day” Mr Croy said.

On this month in history

On January 21, 1930 an
alpine guide Teddy Blom-
field and four women died
on the Tasman Glacier near
Mt Cook. This was New
Zealand’s worst alpine trag-
edy up until that time.

The guide was in his ear-
ly twenties and was also a
medical student. The mys-
tery was how the party
succumbed so quickly and

early theories that exposure
caused the deaths have been
challenged by others sug-
gesting that lightning was
the main factor.
