viewed as just being chance.
Our emotions are just
chemical reactions. Ethics
are therefore adjustable
according to circumstances.
Eugenics, the applied science
of human breeding, became
popular in certain states in
the USA in the early 1900s.
Some people, who were
deemed unsuitable to have
children, were sterilised. The
Third Reich imported this
concept and planned a master
race. The German Nazi
party dramatically extended
sterilisation to include
genocide. The Japanese
held similar beliefs in their
genetic superiority over
other Asians.

How New Zealand was to so
distinguish itself in the glam-
our track events was laid
squarely at the foot of Coach

Arthur Lydiard ostracised at
the time by the Olympic com-
mittee for his unconventional
coaching methods.
Unbelievably he was not
included in the Olympic
team. An outraged public
mounted a fundraising effort

to fly him to the Rome. Even
then he was not admitted to
the Olympic village and had
to give his wise counsel to
his athletes at the gate of the
Olympic Village.

In the days when sports
competitors worked for a liv-

ing, it was also interesting to
witness how the committed
sportsmen, like their coach
who owned a shoe business,
managed to find the time to
earn a living and pursue their
passion.

Fellow athletes which in-
cluded Murray Halberg - who
collected a Gold Medal in the
5000 metres and Barry Ma-
gee who achieved a Bronze
observed of Snell who was
a late entry to ‘Lydiard’s
boys’ that he didn’t socialise
with the others.

MEEGAN’S COLUMN
How to help your child bounce back from stress

Meegan Care

Parents bring their children
to me for help with anxi-
ety, low mood, sleep issues,
tummy upsets, physical is-
sues and symptoms caused by
trauma, change or loss. In the
early days of my work with
children | probably tried in-
tensely to help them get from
Point A to Point B. However
I have learned over the years
that an optimal level of ‘Pres-
ence’ from me combined with
letting go of trying to fix ‘the
problem” actually opens the
doorway for healing to unfold
much more quickly.

‘Presence’ used in this con-
text is a subtle state that | will
attempt to explain, mainly be-
cause | believe that there are
many situations in a child’s
life where this state of Pres-
ence is called for. It allows
much greater potential for the
child to naturally return to a
balanced state; body, mind
and emotions. Perhaps the
external problem still exists,
but the child’s response to the
problem is now much more
resourceful.

To hold a state of presence
you would likely be aware
of your physical being, your
emotional flow, the thoughts
in your mind, aware of any
rising anxiety in you when
your child is telling you
what’s troubling them...and
also being more than this.
Noticing and giving space,
or as close to this state as you
can manage.

I must say | am not always
in this balanced state of atten-
tion with my own children.
However | notice that if the
need arises and | do sit with
my child in a state of pres-
ence, that is not too intense

and not driven by a need to
fix the problem necessarily,
areturn to balance very often
occurs.

If this idea is new to you one
way to begin to tap into this
state is to track your breath-
ing, in the moment just notice
your breath. Listen to your
child and notice your breath.
Don’t try to fix their problem,
or tell them they shouldn’t
feel sad, or angry. Just be
with them, and as best you
can give them your settled
attention. Of course you can
still talk with your child dur-
ing this time, it’s actually
your state of presence (or not)
which speaks most loudly to
them.

It may seem like you are
doing nothing, that you are
not helping at all. But in fact
what you are doing is giving
your child space, space to
express themselves, space
to complete an emotional
process that was possibly
still held in the body as stress.
You are holding the space for
restoration and regulation.
Think of a spring that has
been compressed too tightly,

by holding present awareness
with your child, the inner
wisdom of their body can do
its job and unwind, release
previously held tension and
restore balance.

The groups that
are working and creating this
beautiful project deserve the
best of accolades. Projects
and sites like this say to the
world that Taranaki cares.

On the other end of the
scale, a short while ago |
stood by a paddock watch-
ing great flakes of oily soot
come out of an oil site flare
pit landing in pasture, which
was being grazed by young
stock. This crap was entering
a food chain and I was left
wondering what is the effect
of that soot on the animals
wellbeing, and their future
production. Then further on
what about the consumers
of that future production.
To this end this weekend |
am part of a tour involving
people from all round New
Zealand looking at some of
the dirty sites around Ta-
ranaki. | will pointing out
with pride Taranaki’s good
points and hanging my head
with shame at some of the
things that we have allowed
to happen. There is hope, but
we have all act soon.

Take some time out to watch
the LORAX and look for the
parallels.

Taranaki has much to be
proud of - beauty, people,
soil, water, soul, but we need
to stop the sullying of these
by poor practices in the way
we treat Taranaki. Celebrat-
ing the positive is wonderful,
however, along the way we
need to eliminate the nega-
tives.

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Obituary: Margaret Mahy

Author Margaret Mahy and some of her young admirers.

On July 23 acclaimed chil-
dren’s writer Margaret
Mahy died in Christchurch
after a short illness. She
was 76. She is the author
of over 160 books, which
have been published in 15
languages. She has written

picture books, novels and
short story collections.
Margaret was born in
Whakatane, the eldest of
five children. At school
she was something of a
slow learner, but she had
her first story published at

age seven. Her story was
published on the children’s
page in a local publication.
As a girl she was a very
good swimmer.

She attended university
and graduated with a BA
in 1955. Following this

she gained a Diploma in
librarianship in 1958. Her
vocation was as a librarian,
in Petone and later Christ-
church, until she became
a full time writer in 1980
from her base in Governors
Bay, near Christchurch.
She bought her house here
in 1965.

Although published in
School Journals, she was
unable to find a publisher
in NZ for her first books and
sought publication overseas,
where ‘A Lion in the Mead-
ow’ was published in 1969.

Margaret’s books are usu-
ally humorous, often zany
and she enjoyed acting out
her characters in schools to
the delight of her youthful
audience - often endowed
with a colourful wig.

Margaret has received
many awards and honours
in her life — both literary
and non-literary. For ex-
ample, she was awarded the
esteemed Carnegie Medal

and also the Hans Christian
Andersen Award. She was
awarded an honorary doc-
torate from the University
of Canterbury and was made
a member of the Order of
New Zealand in 1993.

In conjunction with Joy
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Cowley, Margaret Mahy
is generally considered to
be NZ’s most beloved chil-
dren’s writer. She is sur-
vived by her two daughters.
She will be greatly missed.

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Building a brighter future

Jonathan Young,
New Plymouth MP

The National Party of-
ten talks about ‘building
a brighter future’. Build-
ing something significant
never happens easily and
overnight. It talks strategic
leadership and real effort
from every sector of our
country. Getting the balance
right between encouraging
economic development and
protection of our environ-
ment is important. Taranaki
has as top-rate record in both
of those areas. In the Prime
Minister’s short visit to New
Plymouth in April he saw a
region where environmental
sustainability and economic
growth were achieving a
great result for the people of
Taranaki.

It’s long been recognised
in the National Party, that
the agricultural communi-
ties of New Zealand are the
economic backbone of the

country, especially during
the hard times the economy
has been through since the
beginning of 2008.

One of the reasons why
we revised Labour’s high
cost ETS (Emissions Trad-
ing Scheme) in 2009 was
because we would not put
costs on the economy and
agricultural community that
our major trading partners
refused to do. If we hadn’t
have done that, our dairy
exporters in particular would
have been less competitive
overseas — and that wouldn’t
have helped anyone.

The Prime Minister John

Key recently announced
amendments to New Zea-
land’s Emissions Trading
Scheme.
Financial liability for bio-
logical emissions from ag-
riculture has been left out of
the ETS subject to review in
2015 but there is mandatory
reporting of biological emis-
sions by processors from 1
January 2012.

Labour’s ETS came into
effect in 2010 and 2011. It
increased the price of petrol
and electricity, and imposed
costs in areas such as steel,
cement, and aluminium pro-
duction. National amended
the scheme by adding tran-
sition measures to soften its
impact. Our changes more
than halved the costs on
households and exporters
compared to Labour’s origi-

nal scheme.

The legislation required the
removal of these transition
measures from 2013, but
given the challenging inter-
national economic environ-
ment and the minimal prog-
ress made by other countries
to develop similar climate
change tools, we now feel it
is wise for the measures to
run for longer.

The healthy performance
across most of the primary
sectors has enabled our econ-
omy to weather the storms
of the global financial crisis
and, locally, the Canterbury
earthquakes.

Unlike some previous gov-
ernments, the National-led
Government is acutely aware
of the vital contribution agri-
culture makes to our econo-
my. The primary sector now
makes up 71 per cent of New
Zealand’s total merchandise
export trade — but not to the
countries we once relied on.

The EU, the world’s larg-
est economic trading bloc,
faces major challenges as
it deals with countries like
Greece, Italy and Spain. The
United States, the world’s
biggest economy, can at best
be described as subdued. In
the past, this would have
had a huge impact on New
Zealand. After all, these
were once our main export
markets.

Though such markets are
still very important to us,

we are fortunate to have
repositioned ourselves so
significantly to Asia. China
is now our second largest
trading partner, with exports
growing by nearly 40 per
cent in the last financial year,
a stunning example of the
success of our Free Trade
Agreement.

According to the latest
Situation and Outlook for
Primary Industries report,
released by the Ministry for
Primary Industries, China
is the number one buyer
of our forest products, the
biggest buyer of our wool,
and seafood, and comes in a
very close second as a pur-
chaser of New Zealand dairy
products. We are well on the
way to realising the Prime
Minister’s ambition, which is
shared by China’s leaders, to
double our bilateral trade to
$20 billion by 2015.

The Government’s trade
agenda, led by Tim Groser,
has the potential to deliver
more opportunities to pri-
mary producers and export-
ers. We are in talks with the
eight other Trans-Pacific
Partnership countries and
just recently Mexico and
Canada have joined the TPP
discussions. Add to the list
Russia, India, South Korea
and the Gulf States and you
sense the size of the potential
prize.

We have much to work for
and be confident about.

More stick less carrot won’t

welfare

Over the last few months we
have seen many announce-
ments from the government
about welfare policies and
efforts to “assist” those on
a benefit.

Just last weekend, we heard
about a new project to track
down those in households
who may be claiming more
than one accommodation
grant to help pay the rent.

“There may be rorts,” minis-
ter Paula Bennett exclaimed
in justification of this new
pursuit.

Two things stand out about
the weekend’s announce-
ment. Firstly, the minister
merely thinks there may be
something going on. She
had precious little factual
information to back up the
need for this policy, although
there was plenty of discus-
sion about what might be
happening (“There might be
several adults in a house all
claiming the accommoda-
tion allowance and between
them receiving more than the
weekly rental cost”).

The second aspect to this
sort of policy is its focus on
punitive measures within the
welfare portfolio. There are
rorts. People are doing things
wrong. Let’s punish them.

The energy and effort this
government puts into want-

ing to punish those on a
benefit points to another
aspect to its welfare policies:
they are directed to trivial is-
sues (by comparison), rather
than to underlying systemic
problems.

The problem with the ac-
commodation allowance,
which assists welfare re-
cipients into privately-owned
housing, is that some land-
lords, once they know a ten-
ant receives an allowance,
raises the rent significantly
knowing most of it will be
covered by the government.
Even the minister has con-
ceded that more than $1.2
billion is being spent this
way after the Labour Party
raised it with her.

So, the problem may be less
about more than one adult
in a household receiving an
allowance, and more about
how rents are being set in
some places.

Consider the changes to

youth welfare assistance
which was passed by Parlia-
ment last week.
Even though there are more
than 80,000 18-24 year olds
not in education, employ-
ment or training, the gov-
ernment huffed and puffed
triumphantly over its new
measures that will help, at
most, 17,000 under 19 year
olds. And, as we’ve come to
expect, the measures carry
more stick than carrot.

New Zealand is not alone in
having high levels of young
people out of work. But we
are kidding ourselves if we
think we can help anyone by
whacking them over their
benefits and not concentrat-
ing on those things that will
generate work and supported
by training geared to work
that actually exists.

On July 28, 1893 a third
petition urging the extension
of franchise to women was

presented to NZ’s Parliament.
This one had about 32,000
signatures.

The earlier petitions had
9,000 signatures (1891) and
20,000 signatures (1892).

Both houses of Parliament

voted in support of women’s
franchise in 1893.

Premier Richard Seddon
was not in favour!
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Making a Difference - a book review

‘Making a Difference’ by
Owen Glenn. Published by
Random House, Auckland,
2012.

This intriguing autobiog-
raphy was written by one
of NZ’s richest men and

probably the person who
has contributed the most to
charity in this country. Most
recently he donated 80 mil-
lion dollars to help combat
domestic abuse.

Owen Glenn was born in

India, but his parents emi-
grated to NZ when he was
about ten. The book is a no
holds barred look at his rise,
and quite frequent falls. He
made his fortune by buying
companies and later sell-
ing them at a profit, such
as (recently) the OTS Lo-
gistics Group. At one stage
he blithely outlines how he
bought back a company he
has sold, making over six
million dollars in the process.

He freely admits he is less
successful in other aspects
of his life, notably relation-
ships with women. He has
struggled with some highly
unpleasant custody battles,
although appears to have
good relationships with his
children who are now adults.

There is a strong personal
philosophy which underpins
all his dealings both business
and personal. His personal
integrity is the main motiva-
tion. However he admits to
various faults; once, for ex-
ample, when abused by a taxi
driver in India he punched a
hole in the man’s windscreen
and narrowly avoided being
arrested.

He has donated money

to political parties, on both
sides of the political spec-
trum, although has some
regrets. One donation he
regrets was the $100,000 he
sent to Hon Winston Peter’s
lawyer to help with his legal
costs, especially when the
politician denied the dona-
tion ever took place.

Owen Glenn has not en-
joyed optimal health in re-
cent years. There have been
heart attacks, strokes, brain
surgery and a quadruple by-
pass operation. Yet he claims
to have no fear of death.

This is a very interesting
book, and its 240 pages are
very readable. Readers will
not be disappointed reading
about a man, who purports
to be straightforward, but is
really quite complex. And,
despite any flaws, has cer-
tainly made a difference,
especially in his philan-
thropy. | bought this copy
at Paperplus, Hawera, but |
expect it is readily available
in many bookshops. All roy-
alties from book sales go to
the charitable Glenn Family
Foundation.

Influenza A cases on the rise

Taranaki people suffering
from influenza is on the rise,
said Taranaki DHB Medical
Officer of Health, Dr Greg
Simmons.

Recent general practice data
shows that the rate of illness
had increased in Taranaki,
above the national average.

“Immunisation against
influenza provides the best
protection from influenza
infection. While it takes
up to two weeks to develop
immunity following
influenza immunisation it
is still not too late to receive
it,” he said.

“There are also some other
ways to protect yourself
and those around you from
influenza: covering your
coughs and sneezes; washing
and drying your hands
thoroughly and regularly;
staying away from people
who are sick with influenza-
like illness; staying away
from work or school if
you’re unwell

Dr Simmons says “people
in the community who
are pregnant, aged 65 and
over, and people of any
age with ongoing health
conditions such as heart
disease, strokes, diabetes,

respiratory disease (including
asthma), kidney disease and
most cancers, are at higher
risk of more severe influenza
and its complications. These
groups are eligible for free
influenza immunisation, but
only until July 31.”

An Opunake man, Mike
Shegedin, has set up in busi-
ness selling t-shirts bearing
a quite unique image dating
back to the early 1930s.

He’s
now venturing into expand-
ing the range of products
using the images, design-
ing and making the techni-
cal gear he needs himself.
“I’ve designed and made
a lot of the devices,” says
Mike, which means he’s
able to do all of the produc-
tion himself.

“The t-shirts are just a
start,” enthuses Mike.

He’s also insistent that
no plastic is used and that
the packaging and labelling
is recyclable.

Mike has been tickled at
the reaction of people to the
t-shirts whenever he’s worn
one in, say New Plymouth,
and says they often attract
comment and lead to sales.
He recalls with amusement
two ladies who were so
taken with the t-shirts they
each chose one and insisted
on stripping off and putting
them on so they could wear
them there and then.

They’re certainly a rare
and unique gift.

The novel t-shirts are
available at Country Con-
nections in Opunake, at
Heydon Priest, Oakura and
Top Stitch in St Aubyn
Street New Plymouth who
do the printing.

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Ensure all firearms are locked up

Identify your target beyond doubt.

The death of a 10-year-old
boy, believed to have been
shot dead in a remote area
of the East Cape, is a tragic
reminder that firearms and
ammunition should be se-
cured safely and never left
unattended.

“While we don’t know the
exact circumstances of this
particular incident, we can
say that by law all firearms
and ammunition should be
stored separately, out of the
reach of children, out of
view and in a secure room,
rack or cabinet approved by
a Police Arms Officer,” said
Darryl Carpenter, Chief Ex-
ecutive of the New Zealand
Mountain Safety Council.
The Arms Code states that a

firearm must not be put in a
place where a child has ready
access to it. All family mem-
bers, especially children,
need to know what a firearm
is, what it is for and why it
must not be touched. Let-
ting children handle firearms
under the supervision of an
adult licence holder may
help to satisfy their natural
curiosity, but it is essential
that children are taught that
firearms are not playthings
and must be treated with re-
spect.

“In rural areas where guns
are more commonplace, ed-
ucating children about fire-
arms safety is a must,” said
Mr Carpenter.

“Whilst firearms must not be

left unattended at any time,
children should be taught not
to touch a firearm without a
licenced adult present, and if
children find a firearm that
they should seek the assis-
tance of an adult,” added Mr
Carpenter.

There are very few non-in-
tentional firearms incidents
each year in New Zealand
leading to injury or death,
which is an indication that
the owners of firearms do
follow the seven basic rules.
“However it is generally
on the occasions when the
basic rules aren’t followed,
that tragic incidents occur
and the consequences can
be absolutely horrendous for
those involved,” added Mr
Carpenter.

“We urge all firearms own-
ers to refresh their memory
of New Zealand’s Arms
Code and make sure that
they follow the seven basic
rules of safe fircarms han-
dling at all times,” conclud-
ed Carpenter.

The Firearms Safety Code:
Seven Basic Rules of Safe
Firearms Handling

1.Treat every firearm as
loaded.

Check every firearm your-
self.

Pass or accept only an open
or unloaded firearm.
2.Always point firearms in
a safe direction. Loaded or
unloaded, always point the
muzzle in a safe direction.

3. Load firearms only when
ready to fire. Load only the
magazine after you reach
your shooting area.

Load the chamber only when
ready to shoot.

Completely unload before
leaving the shooting area.

4. ldentify your target be-

yond doubt.

Movement, colour, sound
and shape can all deceive
you.

Assume  colour, shape,

sound, and shape to be hu-
man until proven otherwise
5. Check your firing zone.
Think! What may happen if
you miss your target? What
might you hit between you
and the target or beyond?
Do not fire when you know
others are in your firing
zone.

6. Store firearms and ammu-
nition safely.

When not in use, lock away
the bolt, firearm and ammu-
nition separately.

They should be out of the
reach of children, out of
view and in a secure room,
rack or cabinet approved by
a Police arms officer.

Never leave firearms unat-
tended.

7.Avoid alcohol and drugs
when handling firearms.
Good judgement is the key
to safe use of firearms.

On 26 June 2012 the Taranaki Regional Council reviewed its representation arrangements and resolved that
the following proposal apply for the Council for the elections to be held on 12 October 2013:
Council representation

It is proposed that the Council comprise 11 members elected from four constituencies. The four
constituencies reflect the following identified communities of interest:

Constituency Communities of Interest

New Plymouth The urban area of New Plymouth district
North Taranaki The rural area of New Plymouth district including Okato,
Oakura, Inglewood, Waitara and Urenui townships.
Stratford The area of the Stratford district except for that portion of eastern
Stratford district within the Horizons Regional Council region.
South Taranaki The area of South Taranaki district.

The population that each member will represent is as follows:

Constituency Population Members Population per member
New Plymouth 50,700 5 10,140
North Taranaki 23,100 2 11,550
Stratford 8,980 1 8,980
South Taranaki 26,900 3 8,967
Totals 109,680 11 9,971

In accordance with section 19V(2) of the Local Electoral Act 2001 the population that each member
represents must be within the range of 9,971+10% (8,974 to 10,968), unless particular community of
interest considerations justify otherwise. The representation of the North Taranaki and South Taranaki
constituencies falls outside the stipulated range. The Council considers that the North Taranaki Constituency
warrants two members and the South Taranaki Constituency warrants three members for the
following reasons:

o the proposed representation reflects the status quo which is well understood and accepted by the
regional community

¢ the constituency boundaries are closely aligned to territorial local authority boundaries

e the territorial local authority boundaries align with identified communities of interest within Taranaki

¢ the proposed representation is close to complying with the + 10% requirement especially in the South
Taranaki constituency.
