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“The most important role 
of the polytech’s is to serve 
the community”, said Dep-
uty Leader of the Labour 
Party Grant Robertson add-
ing that this was was perhaps 
being lost sight of. 

He was speaking at a 
meeting in New Plymouth. 
Andrew Little MP also ad-
dressed the meeting held on 
Monday March 4 at St Jo-
seph’s Church Hall, Powder-
ham Street. A hot topic was 
the situation of polytechnics 
in NZ, with particular refer-
ence to WITT and Richard 
Handley, who was not re-
appointed as CEO of WITT 
when his fi ve year term was 
up. The CEO was in the au-
dience. He was told he was 
welcome to reapply for his 
position but chose not to.

 Mr Robertson pointed out 
that in 2009 the National-led 
Government changed the 
way polytechnics are run 
with reference to their gov-
ernance. The changes were 
not for the best, he thought, 
as representation was less 
comprehensive. Mention-
ing that he had just visited 
WITT with Andrew Little, 
he said that concern amongst 
the staff was “very wide-
spread”. He added, “What 
the governing body are do-
ing is not accepted”, he said. 
Students also had concerns 
about the situation “We re-
ally care about what is hap-
pening” was the prevailing 
feeling.

 Earlier, Mr Robertson la-
mented the fact that 1,900 
students had left school be-
fore the age of 16, which 
was permitted by way of an

‘exemption’. “We have no 
idea where they are now”, 
commented Mr Robertson. 
He added, “We can’t have 
them just drifting around”.

He continued, “As a coun-
try we need to be more 
‘hands on” adding “This 
Government is hands off”.

He had some comments 
on the economy, notably in 
connection with affordable 
newly-built houses. “We 
need new ways to look at the 
economy” He pointed out 
that only 5% of the homes 
built in the last 12 months 
could be termed “afford-
able” – that is around the 
$300,000 mark.

As regards job creation he 
said that Mr Key had prom-
ised 170,000 new jobs, but 
instead, “There were 30,000 
jobs lost in the last year”. Re-
turning to the earlier theme 
he repeated, “We need to be 
more hands on”.

A missed opportunity was 
giving the contract to build 
new NZ Rail train carriages 
to overseas manufacturers 
(in China), instead of the 
Hillside Workshop in Dune-
din who “lost out” by the 
move. He highlighted the impor-

tance of the regions, as op-
posed to just the large cit-
ies, such as Auckland. “It is 
the regions that make New 
Zealand the great country it 
is”, he observed. “We need 
to invest in the regions”, he 
concluded.

Mr Robertson outlined 
some policies a Labour–led 
government would legislate 

for, if elected. One was a 
capital gains tax (of 15%) 
on a second house – not the 
family home. With respect 
to employment, a subsidy 
would be offered to employ-
ers as an incentive to take on 
people who are on the unem-
ployment benefi t.
 Mr Robertson dealt with a

acid (supplied by Orica). I 
doubt very much that this 
“toxic waste” is already in 
our water. 
   The Canadian Environ-
mental Protection Act clas-
sifi es Hydrofl uorosilicic 
Acid as “persistent”, “bio-
accumulative” and “toxic”. 
Environment Canada classi-
fi es it as a “hazardous sub-
stance”. Transport Canada 
classifi es it as a “dangerous 
good”. 
   The US Environmental 
Protection Agency classi-
fi es it as “class one hazard-
ous”. Dr J William Hirzy 
(2000) Senior Chemist at 
the US EPA Headquarters 
states; ‘If this stuff (hydro-
fl uorosilicic acid) gets out 
in the air, it’s a pollutant; if 
it gets into the river, it’s a 
pollutant; if it gets into the 
lake, it’s a pollutant;  but if it 
goes straight into your drink-
ing water system, it’s not a 
pollutant. That’s amazing”. 
The U.S. EPA staff refuse 
to drink fl uoridated water in 
their workplace and have to 
be supplied with unfl uori-
dated  “bottled water”.
  The answer could be here: 
Rebecca Hamner  (1983) 
Deputy Assistant Admin-
istrator For Water US EPA 
states: “In regard to the 
use of fl uorosilicic acid 
as a source of fl uoride for 
fl uoridation, this agency re-
gards such use as an ideal 
environmental solution to a 
long- standing problem. By 
recovering by-product fl uo-
rosilicic acid from fertilizer 
manufacturing. Water and 

air pollution are minimized”. 
In other words the solution 
to pollution is dilution! 
   How many would know 
that the majority of 
European countries (not 
Third World) except Britain 
and Northern Ireland refuse 
to fl uoridate their drinking 
water
  Could I respectfully sug-
gest that those community 
leaders who advocate water 
fl uoridation check out an ar-
ticle by a “former” advocate 
John Colquhoun. Former 
Principal Dental Offi cer for 
Auckland “Why I Changed 
My Mind About Water Flu-
oridation” who said:  “I had

number of questions from 
the fl oor. One was why was 
the Government so popular 
(according to opinion polls) 
when there had been a num-
ber of mishaps. He likened 
the electoral landscape to 
a tactical 1500 metres race 
and concluded, “The Gen-
eral Election is the only poll 
that matters”.

The district’s water sources

Manager of Water and 
Wastes, Mark Hall, says the 
Waiwhakaiho River’s water 
fl ow has reduced by eight mil-
lion litres per day during the 
last seven days.

Okato’s Mangatete Steam 
is causing the most concern, 
with the town close to having 
a prohibition on all water use 
except for essential use.

“Water is a scarce commodity 
throughout New Plymouth 
District and we expect that to 
only worsen over the coming 
fortnight, given the weather 
forecast,” says Mr Hall.

  “We really need residents

the town.

“It costs about the same 
to build these lights from 
original designs as it does 
to buy them off the shelf, 
so we thought we’d take the 
opportunity to have Okato 
refl ected in the four curtain 
lights that will hang from 
lamp posts,” she says.

  “We want people to sub-
mit designs that are unique 
and refl ect the character and 
identity of Okato.”

  The entries will be judged 
by a panel of local residents.

Entry forms are available 
from Coastal Taranaki 
School’s community library, 
and the competition closes at 
noon on 28 March.

In addition to the 
competition, the community 
board is looking at having 
festive lighting installed 
on the clock roundabout 
(subject to approval from 
Transit New Zealand), and is 
talking with the RSA about 
lighting the War Memorial 
Cenotaph.

District’s water sources lowering every day
to cut back their water use 
as much as possible. Let 
the car stay dusty for a few 
weeks, make sure washing 
machines and dishwashers 
are full before you use them, 
and water your gardens 
only once or twice a week 
and in the early mornings 
and late evenings to reduce 
evaporation.”

  The district’s water 
restrictions prohibit the use of 
sprinklers, irrigation systems 
and unattended hoses. 
Residents may use only hand-
held hoses on the odds and 
evens system: Odd-numbered 
houses on odd-numbered 
days, and even-numbered 
houses on even-numbered 

days.
   Last Saturday, 2nd March, 

the district used 42.7 million li-
tres of water. On Sunday, when 
about 10mm of rain fell in 
some areas, water use dropped 
18 per cent to 35 million litres 
– which also saved $8,000 in 
water treatment costs.

  “Reducing water use not 
only helps conserve our 
water supplies but also saves 
money,” says Mr Hall.

  “Unfortunately the water use 
has crept up again this week. 
We would really like residents 
to make water saving a family 
project: Identify where you 
can use less water around the 
home and encourage each 
other to cut back.”

   It’s funny how little phras-
es can take hold if they’re re-
peated often enough. It must 
be election year because ‘too 
many councils’ has reared its 
grizzled head again, and now 

‘cultural centre’ has been 
coined by a recent visitor 
from the beehive to describe 
New Plymouth - based on 
an expensive footpath, some 
imported events, and the up-
coming construction of a gi-
ant urinal. 
  Frankly, if we must have 
clichés, I prefer ‘common 
sense’, which really just 
means ‘experience’.  It’s 
what retained our bank and 
port, and what reminds us 
that rule from the top by a 
self-appointed elite has never 
worked, anywhere. It’s what 
warns us that hocking off 
profi table assets that make 
energy out of rain might not 
be the best idea in the world, 
and that paying individuals 

squillions doesn’t guarantee 
great results.
  Thankfully, South Taranaki 
is common-sense heartland.  
‘Greed is good’ never took 
root here, and we fought and 
kept our Community Boards 
and grass-roots spirit. Our 
coastal walkways remain 
the glorious expanses God 
made, and in Rotokare Sanc-
tuary we have the only oasis 
in the entire country for the 
last 800 years in its pristine, 
pest-free, pre-human state.
  Eltham’s Chew Chong pio-
neered the dairy industry 
(and invented share milk-

   Last Saturday, 2nd March, 

the district used 42.7 million li-
tres of water. On Sunday, when 
about 10mm of rain fell in 
some areas, water use dropped 
18 per cent to 35 million litres 
– which also saved $8,000 in 
water treatment costs.

  “Reducing water use not 
only helps conserve our 
water supplies but also saves 
money,” says Mr Hall.

  “Unfortunately the water use 
has crept up again this week. 
We would really like residents 
to make water saving a family 
project: Identify where you 
can use less water around the 
home and encourage each 
other to cut back.”

Dr Kennedy Graham MP 
spoke in New Plymouth 
at Community House, 32 
Leach Street on Tuesday 
March 5. Dr Graham is the 
Green Party Spokesperson 
for Global Affairs, Climate 
Change, Trade and Foreign 
Investment, Constitutional 
Issues, Defence, Disarma-
ment, Population, as well as 
Associate Finance and Eco-
nomics.

Dr Graham was introduced 
by Dr Stuart Bramwell Con-
venor of the New Plymouth 
branch of the Green Party 
Aotearoa.

Dr Graham who became 
an MP in 2008 and is Vice 
Chairperson of the Foreign 
Affairs Committee. He was 
formerly a lecturer in In-
ternational Politics at Can-
terbury University. He has 
also worked as a diplomat 
and been involved in ne-
gotiation on behalf of the 
United Nations, notably the 
South Pacifi c nuclear issue. 
“It’s wonderful to be back”, 
he said, explaining that he 
hadn’t been in New Plym-
outh for some time.

Extremely well versed in 
statistics and information, 
Dr Graham argued that NZ, 
as well as other nations, must 
put an international stance 
ahead of narrow nationalis-
tic interests in focusing on 
helping the world with its 
global issues such as climate 
change. He showed a time 
line going back several hun-
dred years showing how the 
world had changed from mo-
narchical empires to nation 
states to 1919 when the ad-
vent of international organ-
isations such as the League 
of Nations (1919).  The 
key year he said was 1981 -  
“The most signifi cant year in 
human history”. This is the 
year when man’s ‘ecological 
footprint’ exceeded the envi-

ronmental safeguards. From 
1981 the global community 
had to be seen as the prime 
considerations, rather than 
narrow nationalistic aims. A 
“psychic change” is needed 
for people to grasp this im-
perative change. He outlined 
various indices, such as 
‘earth share’.

He felt there was too 
much emphasis on GDP and 
growth. He described sev-
eral members bills he had 
drafted to include other im-
portant indices.

These days he explained 
“Scientists are leading the 
way now” as regards global 
sustainability and he felt this 
was a good thing, as opposed 
to just politicians.

Key Planetary Boundaries 
must be highlighted more, 
which included climate 
change, biodiversity, ozone 

depletion, ocean acidity, 
chemical pollution, aero-
sol loading, land use and 
the availability of fresh wa-
ter. “When are we going to 
start collaborating?” asked 
Dr Kennedy. “It is logically 
impossible to solve a single 
global problem through the 
pursuit of competitive na-
tionalistic interests”.

He stressed there was 
some urgency about the 
global problems. If things do 
not improve we face six de-
gree increase in global tem-
perature and all the negative 
consequences that would 
follow, such as fl ooded low 
lying lands. As regards emis-
sions of greenhouse gases Dr 
Graham lamented, “We are 
among the worst countries”.

He concluded we should 
be global, not nation-orien-
tated, collaborative not com-

petitive, with our eye on the 
long term - not short term 
gain.

Dr Graham a series of of 
questions. 

In the answer to one ques-
tion as to whether there was 
hope he replied, “Yes, the 
youth (at a conference)  Boy, 
are they committed and they 
know their stuff at least as 
well as I do”.

He was asked about UN 
leadership, including the UN 
Security Council. He was 
disappointed that resolutions 
are not binding, not enforce-
able. “What is missing is 
charismatic leadership at the 
UN”.

Dr Graham concluded on 
an upbeat note. “Get stuck 
into climate change – that’s 
democracy”.

Dr Bramhall commented 
after the meeting, “I learned 
a lot about global affairs – 
things I didn’t dream were 
happening. She added, “I 
felt it was very good that he 
focused on climate change 
needing to be solved at the 
international level”.

 2010 started in January with 
a visit back to New Zealand 
for Manuela, our exchange 
student from Switzerland.  
Her plan was to spend up to 
six months cycling around 
New Zealand including the 
Otago Rail Trail. Amongst 
her gear she carried 12 Kg 
of camera equipment so 
when she was fully equipped 
during her cycling journeys 
everything was precarious-
ly balanced as she is only 
150cm tall and the bike 
was not very big.   Before 
she started the Otago Rail 
Trail she had visited Stew-
art Island and been fortunate 
enough to see a Stewart Is-
land Kiwi outside the hostel 
one evening.In February we 
had a family reunion at Riv-
ersdale in the Wairarapa to 
celebrate Naomi’s 30th birth-
day.  All three grandchildren 
were present, but not all the 
adults as is often the case 
with family gatherings as 
the family grows. This is a 

good reason to make sure 
efforts are made to keep 
contact with all family 
members, despite the fact 
that families everywhere 
are becoming more wide-
spread as people travel the 
world in search of work or 
adventure and then settle in 
places far from their roots.
 During February, Colleen 
and Khyle made the move 
to Tasmania.  They pur-
chased a veterinary prac-
tice in Scottsdale, which 
is in the north east of the 
island. No more visits to 
New South Wales with its 
dry arid areas as Tasmania 
has a very different climate. 
In parts it is similar to New 
Zealand where there is 
dairying but there is a lot of 
cropping.  They grow on-
ions, potatoes and poppies 
(for legal opiates), but have 
a lot of under developed 
areas as well. There are ar-
eas of forestry but there are 
problems associated with 
milling as the Green Party 
is determined to prevent it. 
Dairying is growing and 
the climate is usually not 
too hot in the summer, but 
this is not always the case.  
 On our previous visit to 
Tasmania ( I think about 
1996) Maurice and I had 
experienced a heat wave 
with temperatures in the 
40s and drought conditions 
including competition for 
water for irrigation. (Does 
that sound familiar?) Crops 
were irrigated and the dairy 
increase was adding to the 
issues during dry summers. 
While searching for some 
information in March I no-
ticed a position advertised 
in Ashburton so I decided 
to apply.  Although we 
were enjoying our time in 
Southland, the cost in time 
or money to visit family 
in the North Island or Tas-
mania was an incentive 
to move nearer to Christ-
church with its international 
airport. I was successful so 
the move was planned for 
Queen’s Birthday weekend.
 April had been earmarked 
for a trip to Japan to visit 
our students and take in 
the Blossom Festival. This 

was certainly an interesting 
experience.  Simryoung Cho 
lived in Osaka and Marcus 
was based at Osaka Uni-
versity so they both made 
time to escort us around 
during the weekend.  We all 
squeezed into a train to trav-
el to Kyoto for the day.  The 
number of people squeezed 
into these train carriages 
would not be permitted in 
New Zealand. The blossoms 
were certainly very pretty, 
but as with most blossoms 
they do not last very long. 
We visited pagodas and tem-
ples as well as a castle and 
had a very interesting time.
 We also managed a trip to 
Nagoya, Mt Fujiyama and 
then on to Tokyo.  Working 
conditions are less struc-
tured than in New Zealand 
so Aya was only able to 
spend a short time with us 
and share a meal. Work 
fi nished when the boss de-
cided not at 5.00pm so she 
could not guarantee what 
time she would arrive but 
we had a lovely evening al-
though brief. Another differ-
ence is that there are no set 
holiday periods included in 
their employment contracts 
and certainly not eight hour 
days. We returned to Osaka 
on one of the bullet trains 
to spend our last weekend 
with Marcus and Simry-
oung before returning home.
 May was a wake-up call.  
One does to tend to take 
one’s health for granted, 
but no-one ever knows 
when it will be their turn 
to face a major issue. Joint 
problems pale into insig-
nifi cance compared with 
life threatening illnesses 
but I was fortunate that an 
early diagnosis, followed 
by surgery when we moved 
to Ashburton has resulted 
in a successful outcome. 
 We managed to sell our 
house in Invercargill and 
purchased one in Ashburton, 
which was a relatively new 
brick home with no lawns but 
room to park the campervan.
 July announced the arrival 
of grandchild number 4 as 
Ronald and Heather’s Char-
lie was born.  About the 
same time Ronald decided 

to look for a new employ-
ment opportunity.  This re-
sulted in their move to New 
Plymouth so we now had no 
family in the South Island.
 As a new challenge I had 
learnt to ride my Vespa 
scooter and was using it to 
get to and from work.  Ash-
burton is all fl at and it was 
7.2 km each way so was more 
economic than using the car. 
Most people are aware of 
the major event which oc-
curred in September that 
year. We were woken with 
a sharp jolt from the earth-
quake which was the fi rst one 
and it caused plenty of dam-
age in the farming area near 
Darfi eld as well as Christ-
church city. We were fortu-
nate not to suffer any damage.  
 We were affected by the 
snowfall in the same season.  
We did not lose any produc-
tion days, but I had to be driv-
en to work one day as there 
was 20cm of snow around 
the house. This was the only 
snow we experienced dur-
ing our time in Ashburton.
 In November we welcomed 
number 5 grandchild as Col-
leen and Khyle’s Archie was 
born in October so natu-
rally a trip to Tasmania was 
scheduled for Christmas and 
the year ended with a barbe-
cue attended by South Af-
ricans, Aussies, and Kiwis 
all farming in the area and 
now calling Tasmania home.

Mighty River sell-off good for the few

 So, apparently the country 
has gone wild over register-
ing for Mighty River Power 
shares now the green light 
has been given for the sell-
off by the Supreme Court. I 
don’t buy the hype.
 Around 240 000 people have 
registered to buy shares. 
That’s about ten per cent of 
all wage and salary earners 
in New Zealand. These will 
be the people who can afford 

it. Ninety per cent can’t.
 The arguments about why 
selling our power companies 
isn’t a good idea haven’t 
changed. If anything, a cou-
ple of things have confirmed 
the suspicions many of us 
have had all along.
 Firstly, the rush to queue up 
for shares is consistent with 
every other float of a govern-
ment-owned business here 
and overseas – many are 
people who know there is a 
strong market amongst cor-
porate investors like insur-
ance companies and super-
annuation funds for utilities 
like Mighty River Power. 
The corporate investors 
won’t get much of a look-in 
first up as the government 
desperately shows that 85% 
of the shares go to New Zea-
land investors.
 That figure will be right for 
about a week or two. Then 
the offers will fly thick and 

fast from the corporates. 
Many initial investors will 
sell and get a fantastic return 
on their initial outlay.
 The wealth locked up in the 
business that you and I and 
every other taxpayer funded 
to set up will end up in the 
hands of a few.
 The second thing that’s 
been happening is in the 
behaviour of Mighty River 
Power and its directors.
Up until the company is 
listed on the New Zealand 
Stock Exchange, it is a state-
owned enterprise and comes 
under the public scrutiny of 
bureaucrats, cabinet min-
isters and members of Par-
liament. Admittedly, the 
oversight of bureaucrats 
and ministers didn’t stop the 
state coal company, Solid 
Energy, from teetering on 
the brink. But the oversight 
of other MPs in Parliament 
is important.

 When faced with this last 
week, Mighty River Power 
directors treated the process 
with contempt. They refused 
to answer written questions 
they have answered every 
other year in many previous 
reviews.
 The directors also an-
nounced they will pay more 
of the company’s net profit 
out in dividends than they’ve 
ever done before rather than 
use if for on-going invest-
ment in power plant to en-
sure security of power sup-
ply for New Zealand.
  
These are the same directors 
who are paying themselves 
more in fees for the partial 
sell-off. 
 They know who they are 
there to look after. Under 
privatisation, it won’t be you 
and me. It’ll be their small 
number of owners.   

 200,000 New Zealanders 
have pre-registered their 
interest in buying shares in 
the Government’s minor-
ity share offer of the ener-
gy company Mighty River 
Power – less than three 
days after the preregistra-
tion website went live. This 
compares with the ten days 
it took for pre-registration to 
reach the 100,000 mark with 
the Contact Energy share of-
fer in 1999. It doesn’t seem 
such an unpopular policy 
after all.

 We need to remember that 
many countries are facing an 
intensifying debt crisis and 
the Government’s minority 
share offers programme will 
reduce the need to go further 
into debt to volatile overseas 
markets, all while ensuring 
that Mighty River Power 
remains in government con-
trol with a minimum of 51% 
ownership.

 Reducing government debt 
and improving the country’s 
economic growth are two big 
items on the government’s 
agenda. Our plan is helping 
New Zealanders and their 
families to get ahead here in 
New Zealand, encouraging 
personal responsibility, and 
rewarding people for hard 
work and enterprise. 

 Added to helping New Zea-
landers in their everyday 
lives, the Government is 
also on target to get back to 
surplus in 2014/15. This will 
mean we can start repaying 
debt, reducing our vulner-
ability to overseas lenders, 
and building a buffer against 
future shocks. All of this en-
sures people have a sense of

security about the future. 

Here are some things that 
have improved in New Zea-
lander’s lives: 

•	 In 2012, our econo-
my grew faster than

 The National-led govern-
ment is working hard to see 
results that are improving 
your way of life.

 Zero demand for private charter schools
for Charter schools, the pro-
fessional educators aren’t 
calling for them and the aca-
demics who have critiqued 
Charter schools’ perfor-
mance overseas give them 
the thumbs down,” he said.
 “I am concerned that we 
have yet another reform in 
front of us which, like in-
creasing class sizes, has 
not been properly thought 
through and does not ema-
nate from any sound evi-
dence base for improving 
the education of Kiwi Kids,’ 
he said.

 “It is not the time to start 
rushing through another 
unnecessary, unsupported 
and unwanted educational 
reform,” said Mr Harding.  
“Let’s first get the Novopay 
shambles sorted then we 
can sanely explore ways to 
address the Government’s 
goal to improve learning 
outcomes for our struggling 
kids. Let’s not leap headlong 
into Charter schools which 
could well prove to be a 
disaster every bit as bad as 
increasing class sizes or No-
vopay itself,” he said.    
 

On Saturday I was with hun-
dreds of others celebrating the 
fiftieth anniversary of the Tot 
Town Train at Kowhai Park. 
I wonder how many hundreds 
of thousands of children, par-
ents, and grandparents have 
photographs filling albums 
depicting smiling faces on 
this most iconic of New Zea-
land’s railways. The train, like 
the rest of Kowhai Park, is 
an incredibly simple idea yet 
in this age where so much of 
the entertainment we provide 
for young ones is technical, 
expensive and exclusive the 
park is cheap, simple and in-
clusive. There are plenty of 
cities who did the same thing 
in the 1960’s and parks were 
built with much enthusiasm 
but over time they have been 
dismantled and replaced.  
But Kowhai Park lives on. I 
can’t think of another which 
has enjoyed such universal 
support even from those liv-
ing outside of the province
.
In fact, the therapy of playing 
on concrete animals, swings, 
slides and trains is that it is 
best done with somebody to 
push the swing, chase round 
the dinosaur and wave to 
from the train. So friendships 
formed, birthdays celebrated, 
arguments settled and (in our 
modern domestic situation) ac-
cess visits held. The language 
of play is multi-lingual, cross-
cultural, ethnically diverse, 
and ignorant of social status.
The Lions and Jaycees who 
built the park are among a 
smallish group whose legacy 
is priceless and enduring. They 
are like Bushy Park, Rotokare 
Reserve, Tawhiti Museum, 
Nowells Lakes, Bason Reserve 
and some others in and around 
our electorate where people of 
vision and altruism have bitten 
off an idea and turned it into 
a project, convinced others of

the merits of turning the dream 
into a reality and have left their 
mark indelibly on our landscape 
in the best possible way and 
largely without personal gain. 
Some would argue that unless a 
project can turn a profit it must 
not be done and unless an ame-
nity can directly pay its way it 
is a loss. These people would 
never grow flowers because 
you can’t eat them and would 
not keep an animal that would 
never make its way into the 
pot for the same reason. They 
would never hang a painting on 
the wall that wasn’t truly and 
historically representative or 
important or read a poem they 
couldn’t fully understand for at 
least the second time.

The value of these projects is 
not measured by the fees they 
generate, though many are di-
rectly profitable or at least pay 
their way, and their value is 
not even in their indirect profit 
such as fish and chip meals 
bought to picnic beside the 
swings and slides at Kowhai 
Park, though I bet the indirect 
profit is huge. The value is 
in the amenity nature of the 
project; the cultural values of 
the art, the social value of the 
playground; the ecological and 
conservation values of bush 
reserves; the historical values 
of museums and galleries.

Each community thankfully 
has its saints who come up with 
their ideas and have the will 
to put their time, money, and 
energy where their hearts are. 
We are grateful to them and 
forever shall be.

A hose ban will soon 
be in place in Okato as 
the town’s water source 
continues to lower.

The Mangatete Stream 
has dropped to a level that 
requires Okato to reduce 
its water demand. As a 
result, from midnight on 
Wednesday (13 MARCH) 
there will be a ban on the 
use of all hoses in the town.

“We can still draw water 
from the Mangatete but we’re 
required under our consent 
to reduce the demand from 
users, and stopping the use 
of hoses will be an enormous 
help,” says Manager Water 
and Wastes Mark Hall.

“The stream has never 
been this low before.”

The use of sprinklers and 
irrigation systems is already 
prohibited throughout the 
district. Residents outside 
Okato may use hand-
held hoses only on the 
odds and evens system.

Anyone who is reported for 

Low stream prompts Okato  hose ban
breaking a water prohibition 
will receive a letter from the 
Council to remind them of the 
restriction. If they continue 
to break the prohibition, 
the Council will consider 
restricting the fl ow of water 
to their property while the 
water prohibition is in place.

“We’ve never had to restrict 
a fl ow during a dry spell 
before – people have always 
responded pretty well to the 
fi rst reminder,” says Mr Hall.

Water use in many 
areas of the district 
fl attened off last week, 
but has since risen again.

“We’ve had a spike of 
use in Oakura, which is 
concerning as one of the 
town’s two reservoirs is 
out of service for repairs.

“We need to maintain 
fi re-fi ghting capacity 
in that reservoir so 
conservation efforts are 
needed in the town.”

Water levels in the 
Waiwhakaiho River have 

continued to drop, by 
six million litres per day 
during the last week.

A hose ban might not be 
needed in New Plymouth, 
Bell Block, Waitara, 
Tikorangi, Onearo and 
Urenui – which are all 
supplied by the Waiwhakaiho 
River – if residents in 
these areas maintain their 
water conservation efforts.

“Inglewood’s source 
stream is doing OK – the 
issue there is sediment in 
some of the old pipes being 
stirred up by the drawing 
down of a lot of water. The 
lower the town’s water 
demand is, the clearer the 
water will be,” says he says.

• Car wash 
businesses are not required 
to stop their activities during 
the prohibition. “These 
businesses are more effi cient 
with water than they look 
– particularly those that 
recycle water within the car 
wash system,” says Mr Hall.

 With more and more dairy 
farm staff entering the indus-
try from urban backgrounds 
an animal husbandry expert 
says there has to be more 
emphasis placed on stock-
manship skills, which start 
with managers and owners 
having farm policies that put 
animal welfare fi rst.  
 DairyNZ’s animal hus-
bandry expert Chris Leach 
and farm dairying specialist 
Mel Eden share a passion 
for interpreting cow behav-
iour and helping farmers 
get “inside the cow’s head.” 
By understanding their ani-
mals, they say farmers will 
improve job satisfaction for 
farm staff, animal health and 
the bottom-line.
 In March the two experts 
will present a workshop 
called ‘Interpreting cow be-
haviour’ to more than 300 
dairying women at the Dairy 
Women’s Network annual 
conference in Nelson – most 
of them farm owners and 
managers. 
 Mr Leach said the work-
shop would at times take a 
light-hearted view on a seri-
ous subject that was relevant 
even if people didn’t handle 
stock themselves, because 
farm policy is what dictates 
practice. 
 “Understanding that a cow 
is hardwired as a prey ani-
mal, which makes it natu-
rally fearful and infl uences 
how it sees and reacts to the 
world around it,  is not only 
a fascinating subject - we 
can use that information to 
help us become better stock 
people and have happier 
staff and animals.
 “Research shows that happy 
cows produce more milk and 
decrease farm working ex-
penses.  If a cow is stressed 
in the yard, her milk let 
down can be affected for as 
much as 30 minutes. If milk 
let-down is compromised 
the likelihood of her get-
ting mastitis increases and 
stressful situations such as 
overcrowding in the yard or 
being forced down the race 
can contribute to lameness. 
 “So understanding and al-
lowing for the speed and for-
mation in which cows walk 
to the shed will improve cow 
fl ow into the bail area, the 
cows will be happier, there’ll 
be less dung and less kick-
ing. If there is a reduction in 
those two things milking be-
comes less of a chore, your 
staff are going to be much 
happier and more likely to 
stay in the industry longer,” 
said Mr Leach.
 Co-presenter Mel Eden is 
considered a guru on the 
subject, having travelled 
around the world advis-
ing on dairy shed design 

Happier cows could be one solution 
to industry’s employment issues

to improve animal welfare 
and production, and masti-
tis control. He has worked 
in South America and Fiji, 
and presented in Australia 
and the UK. He is an inde-
pendent farm consultant 
and also works closely with 
DairyNZ on its Milksmart 
programme, which aims to 
improve the wellbeing of an-
imals and people by creating 
greater milking effi ciencies 
in New Zealand.
 “Farmers don’t deliberately 
mistreat cows by not con-
sidering their behaviour and 
environment – it’s just that 
it’s not necessarily front of 
mind in terms of operating 
the business. Some of the 
changes farmers can make 
are so small but make a big 
difference to the entire milk-
ing experience for both ani-
mals and people.
 “For example cows remem-
ber clothing, not people – so 
if you are doing a job that is 
going to cause discomfort or 
pain for the cow like calving, 
don’t wear the clothes you 
wear to the milking shed, or 
suddenly milking is going to 
be a fearful experience for 
the cow and a totally differ-
ent experience for you,” said 
Mr Eden.
 “The cow is a complex ani-
mal. Yes, it learns to do as 
it’s told, but it doesn’t nec-
essarily do it happily if it is 
not being treated well – and 
there are usually things that 
can be improved in its envi-
ronment. 
 “Most importantly though 
we need to get inside our bo-
vine business partner’s head 
because we have more and 
more staff joining us from 
urban areas that haven’t 
grown up with cattle. Under-
standing cow behaviour will 
make their jobs, and yours, a 
lot easier.”
 The ‘Interpreting cow be-
haviour’ workshop  will 
provide practical learning 
for taking back to the farm 
including understanding the 
principles of bovine behav-
iour, discussing tips for han-
dling bulls and recognising 
unusual behaviour that re-
quires closer attention.
 The Dairy Women’s Net-
work conference kicks off in 
Nelson on March 20 and 21, 
with a world-class line-up of 
speakers covering subjects 
as diverse as environmental 
constraints, time manage-
ment and developing future 
leaders. The conference 
theme is ‘Taking down the 
boundary fences’.
 A sampling of other speak-
ers include Olympian Mahe 
Drysdale; Hon Jo Goodhew, 
Associate Minister for Pri-
mary Industries and Minister 
of Women’s Affairs; Hin-

erangi Edwards, Trustee Pa-
rininihi Ki Waitotara (PKW 
) Farms Limited; and the 
international queen of time 
management, Robyn Pearce.

On March 17, 1897 Bob Fitzsimmons, born in Cornwall, 
England, but brought up in Timaru, won the world heavy-
weight boxing title by beating ‘Gentleman Jim’ Corbett in 
Carson City, Nevada, USA. He scored a knockout in Round 
14.
 Earlier in the bout Corbett, the favourite, was having the 
better of the fight, until Fitzsimmons shifted his attack  to 
concentrate on Corbett’s body. His strategy worked well.
 
 On March 17, 1990 Richard Hadlee  became the fourth 
cricketer and first New Zealander to attain the double - 3000 
runs and 300 wickets in test cricket. 
 The test was played against the old foe - the Australians at 
the Basin Reserve in Wellington. New Zealand won easily  
by nine wickets, no less. Richard Hadlee took 5 wickets  for 
39 runs in the Australians paltry total of 110 runs. He retired 
in the same year after being knighted.

Rainfall for February ranged 
between 31 to 107% of nor-
mal, with a maximum of 7 
rain days being recorded, al-
though most locations were 
lucky to see rain on only 2 
days of the month. 95% of 
the rainfall recorded in Feb-
ruary occurred on the 4th 
and 5th of February.  Daw-
son Falls and Ngutuwera 
(Waitotara) were the only 
sites to record above nor-
mal rainfall with 102% and 
107% respectively, while the 
rain gauges from Inglewood 
North to Motunui (includ-
ing New Plymouth) only 
had rain on one day for the 
month, hence the very low 
rainfall totals for those areas 
(between 29.0 and 63.0mm).
 Year to date rainfall ranges 
between 46 and 97% of nor-
mal for all sites.
 All of the rivers recorded 

below normal flows, but 
none recorded new mini-
mum flows. The Waitara 
River at Bertrand Rd re-
corded less than half of its 
mean February flow for the 
month, averaging a flow of 
16,063 L/s, compared to its 
historical February average 
of 34,365 L/s.
 Water temperatures were 
above average for the Wain-
gongoro River (Eltham), and 
the Waitara River, while the 
Patea River, Kapuni Stream 
and Waiwhakaiho River all 
recorded below average wa-
ter temperatures. The Patea 
and Waingongoro Rivers 
recorded new minimum 
February water temperatures 
with 12.00 degC and 11.70 
degC respectively.
 Soil moistures were below 
normal for the month for all 
of the sites, except Te Kiri.

Dairy farmer cooperative, 
LIC, is taking to the road in 
March to deliver free work-
shops to help farmers get 
the most out of their herd 
records.  Accurate herd re-
cords are acknowledged 
to be one of the best tools 
to help farmers manage 
stock through the drought 
which is currently affect-
ing much of the country. 
LIC Acting CEO, David 
Hemara, said the train-
ing is a response to re-
quests from farmers. 
“Technology is more a part 
of modern dairying than it’s 
ever been.  Today’s farmers 
need information at their fi n-
gertips about various aspects 
of the herd or farm so they 
can make decisions at the 
right time.  They also need 
to be able to tailor this infor-
mation so it’s unique to their 
farming goals and system. 
“Our farmer customers have 
told us that there simply 
isn’t time during the nor-
mal farming day to sit down 
and extend their knowl-
edge of the technology they 
have;   they’re aware there’s 
a lot more uses they can get 
from their herd information

Free training to help farmers with herd recording comes to Taranaki
time and in the right place. 
“The right time means when 
farmers need it ie in the 
months leading up to the 
pressure times on farm, like 
calving and mating.
