John himself takes - return-
ing home for the weekend 
to Pukekohe where he and

  John and Johanna have been 
in business for 40 years and 
in buses for the last 20 years.

  John recalls last year dur-

  Boats and other equip-
ment should be well cleaned 
before departing Lake Ro-
torangi to help prevent the 
spread of hornwort, also 
known as coontail.

Hornwort is classed as an 
unwanted organism under 
the Biosecurity Act, and its 
sale, propagation and distri-
bution is banned. It rapidly 
invades most freshwater 
habitats, crowding out na-
tive species and impeding 
drainage, irrigation and oth-
er uses.

  “Hornwort is not listed 
in Taranaki’s regional 
pest plant strategy but it is 
banned nationally,” says the 
Taranaki Regional Coun-
cil’s Compliance Manager, 
Bruce Pope.

  “We’re particularly con-
cerned about this discovery 
because many boaties who 
use Lake Rotorangi also 
use nearby Lake Rotokare, 
where the local community 
has put a great deal of effort 
into establishing a pest-free 
sanctuary.

  “We’d also like people to 
watch out for it in other Ta-
ranaki waterways, and let us 
know if they see it.”

  Hornwort is a submerged 
freshwater weed found in 
still and fl owing waters, 
growing in depths of up to 
16m in clear, deep lakes. 
Leaves are fi nely divided, 
with minute teeth which 
make the plant feel rough 
to the touch. It lacks roots 
but has modifi ed leaves that 
anchor the plant in bottom 
sediments.

  It is widely distributed in 
the North Island but until 
now there have been no con-
fi rmed reports of established 
infestations in Taranaki.

 

 Mr Pope says its discovery 
here is a reminder that boat-
ies and other recreational 
users should check and re-
move all weeds and unwant-
ed material from boats and 
equipment before leaving 
any waterway.

  A long time ago I saw on 
television a trilogy of plays 
called The Norman Con-
quests. The playwright was 
Alan Ayckbourn. He has re-
mained a favourite ever since 
and it was a great thrill to see 
the Opunake Players choose 
three of his one acts plays for 
their first production of 2012.
  Interspersed between the 
plays, all written in the 1970s 
and selected from the English 
playwright’s collection of 
Confusions, were musical 
interludes in which local tal-
ent performed popular ‘70s 
songs. 
  I went home thoroughly 
entertained.
  The plays, directed by Jenny 
Trolove, were quite different 
yet had as their theme, as in 
The Norman Conquests and 
indeed all of Ayckbourn’s 
plays I’ve seen, relationships 
with the struggle for domina-
tion often at the core.
  The first in which Suzie 
Stanley played the slightly 
loopy Lucy was intriguing. 
When her neighbour Rose-
mary (Michelle Julian) drops 
by, followed later by Rose-
mary’s husband Terry (Bill 
Hayward), Lucy’s loopyness 
takes on sinister overtones 
as she, targeting the inoffen-
sive Terry, insidiously takes 
charge of their relationship.
  The second play, my favou-
rite, is set in a restaurant. Two 
couples arrive separately. 
The play cleverly switches 
between the dialogue of the 
older couple, Mr and Mrs 
Pierce and Martin who works 
for Mr Pierce - and his young 
wife Polly.
  Both women clearly have 
some beef with their men. 
Angry barbs are fired as the 
obsequious waiter played 
charmingly by Peter Trolove 
tries to serve them and con-
fusingly gets inadvertently

caught up in the conflict. 
The irritable Mrs Pierce 
spoiling for a fight and comi-
cally played with restraint 
by Helen Duff, suspects her 
husband (Darrell Hickey) 
just returned from business 
in Italy, has not been alone 
on his trip.
Polly who tellingly tries to 
persuade her husband to go to 
another restaurant when she 
spies the older couple has just 
coincidentally also returned 
from a holiday in Italy.
Both the men appear to be 
oblivious to their wives ill 
humour.
  The insensitive Pierce, well 
played by Darrell Hickey, 
in vain tries to temper his 
wife’s venom. Martin - his 
extraordinary hair cutting a 
comic figure - meanwhile 
seems to be equally unmoved 
as an indignant Polly berates 
him for his indifference to 
her. When it eventually tran-

spires that she has been with 
Mr Pierce in Italy his main 
concern is how it will affect 
his future promotion, further 
enraging her.  
  The last play about the 
opening of a community 
hall and the revelation that 
the tea lady has become 
pregnant after a fling which 
is announced to the waiting 
crowd on the sound system 
which they didn’t realise was 
on, was hilarious.
  With the dignified coun-
cillor (Alison Haywood) 
attempting to give a speech 
against the backdrop of a 
drunken cuckolded boyfriend 
(Mike Smith) singing Ten 
green bottles and a tea urn 
that no one can turn off, may-
hem reigns. Paul Anderson-
Gardiner as the lover Gos-
forth and the vicar (Arthur 

Hughson) vainly attempting 
to pacify the situation while 
the demure mother-to-be and 
tea lady (played demurely 
by Wendy Smith) made for 
some great comic moments.  
  In the incidental entertain-
ment we got the see again the 
multi-talented Helen Duff 
on guitar accompanying Ly-
nelle Kuriger – clearly hav-
ing a great time and a natural 
dancer, Jo Lane - injecting 
much passion into her sing-
ing and Chloe Danz adding 
substance to the line up.
I particularly enjoyed the 
Elton John number and the 
humorous Lonnie Donnigan 
number My Old Man’s a 
Dustman with humorous lyr-
ics went down a treat.

sole change constable at 
Manaia Police had been in his 
position for almost a year and 
all is going well.

On May 7, 2007 the Privy 
Council in London ruled that 
there had been a substantial 
miscarriage of justice and 
quashed David Bain’s con-
victions for the murder of 
his entire family at Every 
Street, Dunedin in June 1994. 
The dead included his par-
ents, two sisters and younger 
brother.

Earlier in 2003 the NZ 
Court of Appeal had ruled 
that  a new trial should not 
occur on the ground that the 
defence’s newly presented 
evidence would not have 

changed the original verdict 
of the High Court jury in 
May 1995.

David Bain was released 
on May 15, 2007 and went 
to stay with former All Black 
Joe Karam, long tireless 
campaigner in upholding for 
his belief in David Bain’s 
innocence.

The case remains highly 
controversial, especially as 
David’s presumed innocence 
casts a judicial shadow on 
his father Robin as the likely 
person to have carried out the 
terrible crimes.

Opunake Friendship Club meet Tarzan, Peter Pan and more!

 Further investigations are 
to be done on five New 
Plymouth District Council 
buildings following an 
initial evaluation of how 
well they would stand up to 
an earthquake.
 A recent  Moni tor ing 
Committee meeting heard 
that of eight key Council 
b u i l d i n g s ,  f o u r  w e r e 
identif ied as being of 
potential earthquake risk, 
and one – the original portion 
of TSB Showplace – has 
been ranked as earthquake-
prone.
 The committee noted that 
more detailed structural 
assessments are being done 
on TSB Showplace and also 
on the Govett-Brewster Art 
Gallery, the next lowest-
rated building. 
 Further assessments will 
also be done on three other 
buildings – Oakura Town 
Hall, Inglewood Town Hall 
and Puke Ariki’s South 
Wing – to identify the 
feasibility of bringing them 
up to 67 per cent of the 
current building standards.
 In December last year the 
Council adopted a policy 
for identifying earthquake-
p r o n e  b u i l d i n g s  a n d 

specifying timeframes for 
property owners to address 
any issues.
 “Under this policy we 
undertook an initial evaluation 
of eight Council buildings in 
Oakura, Inglewood and New 
Plymouth,” says Manager 
Property Peter Handcock.
 “The Building Act states an 
earthquake-prone building 
has less than one-third of 
the seismic bracing strength 
required of a new building 
designed to current codes, and 
so is considered unacceptably 
unsafe in an earthquake.
 “The Opera House part 
of TSB Showplace has a 
score of 26 per cent, and the 
Govett-Brewster is close to 
that one-third threshold with 
36 per cent. We’re taking a 
closer look to confirm the 
situation and identify options 
to strengthen them.”

T h e  e i g h t  b u i l d i n g s 
investigated were:
•	 TSB Stadium: 140 per 

cent of new building 
strength.

•	 Puke Ariki North Wing 
(museum): 113 per cent.

•	 NPDC Civic Centre: 68 
per cent.

•	 Inglewood Town Hall: 62 

per cent.
•	 Oakura Town Hall: 56 

per cent.
•	 Puke Ariki South Wing 

(library): 42 per cent.
•	 Govett-Brewster Art 

Gallery: 36 per cent.
•	 TSB Showplace (original 

section): 26 per cent.

The New Plymouth Opera 
House was built in 1925 
and the oldest portion of 
the Govett-Brewster was 
built in 1918 – both well 
before design standards for 
buildings in earthquakes 
were developed in 1935 
as a result of the Napier 
earthquake.
 TSB Showplace is listed 
as a category A item in the 
District Plan and a category 
II building with the Historic 
Places Trust – one of four 
registered opera houses in 
New Zealand.
 Initial evaluations will 
also be undertaken on the 
Downtown Car Park, Yarrow 
Stadium, Te Henui Vicarage 
and Civic Centre stairs.
 The New Zealand Society 
for Earthquake Engineering 
recommends that buildings 
should meet 67 per cent or 
more of the new building

standard. The Council’s 
policy is to encourage owners 
to strengthen their buildings 
to this level.

Alcohol consumption is a 
part of life; some would say 
too much a part of life. Al-
cohol has been recognised 
as the cause of significant 
social and health-related 
harm, and is implicated in 
30 per cent of all police-
recorded offences, 34 per 
cent of recorded family vio-
lence, and 50 per cent of all 
homicides. ACC estimates 
that almost a quarter of all 
claims are alcohol-related, 
as are up to 70 per cent of 
emergency department pre-
sentations for injury.

The Law Commission’s 
report to the Government 
in 2010 was clear in their 
recommendations. Things 
have to change in New 
Zealand in regard to alcohol 
consumption. The Govern-

ment has responded quickly 
and strongly by presenting a 
bill to Parliament which will 
bring changes to the law.

 Key proposals in the Bill 
include:

A split purchase age – the 
purchase age to be increased 
to 20 for off-licence retailers 
such as liquor stores, super-
markets and grocery stores 
but remains at 18 for on-
licences such as restaurants, 
bars and clubs where drink-
ing takes place in a controlled 
environment.

A risk-based licence regime 
– licence fees will reflect 
risk factors such as type and 
capacity of venue, trading 
hours and previous conduct 
of a licensee. Low-risk prem-
ises such as wineries will pay 
the lowest fees.

Parents and guardians will 
be responsible for their 
children’s drinking – it will 
be an offence for anyone else 
to supply alcohol to an under-
18-year-old unless they have 
the parent’s or guardians 
express consent and if so, 
must supervise  responsibly. 
Supply of alcohol to minors 
without consent or in an ir-

responsible manner may be 
liable for a fine up to $2000.

Local communities will 
have more say about where 
and when alcohol can be 
sold – local authorities will 
be able to limit the sale of 
alcohol, set conditions on 
licences and there will be 
broader criteria for object-
ing to alcohol licence ap-
plications, through local area 
plans.

Liquor licence will be hard-
er to get and easier to lose 
– licences will be harder to 
get through local alcohol 
policies with  broader criteria 
for objecting to licence ap-
plications and licensees and 
managers who persistently 
fail to comply with the law 
will lose their licences.

Tighter restrictions on the 
types of premises that can 
sell alcohol and when they 
can sell it - dairies and con-
venience stores won’t be able 
to see alcohol. There will be 
national maximum hours 
that premises can be open for 
alcohol sales.

Tighter restrictions on the 
irresponsible promotion 
of alcohol – especially ir-

responsible promotions that 
targets young people.

Legislation alone won’t turn 
around our binge drink-
ing culture which is why 
the Government recently 
announced further non-leg-
islative measure to target 
alcohol related harm.The 
Nation-led Government will 
commit an additional $10 
million a year for alcohol 
treatment services. This 
funding will come from 
alcohol excise revenue and 
is on top of the approximate 
$120 million spent on al-
cohol and drug treatments 
services each year.

An expert forum will also 
be set up to consider the 
effectiveness of further re-
strictions on advertising 
and sponsorship to reduce 
alcohol-related farm. The fo-
rum will report back within 
a year of the bill becoming 
law.

Alcohol Reform Bill

 Next week’s budget will be 
an important one.

But look out for the plati-
tudes. The language will be 

interesting.

 We’re four years into the af-
termath of one of the worst 
financial crises the world 
has seen. New Zealand 
has fared better than many 
other developed countries 
because by the end of 2008 
our government debt was so 
low, as was unemployment, 
we could absorb the shock a 
little more readily.

Since then, government debt 
has nearly tripled and unem-
ployment has doubled.

 But the government has had 
plenty of time to adjust to 
the conditions and prepare 
for recovery. 

 Trouble is, there is very lit-
tle the government has done 
to genuinely respond to 
changes in economic perfor-
mance and to start creating 
the conditions for improved 
investment and develop-
ment of our skills base.

 You will hear the Prime 
Minister and Minister of Fi-
nance talk about making the 
economy flexible and com-
petitive. But these are wea-
sel words designed to cover 

up retrograde measures 
such as making it harder for 
working people to negotiate 
pay rises or watering down 
health and safety rights. 

 You will hear the finance 
minister talk about the 
global financial crisis and 
the Christchurch earthquake 
as some sort of explanation 
for the position we are in 
today, including the mas-
sive growth in government 
debt. What you won’t hear 
about is the ill-judged 2010 
tax cuts and the impact they 
have had on the nation’s fi-
nances. Remember, 90 per 
cent of the benefit of those 
tax cuts went to the top ten 
per cent of earners. The rise 
in GST to 15 per cent was 
meant to balance out the cuts 
in personal income taxes.

 The results are clear to see. 
This financial year, govern-
ment revenue is about $1.6 
billion, or 3.8 per cent, be-
low forecast. The biggest 
reductions in revenue are in 
the GST take and in person-
al income tax.

 Two weeks ago, the house-
hold labour force survey 
showed 9000 fewer jobs 

in New Zealand and un-
employment creeping up. 
We’ve seen a fall in com-
modity prices which will 
affect earnings from our 
export agricultural goods, 
and last week manufactur-
ing figures showed a sudden 
contraction in that sector.

 If we are honest with our-
selves, we will accept that 
our prospects are looking 
challenging. What we need 
is an investment approach. 
We need government to use 
its procurement power to 
emphasise jobs in New Zea-
land and training New Zea-
land citizens to do skilled 
work here. And we need 
measures to encourage new 
investment here, not just 
overseas buyers picking up 
existing local businesses and 
sucking the profits off to an-
other country.

 Right now, the more Kiwis 
than ever before are seeing 
better opportunities overseas 
and leaving New Zealand.

 Next week’s budget will 
be a test of how serious this 
government is about tack-
ling the real economic issues 
in New Zealand.

Stratford’s Mobility and 
More has acquired some new 
items of merchandise to help 
disabled people. Proprietor 
Kevin Bromell has developed 
a nifty aid for disabled people 
who wish to do gardening. 
Designed by Kevin himself, 
the Mobile Gardening Stool 
retails for $199. 

The stool allows the user to 
get low to the ground without 
having to kneel – a move-
ment many disabled people 
find difficult. The big rubber

wheels make the manoeu-
vrability over the lumps and 
bumps in the average garden 
much easier. It also won’t 
sink down into the soil. The 
nonslip handle grips are also 
useful for arthritic hands.

The stool has other uses 
besides gardening. For ex-
ample it allows a person to 
access cupboards that are low 
down and to clean the lower 
reaches of glass surfaces. It 
would be useful if the person 
was endeavouring to paint 

walls at the level of the skirt-
ing board.

The stool can also be used 
to transport material from 
one place to another, such as 
bags of compost.

Another new item that 
Kevin has purchased is the 
e-Bike. This aid is powered 
by two re-chargeable battery 
powered motors.

You stand upright on the 
device and control it by body 
movement. It moves you 
along at slow walking pace 
or  up to 18kph if you want 
to go that bit quicker. Kevin 
says the use of the e-Bike 
goes beyond being useful 
for disabled people – others 
can also find it a boon. He 
can envisage it being used 
by people wanting to explore 
the New Plymouth Walkway, 
such as tourists.

One feature of the device 
is, if you step off it and let 
it go – accidentally or oth-
erwise - the e-Bike will park 
itself as soon as it meanders 
to the nearest obstacle. The 
e-Bike retails at $3,500 com-
pared to the original Segway 
which retails at approxi-
mately $11,000.

Apart from these two new 
additions there are a myriad 
of devices to help the dis-
abled. Kevin also is happy to 
give talks to outline the many 
ways disabled people can be 
enabled to live an easier life.

 Coal and the Coast: A 
refl ection on the Pike River 
Mine Disaster

Written by Paul Maun-
der. Canterbury University 
Press, Christchurch (2012). 
A book review.

 The author of this book has 
a special position. Not only 
does he live in the locality 
– in Blackball (the nearest 
town), but was a member 
of the fi rst ambulance team 
sent in. He picked up the two 

survivors; one of the men, 
dazed,  wondered what had 
happened – had there been 
an explosion?

This book is concise and 
short (112 pages) and im-
pressive in it’s careful docu-
mentation of facts, coupled 
with carefully reasoned 
analysis. Some of the book 
is written in diary-form. It 
is an extraordinarily well-
written book by someone 
well-schooled in the area, the 

industry and known to sev-
eral of the victims, such as Cr 
Milton Osborne of Opunake 
and Richard Holling his 
neighbour in Blackball

The book goes well beyond 
the tragedy itself to look at 
other mines - practices as 
well as legislation – includ-
ing legislative changes over 
the years, such as the scaling 
down of safety inspections 
in the early 1990s. He also 
outlines the rise of the trade 
unions in the area; Blackball 
plays an important historical 
role.

The author also includes 
the comments of family 
members of the victims. “A 
father complains about there 
having been no rescue at-
tempt. ‘They went down the 
Strongman straight away. 
That was the best time” 
(page 23). Many wondered 
why a senior policeman was 
in charge – rather than the 
mine rescue people.
 He also outlines some of 

the fi ndings of the Roy-
al Commission, which 
continues to examine 
the tragedy and unearth 
many disquieting aspects.  
Hopefully, some good 
will comes out of this, as 
there are changes that are 
needed, especially along 
the lines of safety provi-
sions. 

The book is well en-
dowed with numerous 
interesting photographs, 
both modern and histori-
cal in nature.
 The book has a dedica-
tion: To the Pike Miners 
and to my neighbour Rich-
ard Holling, in particular. 
May your deaths not be 
in vain.
 I thoroughly recommend 
this book, which I ob-
tained from Opunake Li-
brary Plus.

Dennis Lattimer’s mag-
nificent mural took just 17 
days to complete. Many 
hours were spent, including 
the research and design. The 
mural shows three periods 
in the history of what was 
recently known as Cavaneys 
Pharmacy. Currently, the 

business is known as the 
Opunake Medicines Health 
and Beauty Centre.

The project was a Opu-
nake Business Association 
initiative, with member Jean 
Roach “driving it” – accord-
ing to President Monique 
Sinclair.

 Dennis used Resene acrylic 
paint and employs airbrush-
ing as part of the process. “It 
just pulls it all together”, he 
explains.

The mural scene near-
est Tasman Street depicts 
the chemist shop under the 
stewardship of John Feaver, 

who hailed from England. 
He was in charge from 1895 
until 1933. He worked there 
with his son Samuel (who 
was a vet) and his wife. 
He also provided dental 
andoptical care and even 
insurance. John was a keen 
photographer – most people 
are aware of the Feaver Glass 
Plate Collection of historic 
photographs, held at Puke 
Ariki Museum. 

This first scene shows sev-
eral people in an old time 
car – presumable the driver 
is Mr Feaver.

One person Mr Feaver 
eventually employed was 
George Cavaney. George 
- WG Cavaney - took over 
the pharmacy in 1935 and 
continued until 1983 when 
his son Grant took over.

George lived in New Plym-

outh initially and drove in 
each day to commence his 
duties, before eventually 
buying a house in Opunake.

Grant worked for some 
years with George, having 
left a Napier pharmacy to 
join his father. Grant contin-
ued until 2009 when he re-
tired from the pharmacy, but 
continues with the Egmont 
Soap Factory across the 
street.

Dennis himself pays tribute 
to Jean Roach whom he says 
contacts the owners of blank 
walls in in Opunake and asks 
if a mural can be painted. She 
then raises money. In this 
way Dennis has been com-
missioned to paint a number 
of murals in the township. 
“It’s quite remarkable what 
she does”, says Dennis.

This mural was painted 

with the financial assistance 
of the TSB Bank, Lysaght-
Watt Trust and Creative 
Communities.

As he admired the finished 
mural, Dennis admitted he 
was pleased. “I seem to get 
better as I get older – like a 
bottle of wine”, he says with 
a smile.

These days Dennis lives 
in the Far North in a place 
called Pukenui. However, 
he has left a rich, and much 
admired pictorial legacy in 
Opunake and elsewhere in 
the province.

The mural was official-
ly unveiled on May 14 to 
much applause with Jean 
Roach delivering the open-
ing speech. She paid tribute 
to the sponsors (mentioned 
above) and also the work 
STDC’s Michelle McDon-

ald did behind the scenes to 
bring the project to fruition – 
as well as many others. Most 
of all, artist Dennis Lattimer 
was commended.

There were members of 
both the Cavaney and Feav-
er families at the opening. 
Jenny (nee Cavaney) Sy-

mons, Grant’s sister recalls 
washing hundreds of bottles 
at a farthing a bottle – later 
upgraded to a penny a bottle.

The people at the opening 
shook off the rain and head-
ed to  Opunake Library Plus 
for a lovely morning tea.

 As hopes fade for missing 
Dunedin tramper, David 
Charles Palmer, the New 
Zealand Mountain Safety 
Council are reminding any-
one venturing into the out-
doors to plan and prepare 
well to ensure they have a 
safe and enjoyable trip.

 Palmer has been described 
by his family as an experi-
enced tramper, but every-
one regardless of experi-
ence needs to remember 
the Outdoor Safety Code 
and follow the fi ve simple 
rules for staying safe in 
the outdoors which are: 
plan your trip, tell someone 
your plans, be aware of the 
weather, know your limits 
and take suffi cient supplies. 

 Telling someone where 
you are going and when 
you expect to return is not 
only common sense, but 
also provides vital ‘insur-
ance’, should something 
unexpected happen. 

The AdventureSmart.org.
nz website provides mecha-
nisms by which you can 
leave comprehensive ‘Out-
doors Intentions’ informa-
tion with someone you trust 
before setting off on your 
trip. You can print out a 

form, complete the details 
by hand and leave it with a 
loved one or even complete 
the details online and email 
it to a friend. 

‘Providing detailed infor-
mation such as where you 
are going, what track you 
intend to follow, where you 
are planning to stay and 
what equipment you have 
with you can be invaluable 
to search and rescue teams 
and can vastly improve your 
chances of being found and 
rescued quickly,’ said Chris 
Owens, Bushcraft Manager 
for the Mountain Safety 
Council.

 It is especially important, 
if tramping alone to make 
sure you take an appropri-
ate means of emergency 
communication which could 
include a personal locator 
beacon (PLB), mountain ra-
dio or satellite phone. Most 
people also take their cell 
phones with them in the out-
doors, but these should not 
be relied upon in the back-
country as coverage is often 
non-existent.

“Our thoughts are with Mr 
Palmer’s friends and family 
at what must be an incredibly 
worrying time and we com-

mend the many search and 
rescue personnel, many of 
whom are volunteers, who 
are continuing this chal-
lenging search,” added Mr 
Owens.

The NZ Outdoor Safety 
Code

1. Plan your trip thoroughly

Seek local knowledge and 
plan the route you will take 
and the amount of time you 
can reasonably expect it to 
take.

2. Tell someone

Tell someone your plans 
and complete your Out-
doors Intentions at 
ww.adventuresmart.org.nz 
At the very least, process 
and leave a date and time 
for when to raise the alarm 
if you haven’t returned.

3. Be aware of the weather

New Zealand’s weather can 
be highly unpredictable. 
Check the forecast and 
expect weather changes. 

Check track and hut condi-
tions. Beware of rivers – if in 
doubt Stay out.

4. Know your limits

Challenge yourself within 
your physical limits and ex-
perience.

5. Take suffi cient supplies

 Make sure you have enough 
food, clothing, equipment 
and emergency rations for the 
worst-case scenario. Take an 
appropriate means of commu-
nication, such as a Mountain 
Radio or a Personal Locator 
Beacon and know how to use 
them. Take spare medication 
if required.

   The Commercial Accom-

  ‘Once a Catholic’, a com-
edy by Mary O’Malley, is 
set in the Convent of Our 
Lady of Fatima, a gram-
mar school for girls, and in 
and around the streets of 
Willesden and Harlesden, 
London, in the late 1950’s.
 The play is direct-
ed by Tracey Blake.
and concerns a retrospective 
view of the values of 1950s 
Catholic convent schools 
and the female adolescent 
response to those values.
  Once a Catholic follows 
the exploits of class 5a at 
the school during their ‘O’ 
levels. But can the young 
and curious students with 
hormones aflush make it 
through the year with their 
regulation underwear and 
their sanity intact? It’s a 
tough job – they have to cope 
with confused sermons about 
limbo, unforgiving sex edu-
cation lessons and the impure 
temptations of Elvis Presley.
  
The play centres on the ad-
ventures and misadventures 
of Mary Mooney, Mary 
McGinty and Mary Gal-
lagher as they experience 
life in the fifth form un-
der the tutelage of Mother 
Peter, Mother Basil and 
Mother Thomas Aquinas.
  In many ways, O’Malley’s 
play is based on caricature 
and exaggeration. The adult 
characters are larger than life; 
masochistic nuns, doddering 
old priests and cantankerous 
music teachers with gammy 
legs all make an appearance. 
However, a lot of the com-
edy – and much of the rheto-
ric – comes from the ways 
that the three main charac-
ters deal with this backdrop. 
They are forced to reconcile 
a strict Catholic upbringing 
with a world that doesn’t 
quite fit with their teachings 
– and each copes differently.
  A most telling and fun-
ny piece of theatre, it 
casts a caustic eye upon 
the young girls’ growing 
awareness of the world.
  Once a Catholic was first 
performed at The Royal 
Court Theatre in 1977. The 
play won awards from the 
Evening Standard news-
paper and Plays & Players 
magazine. O’Malley went 
on to be the Royal Court’s 
resident dramatist for 1977. 
The production transferred 
to Wyndham’s Theatre 
in the West End where 
it ran for over two years.
  In 2009, it was revived 
by the LOST Theatre 
Company, Upstairs at 
the Gatehouse, London.
