She prayed for a son and 
when that son Samuel was 
born she brought him back 

to Shiloh for God’s service. 
And it was from here that 
the prophet Samuel went out 
and anointed both Saul and 
David as kings of Israel. 
  I also visited the Temple 
Mount in Jerusalem and 
saw some of the beams, the 
cedars of Lebanon, used 
in the temple built by King 
David’s son Solomon. On 
my return to NZ I also saw a 
news report that Arab Mus-
lims had just burnt those an-
cient beams! 
  In just a few days I had seen 
and linked places, events and 
people from Abraham’s time 
through Samuel, King David 
and Solomon through to a 
modern news event.

  What does New Plymouth 
District need for recreation 
and open space, and do we 
have the right mix of facili-
ties? This is the focus of a 
proposed Recreation and 
Open Space Strategy which 
is being considered this 
week by the district’s four 
community boards. Their 
recommendations will go to 
a Policy Committee meet-
ing which will consider ap-
proving the development of 
a strategy. 
  Manager Parks Mark 

NPDC getting strategic about 
recreation and open spaces

Bruhn says a strategy would 
help the Council make stra-
tegic decisions about the 
recreation, sport and leisure 
needs of the community as 
well as the requirements 
of high-performance sport, 
connectivity and use of 
open space, regional bio-
diversity and local identity 
amenities.
  A district aquatic facility 
review would run alongside 
it.
  “The plan is to look at the 
current demand for recrea-

tion and open space as well 
as future trends, and estab-
lish whether we’ve got the 
supply of facilities right,” 
says Mr Bruhn. If the crea-
tion of a strategy is ap-
proved, a community refer-
ence group would develop a 
draft strategy next year for 
public consultation.
  A report on the current 
use of recreation and open 
space in the district shows 
that the top three things 
people wanted open spaces 
to provide are walkways, 

beach access and events/
concerts. 
  Since 2008 the use of the 
Coastal Walkway has in-
creased by 45 per cent, and 
since 2001/02 the number 
of users at the Todd energy 
Aquatic Centre and district 
pools has risen by more 
than 100,000.
  Within New Plymouth 
District, 87.7 per cent of 
dwellings are within 400m 
of a council-owned open 
space and 89.3 per cent are 
within 500m.

  The commercial use of 
council-owned parks and 
reserves is under review.
  On December 4 the Policy 
Committee will consider 
releasing a discussion doc-
ument on commercial ac-
tivity and events on parks 
and reserves for public 
feedback. The comments 
received would help in the 
drafting of separate poli-

Fresh look at commercial use of local parks and reserves
cies for events and commer-
cial use, which would later be 
released for public consulta-
tion.
  “Currently the management 
of commercial activities is 
handled by several existing 
policies. The diffi culty is that 
these policies are outdated 
and aren’t necessarily con-
sistent with each other,” says 
Manager Parks Mark Bruhn.

  “Having a single policy on 
commercial activities and 
one for events would make 
the requirements clear to 
everyone. “This also gives us 
the opportunity to properly 
manage commercial oppor-
tunities along new reserves – 
such as the Coastal Walkway 
extension to Bell Block – in a 
way that doesn’t detract from 
people’s enjoyment of our 

parks and reserves.”
  Discussions have already 
taken place with existing 
commercial operators, tan-
gata whenua and Venture 
Taranaki to identify issues 
that should be addressed.
If the Policy Committee 
gives its approval, submis-
sions on the discussion doc-
ument would run from De-
cember 10 to February 28.

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  Armistice Day is a poignant 
time when on the 11th hour 
of the 11th day of the 11th 
month we pause to remem-
ber those who have died 
while serving our country.

Lest we forget – a backgrounder on Armistice Day (November 11) 
  Historically it is the 94th 
anniversary of the signing 
of the Armistice between 
the Allies (including New 
Zealand, Australia, the 
United Kingdom and 

France) against Germany 
which brought the First 
World War (1914-18) to an 
end after four long years.

  New Zealand had over 
58,000 troops in the field 
at this time – mostly in 
France or England, with 
4000 in Egypt, and a fur-
ther 10,000 troops were 
training in New Zealand.  
Just a week earlier New 
Zealand troops had liber-
ated the French town of 
Le Quesnoy, near the Bel-
gium border, which had 
been occupied by German 
forces since 1914. 
  While many of the over-
seas troops became part 
of the occupying forces in 
Germany, most returned 
home early the following 
year.  In addition, about 
3000 wives and 600 chil-
dren of New Zealand sol-
diers who married abroad 
returned in the troopships 
during the demobilisation.
  For troops in France, the 

news of the Armistice was 
reportedly received 'gener-
ally in a matter of fact way, 
totally devoid of any dem-
onstration of emotion.’
  Trooper George Tuck 
from the Auckland Infan-
try Battalion wrote to his 
parents the following day 
saying, ‘for the first time 
since facing the enemy my 
mind allows itself to really 
believe that I shall see you 
all again.’
  Meanwhile at home, 
thousands of New Zea-
landers celebrated Armi-
stice Day on November 
12 with brass bands lead-
ing elaborately decorated 
floats and returned sol-
diers, schoolchildren and 
crazily costumed perform-
ers marching along main 
streets carrying banners 
and flags.  Public officials 
gave earnest speeches and 
crowds gathered to cel-
ebrate the end of four long 
years of war donning crazy 
costumes.  Celebrations in 

Auckland were postponed 
until 1919 as a measure to 
prevent the spread of the 
influence epidemic. 
  The following year King 
George V personally re-
quested all people in the 
British Empire to stop and 
observe two minutes si-
lence.  This practice con-
tinues today.   After the 
Second World War, Brit-
ain and her dominions, 
including New Zealand, 
moved to commemorate 
those who died in both 
wars on Remembrance 
Sunday, the Sunday before 
November 11.  But here in 
New Zealand Anzac Day 
has become the key day we 
remember our war dead.
  More recently Armistice 
Day has marked significant 
events like the interment 
of the Unknown Warrior in 
2004 and the unveiling of 
the New Zealand Memori-

al in Hyde Park London in 
2006 for those killed in the 
First and Second World 
Wars.
  New Zealand made a 
huge contribution to the 
First World War and paid 
a huge price.  Just over 
100,000 young New Zea-
land men served overseas 
from this small coun-
try with a population of 
barely one million.  Of 
those, about 18,000 died 
on the steeps ridges of 
Turkey, the sands of Si-
nai and Palestine, and in 
the mud-filled trenches of 
the Western Front; 41,000 
were wounded.  They are 
remembered in the me-
morials we can see dotted 
around districts, towns and 
cities today.
  That’s why we took time 
last Sunday to honour their 
service and their sacrifice - 
lest we forget.

  The South Taranaki Dis-
trict Council (STDC) has 
recently reviewed the Dis-
trict’s Liquor Control Bylaw 
and wants to know what you 
think about it by December 
10.
  The proposed Bylaw iden-
tifies public areas where al-
cohol is banned and looks to 
extend or introduce new Liq-
uor Ban Areas in a number 
of South Taranaki towns.
  STDC group manager of 
environmental services, John 
McKenzie, says the Council 
has proposed changes to its 
existing Liquor Control By-
law in response to requests 
from the Police and the Patea 
and Egmont Plains Commu-
nity Boards.
  “They were concerned 
that alcohol being drunk in 
public places has resulted 
in an increase in anti-social 
behaviour and vandalism 
in some parts of our town-
ships,” says Mr McKenzie.

-	 extend the Manaia 
Liquor Ban Area to 24 hours 
a day, 7 days a week, all year 

round.
-	 extend the Opunake 
Liquor Ban Area to cover 
the whole town (excluding 
the Opunake Beach Holiday 
Park) 24 hours a day, 7 days 
a week, all year round.
-	 introduce a Liquor 
Ban Area to cover the whole 
of Patea including Patea 
Beach, Patea Cemetery, 
public parks and reserves, 24 

hours a day, 7 days a week, 
all year round.
  Mr McKenzie says it’s im-
portant to understand that a 
Liquor Ban Area does not 
mean you are breaking the 
law if you are travelling 
through the area with un-
opened alcohol. 
  “You might have bought a 
bottle of wine and be driving 

home through a Liquor Ban 
Area – which is perfectly 
fine,” he says.
  “The Police have the dis-
cretion to use the Liquor Ban 
Areas – not as a draconian 
measure but as a tool to nip 
anti-social behavior in the 
bud before it escalates.”
  Mr McKenzie says New 
Zealander’s drinking habits 
and alcohol reform is cur-

rently a hot topic and urges 
all residents to look at the 
proposed Bylaw.
  “This is your chance to let 
the Mayor and Councillors 
understand your views about 
the proposed Liquor Control 
Bylaw, so please take the 
time to have your say,” he 
says.

Emily is aware, nonetheless, 
that there are some issues 

regarding the building, no-
tably the bathroom area, as 
well as the possible need for 
earthquake-related strength-
ening.
The situation raises a di-
lemma. As the building is 
already fi fty years old, is it 
better to upgrade, or would 
it be more advisable and less 
expensive to rebuild on the 
site or elsewhere? The deci-
sion is diffi cult because the 
parents have a lot of aroha 

involved in the premises. 
“It’s a real hard call”, ad-
mits Emily. Either option 
requires a lot of money – at 
least $150,000.
If the reports on the build-
ings upgrade requirements 
turn out to be not so good 
and the rebuild option is 
needed, the Playcentre co-
operative will call for ten-
ders. Hopefully the local 
businesses will be support-
ive and local tradespeople 

Funding needed for Okato Playcentre
can be employed.
In the meantime, the peo-
ple of the Okato Playcentre 
have been busy. As one fun-
draiser, a recipe book ‘Bite 
Me’ has been published with 
100 “tried and true” recipes.

  The big day had finally 
arrived – on Friday No-
vember 2 the Historic Cape 
Light & Museum was offi-
cially opened at a function 
held at the Cape Egmont 

Historic Cape Light and Museum’s official opening

Boat Club.
 Proceedings were opened 
by Ron Thompson Chair-
person of the Trustees. In 
his speech he paid tribute 
to Michele McDonald, 
Community Development 
Officer for the STDC, who 
has “thrown herself into 
the task”.
 Ron pointed that the pro-
ject has been a while in the 
making – over ten years in 
fact, with fellow trustees 
Chris Aylward and Len 
Pentelow fellow trustees 

(Another trustee Frank 
Williams resigned when 
he moved away from the 
area). The Cape Egmont 
Lighthouse Reserve Trust 
members started their mis-

sion in 2000. The idea 
evolved from the replace-
ment of the light at the 
Cape Egmont lighthouse, 
but first the replaced light 
had to be reconditioned a 
task which Len spent many 
hours at.
  Ron also acknowledged 
Dr George Mason “a very 
forthright man” and philan-
thropist who contributed 
much time and funding to 
help with the project, on 
behalf of Rotary, with em-
phasis on Lord Rutherford 

(and his family) aspect of 
the project.
 “All good things take 
time,” Ron concluded to 
much laughter.
 Mayor of South Taranaki 

Ross Dunlop spoke next 
and highlighted Len Pen-
telow’s involvement in the 
project. “Goodness knows 
where the light would be if 
Len hadn’t taken over”, he 
said. He also praised Ro-
tary’s role in the project, as 
well as all the people who 
have helped. “I just take 
my hat off to all you volun-
teers,” he concluded.
 Chairperson of the Egmont 
Plains Community Board 
Sharon Arlidge admired 
the hard work of so many 

- commenting, “I commend 
you for your sense of com-
mitment”. She also focused 
on the new museum mean-
ing that the Warea com-
munity will have an im-
portant presence now. She 
concluded, “Thank you for 
your focus and energy” 
bringing the project to frui-
tion.
  Dr Mason spoke on be-
half of Rotary Internation-
al (New Plymouth West 
Club). He said the idea of 
honouring New Zealand’s 
“most distinguished scien-
tist” and the wider Ruther-
ford family - arose as the 
project chosen to recognise 
the centenary of Rotary 
International. Eventually 
eight panels were devel-
oped showing different as-
pects of Rutherford’s life, 
using photographs from 
Puke Ariki with help from 
Dr John Campbell of Can-
terbury University, who 
has written a biography of 
Rutherford. After outlin-
ing Rutherford’s achieve-
ments and life, Dr Mason 
concluded, “Our thanks to 
the Cape Egmont Light-
house Trustees for their 
ideas and contribution to 
finally make this such a su-
perb site for our Rutherford 
Gallery”.
 A distinguished looking 
lady called Mary Fowler 
then spoke, revealing that 
she is Lord Rutherford’s 
great niece. She spoke of 
visiting the Rutherford 
families flax mills in Low-
er Parihaki Road (where 
the Rutherford homestead 
was), Warea and just out 
of Opunake. Her maiden 
name was Lambie from 
“the other side of the fam-
ily” she explained. She 

spoke of her father as be-
ing “very fond of his Un-
cle Ernie”. She finished by 
saying, “I was always very 
proud of being “Lord Ru-
therford’s niece”.
In 1910-1916 Anders 
Hansen was the lighthouse 
keeper at Cape Egmont 
Lighthouse. Another im-
portant visitor at the offi-
cial opening was Gwyneth 
Scott, who is a descendant 
of Anders Hansen. She was 
with her husband John.
 An interesting video was 
shown called ‘The Historic 
Cape Light Museum’ the 
work of Ashley Petersen 
of ‘Colour Conversations”. 

In it James Langton inter-
views people associated 
with the project such as 
Len Pentelow. The video 
dealt with associated ship-
wrecks and the workings of 
the light itself, as well as 
scenes inside the museum.
 Finally, the official ribbon 
to the museum was cut by 
Jim Foye in the presence 
of the three trustees Chris, 
Len and Ron. People were 
then free to have a good 
look inside at all the in-
teresting photographs and 
information about light-
houses, shipwrecks, Lord 
Rutherford and his family, 
as well as much more.

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   The Royal Commission’s 
report on the Pike River 
Tragedy is not just about 
mine safety. It’s about the 
nation’s health and safety 
practices generally, and it’s 
about the importance of 
good government regulation 
and oversight where there 
are risks to individual and 
public safety.

  I’m sure the Pike River 
report will become compul-
sory reading for every sen-
ior public servant from now 
on. It should be compulsory 
reading for every politician 

Making sense of Pike River 
means big change needed
and, in fact, every one of us.
  Pike River was the accu-
mulated effect of a serious 
deterioration in our health 
and safety laws, the run-
ning down of the depart-
ment responsible for work-
place inspections and health 
and safety enforcement, the 
grinding down of the work-
ers’ voice by undermining 
their choice to belong to a 
union and a general culture 
of favouring business inter-
ests over all others.
  New Zealand has an appall-
ing level of workplace death 
and injury compared to other 
developed countries. And 
the figures we use to meas-
ure this don’t include death 
and injury to professional 
drivers harmed in the course 
of their work because they 
are treated as road statistics.
  Pike River must be a wake-
up call to us all, as I suspect it 

was to the government even 
before the Royal Commis-
sion reported. Even though 
the Minister of Labour Kate 
Wilkinson has resigned as a 
result of the report, she can 
take credit for setting up 
the high hazards unit in the 
Department of Labour. The 
unit now applies a much 
heightened level of scrutiny 
and enforcement in the coal 
mining and oil and gas in-
dustries. Kate Wilkinson can 
also take credit for setting up 
the high-powered health and 
safety advisory group under 
the chairmanship of Rob 
Jaeger.
  These measures will go 
some way to improving the 
situation.
  But there can be no sub-
stitute for extensive and 
deep-seated change. We 
have to start with our health 
and safety laws. We should 

not rely on those driven by 
the profit motive to “self-
regulate”. Doing this invites 
disastrous trade-offs, which 
we’ve seen all too often.
  The more dangerous the 
industry, the more prescrip-
tive the level of health and 
safety regulation is required. 
And the more rigorous the 
enforcement needs to be.
  The most effective health 
and safety is achieved by 
involving those whose lives 
are most at risk if something 
goes wrong – the working 
men and women who do 
the hard graft, operate the 
machines and who routinely 
stand in harm’s way.
  It must be mandatory for 
workers in an enterprise to 
be deeply involved in de-
veloping health and safety 
measures, and they must 
have the right to refuse to do 
unsafe work.

Communities and schools

  In Wanganui and in South 
Taranaki boarding school 
and private school educa-
tion plays a big role. Many 
parents, whether rurally-
based or city-based, choose 
to send their children out-
side the state school sys-
tem. Some do it because 
they live so remotely that 
daily attendance isn’t prac-
tical. Others, because they 
feel that if they pay more 
they have the right to de-
mand a level of tuition 
they cannot demand from 
a state school - a straight 
fee for service expectation. 
Some schools also have a 
special character or em-
phasis that the parents are 
prepared to pay for, possi-
bly religious, sports or arts 
based.
  Most people have views 
on education and many be-
lieve they are expert by vir-
tue of the fact they went to 
school. These views are of-
ten shaped by the schools 
they attended, the manner 
in which they were taught, 
and how they reflect on 
those years.

  Last week the last leg on 
the journey towards inte-
gration for Wanganui Col-
legiate was approved by 
Cabinet. For many in our 
electorate, it passed with-
out notice. For those who 
run businesses in Wan-
ganui, or have connections 
to the school, or are tasked 
with filling vacancies in 
many of our institutions 
such as the hospital and 
DHB, this decision was 
crucial. There is no other 
city I can name where the 
existence of a single school 
has such an important role 
in the business and social 
service infrastructure of 
that community.
  People who send their 
children to private schools 
pay their taxes and gener-
ally a higher level of tax 
than most. Like everyone 
else a proportion of that 
tax goes towards fund-
ing an excellent education 
system. Only about four 
per cent of students attend 
private schools and the per 
student contribution of the 
tax payer towards these 
students is about one sev-
enth of what we pay for a 
state or integrated school 
student. Parents sending 
their children to a school 
like Wanganui Collegiate 
often pay more in GST 
than the taxpayer spends 
on educating that child.
Some would say, “That’s 
their choice”, and they are 
right. People make choices 
to pay more than they have 
to for things like health 
insurance when ACC and 
public healthcare should 

cover all they need. The 
fact that people do pay 
more in healthcare allows 
us to have more hospitals 
and medical centres do-
ing a wider range of work, 
and sometimes available 
to take publicly funded 
cases too. Private schools 
make big contributions to 
the education of New Zea-
landers and Pacific Islands 
peoples, contributions that 
would not be made without 
the special character and 
charter of those schools.
  When I investigated the 
depth of sway Wanganui 
Collegiate had in our city, 
I found that businesses 
such as hotels and motels, 
restaurants, sports shops, 
taxis, clothing, suit-hire 
and drycleaners were af-
fected by the trade gen-
erated by the school. So 
to the attraction to come 
and work in Wanganui as 
specialists in health, the 
professions and other im-
migrant businesses that 
provide jobs, income, and 
services. About two thirds 
of students come and 
board at the school from 
others towns and locations 
- Wanganui Collegiate pro-
vides the only seven day 
facility outside of Auck-
land and Wellington. 
  Whenever a school is 
succeeding, it makes for a 
strong system that leaves 
a lasting legacy.  It makes 
no differenceto that legacy 
whether that is public, pri-
vate or integrated. In com-
munities and in education, 
the whole is greater than 
the sum of the parts.

classifi cation was underway 
– professionalism is required 
at all times.
  Then we all followed Paul 
Vanner to the paddock 
where he had three groups of 
fi ve heifers to classify. After 
we fi nished each group the 
President, Malcolm Revell,

  After that the cows went 
through the same procedure, 
and in my opinion, I found 
that they were easier to point.

  There was quite a contrast in rainfall 
totals during October, with most South 
Taranaki sites recording a lot less rain 
when compared to Northern Taranaki.  
Rainfall ranged from 129% of normal 
over 20 days of rain at the Stony River 
site near Okato, to 126% of normal at 
Dawson Falls (24 days of rain), where 
most sites near and around New Plym-
outh were all around normal amounts 
(18-22 days of rain recorded), then head-
ing further South, Stratford received 
86% or normal (19 days of rain), where 
as Patea only recorded 46% of normal 
over 11 days of rain.
  Year to date, most recorder sites around 
Taranaki are recording at or around nor-
mal amounts, however TeKiri and Patea 
have been 21% and 17% lower than nor-
mal respectively. On the other side of the 
coin, Dawson Falls has recorded 24% 
more than normal for this time period.
  River flows for the month have been 
below normal mean flows when com-
pared to previous October figures; how-
ever, there have been no new minimum 
flows recorded. 
  Water temperatures follow a similar 
trend, being lower than October means, 
and no new minimum or maximum peak 
figures were recorded

 Meanwhile, the last few 
months have seen hundreds 
of councillor and staff hours 
go into the review of all 
Council services and activi-
ties, with the help of inde-

pendent experts.
Stage one is completed: We 
have identifi ed a number of 
opportunities where there 
may be potential to make 
some changes in the way the 
services are delivered, and 
these are now being investi-
gated further as part of stage 
two.
 We are also reviewing the 
entire capital expenditure 
programme – that is, the pro-
gramme of planned projects 
to build new or upgraded 
Council infrastructure dur-
ing the next 10 years. We 
will be looking more closely 
at all renewals funding, re-
viewing the cost of all inter-
nal services, and reviewing 
our Financial Strategy and 
how it links to the Perpetual 
Investment Fund.

No decisions have been 
made yet.
 When a report goes to the 
Council in February next 
year, decisions will be made 
on what proposals for change 
will need to be consulted on 
with the community through 
the Annual Plan process. Fi-
nal decisions on these pro-
posals will be made in June 
2013, after public consulta-
tion is completed. 
Some ideas may require 
more in-depth investigation 
and may not be a part of this 
process. 
 So, a lot of work has been 
done and there is a lot more 
yet to do. We will keep you 
up to date with progress.

A shining exam-
ple of this is the First Light 
House – a zero-energy 
dwelling also designed by 
Victoria University stu-
dents.

where it gained third place.

  The Case Against Fluo-
ride; How hazardous waste 
ended up in our drinking 
water and the bad science 
and powerful politics that 
keep it there. Written by 
Paul Connett Phd, James

  With the South Taranaki 
District Council considering 
the possible fl uoridation of 
water in towns such as Patea, 
it is perhaps timely to review 
this book now.
  The book is scientifi cally 
based – they quote many 
studies, yet is very readable. 
Scientifi c jargon is kept to a 
minimum.
  The authors outline how 
(historically) the practice of 
fl uoridation of water sup-

plies came about – poorly 
designed science around 
1950 (or thereabouts), 
mostly conducted in the US. 
They paint a grim picture of 
vested interests (commercial 
and political) vigorously 
promoting fl uoridation with 
action against anyone (in-
cluding dismissal) daring to 
suggest that the practice ur-
gently needed further scru-
tiny, notably in scientifi c 
studies. They explain how 
any studies, which had the 
“wrong” fi ndings were most 
unlikely to be accepted for 
publication in periodicals. 
 Philosophically, they point 
out that mass medication is 
against basic principles of 
humanity as outlined in vari-
ous charters many countries 
are signatories to. They also 
point out that the addition 
to water is not how the sub-

stance works best anyway. 
It is most effective applied 
topically, as in cleaning with 
fl uoridated toothpaste. It is 
also unnecessary as most 
toothpastes have this ingre-
dient. Recently, examining 
all the toothpastes at a local 
supermarket, I discovered 
that all contained fl uoride.
 The authors say that the 
safe level has never been 
accurately determined and 
argue that this should be set 
at zero. That is, fl uoridation 
should not occur at all and 
should be halted where it ex-
ists. Most countries, notably 
European countries, do not 
fl uoridate their water sup-
plies (Just 2% of people in 
Europe).
 They point out that eve-
ryone’s dose is variable in 
places where the water is 
fl uoridated. Heavy water 
consumers, such as (for ex-
ample) manual labourers 
toiling under a hot sun will 
end up with inordinately 
larger amounts of fl uoride 
than more sedentary people 
working inside. This is sig-
nifi cant because even propo-
nents of fl uoride accept that 
the substance is a poison at 
suffi ciently high levels.
 They quote many studies 
which suggest that fl uoride 
is not safe, especially for 
certain vulnerable groups, 
Perhaps top of the list are 
babies fed formula who may 
be getting 250 times as much 
fl uoride as those infants fed 
breast milk, which naturally 
has a trace.
 Other research links it with 
virtually everything you can 
think of including lowered 
IQ, Alzheimer’s disease, and 
a propensity to bone frac-
tures and even bone cancer 
(osteosarcoma). Certain vul-

nerable people, such as those 
with kidney disease, thy-
roid dysfunction or arthritis 
should not be subjected to 
fl uoridated water.
 A visually apparent effect 
of fl uoridation of water is 
young people with unsightly 
dental fl uorosis, which is ex-
pensive to treat and can have 
cause self-esteem issues 
with those affected. This 
condition is caused by fl uo-
ride interfering with grow-
ing teeth cells.
 Bias is an issue. The fi nd-
ings of the following have 
been virtually ignored. In 
2006 the NRC (National 
Research Council) of the 
USA set up a panel equally 
balanced with professionals 
from both sides of the fence, 
as well as some of a neutral 
viewpoint. They examined 
hundreds of studies. In an 
article published in Scien-
tifi c American the Chairper-
son of the review panel, Dr 
John Doull, had this to say. 
“What the committee found 
is that we’ve gone with the 
status quo regarding fl uoride 
for many years – for too long 
really – and now we need to 
take a fresh look …. when 
we looked at the studies that 
have been done, we found 
that many of these (health) 
questions are unsettled and 
we have much less informa-
tion than we should, consid-
ering how long this (fl uori-
dation) has been going on” 
(Page 273).
  
Before any local body con-
siders fl uoridation, at very 
least, they need to read a 
comprehensive range of sci-
entifi c evidence, and take 
a fresh look as urged by Dr 
Doull.
