   An irate Opunake ratepayer 
has taken the council to task 
over what she preceives as a 
waste of ratepayers money due 
to poor communication.  
Anne Sansom who lives in 
Gisborne Terrace, Opunake ad-
dressed the Community Board 
meeting on October 3 over the 
roading issue.
  “An area of road at the junction 
of Allison Street up from Gis-
borne Terrace, which had been 
recently tarsealed, was then dug 
up in order to put a drainage 
pipe under the road. The road’s 
now got to be tarsealed  again” 
she said.
  She felt that the Commu-
nity Board’s members who 
live in Opunake should have 
been consulted so that the two

projects could have been co-
ordinated.
  “Why can’t Council get 
their communications right?” 
asked the accountant. “It’s 
doubling up on money and 

wasting ratepayers money”.
   She also pointed out that 
while they have put in a drain 
to take the surface water in 
front of 53 Gisborne Ter-
race, redirecting it westward 

to fl ow into the stormwater 
drain, the house opposite also 
has a similar problem as both 
sides of Gisborne Terrace 
have surface water problems. 
“Presumably at some stage 
they’ll have to go back to 
address his surface water 
problems.”
  South Taranaki District 
Council Deputy Mayor Alex 
Ballentyne, who was at the 
meeting, remarked in re-
sponse that he “would like 
to put in a case for closer 
liasing”.
  Anne said they should ask 
the engineers to come out.

“It’s my money you’re spend-
ing”.
  She felt also that the drains 
and gratings should be regu-
larly checked and commented 
on how recently a workman’s 
overalls had clogged up the 
grating in the storm water 
drain which runs along Al-
lison Street.

EDITORIAL Teaching graduates
What an appalling state 

of affairs for recent teacher 
graduates. To have paid re-
portedly $7,000 in course 
fees – using a student loan 
in many cases - and then to 
find only 20% of teacher 
graduates have any reason-
able chance of ending up 
with a job!

Back in the days when there 
were no fees, in addition 
to a teacher trainee allow-
ance - $12,000pa in my day 
– young teaching graduates 
were guaranteed a job for 
their fi rst three years in the 

profession. After that they 
were on their own. It wasn’t 
especially easy to fi nd a per-
manent job even then – I ap-
plied for about 50 jobs before 
I secured my fi rst permanent 
position, which was hundreds 
of miles away from where I 
lived at the time.

In those days the authori-
ties made an effort to work 
out approximately how many 
teaching positions were likely 
to be needed and varied the 
teacher trainee intake accord-
ingly. It wasn’t perfect, but 
much better than the present 

situation. Currently, learning 
institutions churn out teach-
ing graduates willy nilly with 
seemingly no consideration 
as to their trainees’ employ-
ment prospects as teachers. 

Fancy an ‘expert’ advising 
teaching graduates to seek 
positions overseas! And, as 
for the suggestion that the end 
of the decade will see lots of 
teaching positions emerge, 
well …. How does the ‘ex-
pert’ know that? I think the 
best response to that crystal 
ball gazing is “Yeah right!”

The situation is appalling 

and unfair. It is apparent that 
teaching graduates have been 
misled by senior education 
fi gures, who certainly have 
some uncomfortable ques-
tions to answer. (But prob-
ably won’t or can’t).

An offi cial inquiry is need-
ed to assess the situation 
and see what can be done. 
Certainly, we need to return 
to the system where some 
attempt is made to attune the 
number of teaching graduates 
to the number of positions 
needed.

of the flooding problem in 
Gisborne Terrace in the past. 

He is aware that the estab-

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lishment of the pond in 2011, 
to counteract the flooding 
tendency in Gisborne Ter-
race, is not favoured by some 
residents . However, overall 
he is pleased with the  initia-
tive  carried out by the South 
Taranaki District Council, 
under Project Manager Chris-
tina Gonzales, who said, “It 
works really, really  well. No 
problems”.

Instead of Gisborne Ter-
race flooding at times of 
heavy rainfall, much of the 
water is now diverted to the 
fenced drainage pond.  After 
any downpour has subsided, 
the water soon disappears, 
according to Mr Brewer. It 
doesn’t stay there for long.

The previous situation 
was worse and potentially 
more dangerous, claims Mr 
Brewer. 

In the vicinity of the ditch 
on the east side of Gisborne 
Terrace, there used to be a 
much deeper build-up of 
water when it rained heav-
ily. Also, unlike the hold-
ing pond, the ditch, with its 
greater depth of water, was 
more of concern as regards 
the safety of young children. 
Opunake Primary School is 
very close, and the Opunake 
Kindergarten fairly close too.

Mr Brewer feels the South 
Taranaki District Council 
have done a good job and 
deserves more credit than it 
is the case at present.

We welcome anyone of a 
different view contacting us 
and this could lead to a story.

Coastal Taranaki School 
had a special Olympics Day 
on Thursday September in 
which the entire school, in-
cluding teachers, took part.

  For those who are not yet 
aware, Mark Jorgensen has 
left the New Zealand Police 
to join his father in a farm-
ing operation. Mark had 
been stationed in Opunake 
for over fi ve years and will 
be sadly missed both in the 
community and by the Opu-
nake Police. He was a self-
motivated Police Offi cer 
who gave a 100% commit-
ment to the job and achieved 
a huge amount in the way of 
crime reduction and public 
relations within our area. It 
is uncertain times at the mo-
ment for the Police and we, 
as do the community, await 
a decision to whether he will 
be replaced or not.

  As for now, business goes 
on as usual and you will note 
by recent media coverage 
that we have been active in 
the area of drugs. I will not 
ramble on about the evilness 
of drugs, as we are all aware 
of this, what I will say, how-
ever, is that we are going to 
continue our focus on them 
and encourage anyone with 
information to come for-
ward.  
  We have had another theft 
of fuel from farm tanks, the 
latest being on Eltham Road. 
Once again a large quantity 
of diesel and petrol was tak-
en which would have needed 
a vehicle with a number of 
containers to cart it away. 
Please ensure that your farm 
tanks are well secured and 
located in an area that is ei-
ther secluded from the road 
or able to be seen from a 
residential address.
  There has been a noticeable 
increase in the number of 
people in the rural areas that 
are riding their farm bikes on 
the road and we understand 
that is part of life out here in 
getting from A to B. Unfor-
tunately I have identifi ed a 
number of issues that are oc-
curring far too regularly. 
  Firstly there are those farm 

bikes that are being used as 
a mode of transport to get to 
town and recently I pulled up 
an old one in town that had 
been ridden all the way from 
Wiremu Road to Opunake. 
These bikes are purely for 
farm use and have no legal 
status to be used on the road. 
They are not up to warrant 
of fi tness standard and never 
been inspected to identify 
any issues they may have. 
The corrosive nature of cow 
manure alone soon takes ef-
fect on them and normally 
the fi rst things to go are the 
brakes. 
  Secondly is the number of 
bikes being ridden on the 
road where the rider has 
no helmet and in particular 
children and teenagers. My 
understanding is that the La-
bour Department can now 
issue a $200 fi ne for farmers 
and their workers not wear-
ing helmets on the farm. Just 
use common sense when you 
are on the road especially 
given that there was a bad 
accident involving a four 
wheel quad on Skeet Road 
the day before this article 
was written that required 
the rider to be choppered 
through to Taranaki Base 
Hospital. A warning though 

if you are seen travelling 
down the road at warp four 
speed then you will be get-
ting a ticket. 
  This problem is not confi ned 
to rural areas as we also have 
an issue in Opunake at the 
moment with a motorbike 
not up to standard being rid-
den three up by a few of our 
problem children. Thanks to 
those who contacted me as 
I was able to catch up with 
them but unfortunately the 
bike was parked up at one 
of their home addresses. 
They are on my radar and I 
will continue to be targeting 
them given their attitude. If 
seen again please contact us 
as I have plenty of room in 
the Police garage to park it 
up for 28 days.
   Speaking of warp four 
speed, we have more than the 
usual number of complaints 
of speed on Ihaia Road with-
in the town boundary. Due 
to this we are going to carry 
out a speed campaign on that 
road at sometime in the fu-
ture but I am not going to say 
when. This is forward notice 
to everyone that when this 
happens it will be a zero tol-
erance campaign and if you 
read this article you have no 
reason to complain.

  Everyone agrees we need 
to do a lot better as a country 
in fixing our dreadful child 
abuse problem and ensuring 
the safety and security of 
every child.
  Last week’s paper from the 
social development Minister, 
Paula Bennett, was a great 
opportunity to put up some 
concrete measures. After all, 
there had been extensive con-
sultation with people work-
ing in the field of child health 
and protection, including 

parents, teachers and others. 
There were some good mea-
sures. Having a single place 
to report suspected abuse 
will mean one less reason 
for those who have witnessed 
something troubling to say, 
“I didn’t know where to go”.
  The implication from the 
report is that a lower thresh-
old will apply for interven-
tion in cases of suspected 
abuse. There will be better 
co-ordination between agen-
cies dealing with troubled 
and dysfunctional families. 
This is all good stuff, some 
would say long overdue. The 
minister deserves praise for 
getting this far.
  But some issues remain. 
With better co-ordination of 
information, easier access 
for witnesses to report abuse 
and a lower threshold for 
intervention, it will be vital 
that there are enough people 
in our social services to re-
spond. It is clear that some of 
the worst tragedies we have 

Child abuse plan needs careful management
seen in recent times didn’t 
result just from breakdowns 
in communication. There 
have been overload issues for 
some time. Competing priori-
ties have had to be juggled, 
and invariably in that situa-
tion misjudgements can, and 
obviously have been, made. 
So services need to be beefed 
up. Part of that beefing up is 
ensuring all staff are well-
trained and professional. This 
government set a target some 
time ago of accelerating the 
professional development of 
child social services workers, 
but so far little has been done.
  There is another issue over 
information collected by the 
new reporting system. It is 
inevitable that amongst the 
thousands of reports made 
each year some will simply 
be wrong. It is important 
that any report that is so 
obviously the product of a 
misunderstanding and which 
yields no evidence of abuse 
is deleted from the system. 

The ACC debacle this year 
shows how easy it is in 
government departments 
dealing with thousands of 
people and a vast array of 
information to misdirect 
information.
  It would be devastating 
for an erroneous allegation 
against an individual to 
remain in the records and 
have it mistakenly leaked 
at some later time. Proper 
safeguards need to be in 
place.
  Finally, let’s make sure 
decent services are avail-
able to all those who need 
it. The minister has said 
“risk profiles” will be de-
veloped and that children 
in homes with parents on 
a benefit are likely to be at 
highest risk. In fact, child 
abuse can happen in any 
household, and the state 
shouldn’t discriminate on 
the basis of a household’s 
income.

The 
funny thing is, it’s those on 
lower incomes, who Labour 
and the Greens say they care 
about so much, who will suf-
fer most from this.
 This is at the same time 
Labour wants the taxpayer 
to bail out coal mines and 
an aluminium smelter, and 
the Greens want us to give 
every family in New Zealand 
a baby bonus regardless of 
income, assets or personal 
wealth. Both parties want 
to up the minimum wage, 
extend maternity leave and 
to pay all students to study at 
university.
 Labour and the Greens for-
get the times when fuel went 
up because our dollar lost 
value. That the cost of living 
increased so wages followed, 

(but always lagging behind so 
nobody ever caught up) and 
the resulting inflation meant 
that every dollar bought about 
20 per cent less each year. It 
was out of control inflation. 
Those were the years when 
Ella and I bought our first 
home. We got a home loan 
with18 per cent interest on 
our mortgage! 
 The Green solution is to print 
more money and chuck it into 
our economy. The Germans 
once tried that, and ended up 
with $1000 loaves of bread.
 Our trouble is that our dol-
lar is high because the UK, 
the USA, Japan, and Europe 
are all weak at the moment. 
Simple solutions will not fix 
this. New Zealand’s edge 
is to make and grow good 
products which people will 
pay more for, even in a de-
pressed market. We still grow 
the best food internationally, 
cheaper than anybody else, 
and people still have to eat. In 
recent years we have moved 
from feeding commodity 
produce to the poor to feed-
ing niche high value-added 

products to those who can 
afford them. Even in tight 
times, those customers will 
buy good products.
 Nat iona l  has  never 
claimed to have The Per-
fect Answer which can fix 
all our woes overnight, but 
we are making progress.  
Policies which hurt jobs, 
which require huge Gov-
ernment spending and the 
massive borrowing which 
accompanies that, which 
lead to huge inflation, 
would undo this progress.  
Following our traditional 
partners like the United 
States and Europe into 
policies of economic des-
peration would only drive 
our economy to the same 
perilous place theirs are.  
 That New Zealand’s 
economy is doing better 
than those countries is not 
something to be ashamed 
of, it’s something we can 
be proud of.

 More than 30 years ago 
Lockinge Garden in South 
Taranaki was little more 
than a small flower bed, 
a vegetable garden and an 
apple orchard – now it is 
a Garden of Significance 
in the Powerco Taranaki 
Garden Spectacular, 
running from October 26 
to November 4 this year.
 Owner Phyllis Malcolm is 
also a floral artist – so the 
one-acre country garden is 
bursting with a couple of 
hundred different varieties 
of flowering plants that 
are the source for her 
arrangements.
 Described by Phyllis as 
a woodland garden for its 
large deciduous trees such 
as golden elms, Lockinge 
is planted around two

vehicles are currently under 
review and there was quite a 
lot of debate about what the 
new rules expected to come 
into force next year would be.
 Sergeant Anderson said the 
most common infringement 
by contractors and farmers 
related to loads greater than 
two and a half metres wide 
where vehicles must have 
the correct flags or panels 
to delineate the width of 
the road. The next most 
common infringement 
was towing with a tractor 
a silage bin or agricultural 
implement and not having 
safety chains. A recent 
change to the regulations 
was that as of August 1, 
tractors no longer need a 
time licence. If people have 
any queries about the current 
regulations they should 
contact the Agricultural 
Guide 2009 website or make 
contact with the NZTA 
through the 0800 numbers 
or the police at Ohakea, 
advised Sergeant Anderson.

Peter Vis from Lely, also 
a guest speaker, discussed 
the latest additions to the 
Lely equipment range.

“My biggest concern is what 
the Land Transport want 
from us,” he said adding it 
was useful to have all the 
rules and safety aspects of 
contracting clarified when 
you’re on the road such as 
the signage you need for the 
different sized vehicles and 
the different categories. Also 
the requirements regarding 
headlights, wide load 
signs, reflectors boards etc.

Though there was the 
occasional accident as 
last year when a concrete 
truck rolled at Oeo, the 
number of accidents 
caused by contractors 
was very small, he stated.
Gary added that it 
was also good to mix 
with other contractors.
It was very informative and 
well run he said adding that it 
was also interesting to learn 
about Lely’s product range.

Garry Miles said he’d like to 
thank everyone for coming 
and for their support. “It was 
a good turnout for the coast.”

 Rainfall for September was 
very mixed with percentages 
ranging between 37% and 
163% of normal. The rain-
fall sites on the Mountain 
all recorded above normal 
rainfall, but it was a different 
story around the ring plain. 
From Okato in the west to 
Hawera in the south the re-
corders received above nor-
mal rainfall with percentag-
es ranging between 107 and 
134%, while from Stratford 
in the east and right up to the 
Kotare rainfall site (Tonga-

Rainfall varies in Taranaki
porutu) all recorded below 
normal. Kotare was ex-
tremely dry with only 37% 
of normal rainfall recorded.
 Year to date rainfall is 
ranging between 79% and 
123% of normal. The Mount 
Taranaki sites are all above 
normal by between 102% 
and 123%. The sites that 
are recording below normal 
to date are Cape Egmont 
(98%), Te Kiri (79%), Patea 
(89%) in the west and south 
and also Kotare (84%) and 
Uriti (97%).

The drive to Innsbruck was 
also very pretty, just like a 
pretty postcard, with lovely 
chalet style homes and the 
greenness and colourful 
fl owers everywhere.  We 
had a very short stop in the 
tiny capital of Liechtenstein, 
Vaduz.
  On to the town of Inns-
bruck which is set in a val-
ley of snow-capped moun-
tain peaks.  We spent the 
remainder of the afternoon 
relaxing among the cafes 
of the Old Quarter with its 
narrow arcades and gabled 
shop fronts.  Several of the 
winter Olympics have taken 
place here due to the prox-
imity of the mountains.
  The following day was 
very exciting as we headed 
out of Innsbruck to Venice 
for a 2 night stay.
We travelled across the 
impressive Europa Bridge 
and crossed the Bremner 
Pass.  The drive was stun-
ning, with the huge Dolo-
mite Mountains, and on the 
slopes coming down on to 
the plains espaliered apples 
and vineyards.
We arrived into glorious 
Venice known as ‘Queen 

of the Adriatic’.  I had been 
to Venice many years ago, 
however on this visit my 
senses were truly awakened 
to the magic that is Venice. 
  We enjoyed fi nding our 
own way through the streets 
to St Mark’s Square; Belin-
da our guide explained that 
rather than trying to follow 
maps we would be better 
to just look up at the street 
signs and follow the arrows.  
They didn’t all have the ar-
rows so there were a few 
navigation skills required.  
We also enjoyed the atmos-
pheric canals and a gondola 
serenade and Belinda gave 
us the history and made 
everything come alive.  Our 
hotel was on Venice Island 

on the Grand Canal.  It was 
a great location to explore 
from. A highlight was a day 
trip to the Island of Burano, 
an island of fi shermen.  We 
had a seafood feast for our 
lunch.  The shopping there 
was very good, slightly bet-
ter priced than Venice Is-
land.
  Belinda our tour guide 
was an Australian lady who 
had lived in Italy for many 
years.  She was very experi-
enced, had a lovely person-
ality and such a love of Italy 
that it was very easy for her 
to pass to us her passion and 
enthusiasm.
  Our last day took us back 
to Lake Maggiore for our fi -
nal overnight stop and fare-

well dinner.  En-route we 
stopped by Verona with its 
fi rst century Roman Arena 
and of course we visited 
Juliet’s balcony.  We had a 
sumptuous Italian lunch in 
Milan, the fashion capital, 
on the way.  Our hotel at 
Lake Maggiore was the Ho-
tel Dino, again a fi rst class 
hotel.  The hotels Insight use 
are all of a high standard.
The extra seat room pro-
vided in the Insight Coaches 
really does make the coach 
travel very pleasant.  I had 
travelled with Insight pre-
viously, but I am now con-
vinced that the little differ-
ences of Insight Vacations 
do really add to the holiday 
enjoyment.

 Tātarakihi – The Children of 
Parihaka - described by  NZ 
Herald’s Peter Calder as a 
“modest and affecting road 
trip doco” and Graeme Tuck-
ett of Dominion Post as “a 
gentle fi lm, full of compas-
sion. I cannot recommend it 
highly enough” - is coming to 
South Taranaki for a special 
homecoming screening. 
Te Hokinga Mai a Tātarakihi 
- The Children of Parihaka is 
a gala screening of the fi lm 
on Tuesday October 23 at 
Hawera Cinema 2. The event, 
supported by South Taranaki 
District Council, will feature 
special guests from Parihaka, 
the children from the fi lm and 
the fi lmmakers, welcomed to 
Hawera by Ngati Ruanui iwi 
members.
 The fi lm - about the 2009 
journey of a group of chil-
dren from Parihaka to places 
their ancestors were taken to 
in the 1880s - has been mak-
ing its own journey to cin-
emas around the country and 
now comes home to South 
Taranaki. 
 Maata Wharehoka, the Kai-
tiaki of Te Niho Meeting 
House, Parihaka says, “This 
fi lm is a story told by our 
children from our Kura Kau-
papa Maori o Tamarongo, 
Opunake. It’s a fi lm made by 
one of our own, Paora Joseph 
and his wife Janine Martin, 
and graciously supported by 
renowned fi lmmaker Gay-
lene Preston. It is important 
to show this fi lm in Hawera 
because it not only embraces 
the story of Parihaka, it ac-
knowledges the imprisonment 
of those men from Pakakohe 
from Ngarauru in 1869. We 
want to pay tribute to all those 
who were imprisoned for their 
acts of passive resistance.”
  She also says that the fi lm is

It is well balanced 
and allows the viewer to take 
from the storyline what they 
feel is right for them at the 
time.”   
 South Taranaki Mayor, Ross 
Dunlop says the story of Pari-
haka is one of New 
Zealand’s most 
important and pro-
found. “The his-
tory of this place 
should never be 
forgotten and there 
is so much to learn 
from all of the 
events surrounding 
this special South 
Taranaki place,” 
says Mr Dunlop. 
“Congratulations 
to the fi lm makers 
for recording and 
telling the very 
signifi cant and at 

times disturbing stories about 
Parihaka.”
 After this gala screening, 
Tātarakihi – The Children of 
Parihaka will feature in the 
NZ International Film Fes-
tival in New Plymouth on 
October 27, 28 and 31. Then 
it will come back to Hawera 
Cinema 2 for a one-week 
only season starting on No-
vember 1. However, it will 
be available for school group 
bookings after that.
 It will also open in Auck-
land at Rialto Newmarket 
on November 1. See http://
www.parihakafi lm.com for 
cinemas and session times in 
other areas. 
 Adam Fresco of fl icks.co.nz 
said the fi lm is: “a raw and 
heartfelt record of a sacred 
journey of remembrance . . . 
. powerful, provocative and 
pertinent.”

 In 2009, a group of Taranaki 
children were taken on a bus 
trip to visit the places their an-
cestors, passive resistors from 
Parihaka in the 1880s, were 
imprisoned and forced to la-
bour in. Places like Adding-
ton Jail in Christchurch and

various buildings and roads 
they worked on in Dunedin. 
Along the way, they were 
welcomed at local marae by 
descendants of local Maori 
who supported the prisoners 
at the time. It was an emo-
tional journey, documented 
by Joseph’s camera and the 
children themselves. The nar-
ration is by the children, from 
their writing, poetry, song and 
art, expressed in a workshop 
after the journey.
 Children, known at Parihaka 
as “tātarakihi” (cicadas), after 
their chattering noise, have a 
special place in the village’s 
history. In 1881 the children 
of Parihaka greeted the invad-
ing Armed Constabulary with 
white feathers of peace, in ac-
cord with the philosophy of 
passive resistance taught by 
their two leaders, Te Whiti o 
Rongomai and Tohu Kākahi
 Tātarakihi – The Children of 
Parihaka records the journey 
of today’s children of Pariha-
ka to these lasting monuments 
to the years of punishment 
endured by their ancestors. It 
weaves a delicate tapestry of 
narration, poetry, song and 
archival image to tell a haunt-
ing story that spans fi ve gen-
erations.
The fi lm is produced and di-
rected by Paora Joseph, co-
directed with his wife, artist 
Janine Martin and executive 

produced by Gaylene Pres-
ton.
Joseph says: “While it re-
counts days of darkness, 
Tātarakihi – The Children 
Of Parihaka carries a sense 
of restoration and hope, and I 
hope it enables continued dia-

logue for understanding and 
mutual respect of both Māori 
and Pākehā in the New Zea-
land we know today. 
 “It was important to include 
the Pakakohe travesty within 
the wider story of the Pariha-
ka fi lm because the intent for 
peace and goodwill in their 
surrender to the Crown fol-
lowing the land wars in 1869 
was pure. Their subsequent 
arrest was a breach of natural 
lore and justice. The kaupapa 
of passive resistance from 
this time onwards, although 
fi rmly held at Parihaka by 
the prophets Te Whiti o Ron-
gomai and Tohu Kākahi ex-
tended from North Taranaki 
to Whanganui. Had it not 
been for the Pakakohe people, 
the rate of land confi scation 
within South Taranaki would 
have increased signifi cantly. 
A part of the fi lm therefore 
pays tribute and honour to 
this hapu who were wrong-
fully arrested. 
  “This fi lm is dedicated to 
the memory of all who have 
carried the kaupapa of pas-
sive resistance taught by Te 
Whiti o Rongomai and Tohu 
Kākahi.”
