MP has his audlence spellbound

Damien O’Connor, the
Labour Member of Parlia-
ment for West Coast-Tasman
spoke at Coastal Taranaki
School recently.

The former West Coast
Young Farmer of the Year
and sometimes controversial
MP gave a rousing speech
focussing on the farming
industry. He is the Labour
Spokesperson for Primary
Industries, Biosecurity and
Food Safety. He grew up on
a farm near Westport he told
the audience.

The Labour MP began by
stating that historically New
Zealand was able to do things
at a lower cost than the rest
of the world. Then, under
Labour we formed the Wool
Board, the Dairy Board to get
the price we could, he said. In
the ‘80s things changed when
the subsidies were taken off
which meant things were
subject to the whims of the
market. Despite this “We’ve
done quite well. We haven’t
needed subsidies and we
haven’t needed protection.”

He accused the current gov-
ernment however of a lack of
vision.

“You can’t just let the mar-
ket take us somewhere,” he
said.Our job in Government
is to facilitate the solution, he

said going on to outline things
that he felt were crucial.

He referred to the Dairy
Industry Restructuring Act
which Labour set up and is
under review.

“Labour has a very proud
history within the dairy
industry in making major

change when necessary in-
cluding the formation of
Fonterra,” he said.

He sees the necessity of
getting more value from
the dairy industry which he
said had to come from more
processing. “Fonterra has to
take all the milk that Fonterra

produces,” he said. “If that
obligation was removed this
would mean that we’d be able
to add value to the product.”
He said that Fonterra needs to
look at itself. “I don’t think
they’ve nurtured innovation.

He believes we need more
money for research and de-
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velopment. "We haven’t had
a strategy for research that
would make a difference to
the primary sector for a long
time.” Research and devel-
opment in the right areas is
crucial. "There is no strategic
plan for our biggest single
industry neither for meat or
wool. It’s a big failing,” he
said. ”We would appoint peo-
ple to a primary sector Council
and have a vision for the
future. We would do it with
each of the sectors. We would
firstly get the best, smartest
people. Then make that body
independent of biosecurity.”

Mr O’Connor said he
opposes outside investors
and said it was important
to protect farmers interests.
“One of the biggest threats to
farming is the value of land.
He also sees danger in the use
of food supplements.

We need to go back to a pas-
ture based area of production
and must guard our pristine,
clean green image.

After his talk Damien
O’Connor answered ques-
tions from the floor before
joining the audience in a sup-
per where spirited discussions
continued.

It was a great opportunity to
engage with the approachable
politician.

people when they feel like
taking their own lives is their
only option. The statistics tell
us there needs to be greater
attention to meeting the needs
of young people and Maori
men in particular.”

Research shows that most
people who attempt suicide
don’t want to die — they just
want their pain to end or
can’t see another way out of
their situation. Support from
people who care about them,
and connection with their
own sense of culture, identity
and purpose, can help them to
find a way through.

“It can be extremely over-
whelming and distress-
ing to experience suicidal
thoughts,” says Ms Clunie.
“And when someone comes
to us saying they’re thinking
about suicide, it can be hard
to know what to do.

“If you’re worried about
someone, asking them about
suicide will not increase their
risk, but ignoring their dis-
tress can. For a person who
is struggling, having a chance
to talk to someone who will
listen without judgement can
be a great relief.”

We all have a role in recog-
nising when our loved ones
are going through hard times,

and reaching out to those
who may be struggling.

“If someone has thoughts
or feelings about suicide, it’s
important to take them seri-
ously. It can be really hard
for someone who is suicidal
to reach out. If someone tells
you they are thinking about
suicide, keep them talking.
Encourage them to get help
and talk about what they are
going through.”

The reported comments
on Taranaki freshwater
management by Catherine
Delahunty (News,
October 9, P7) confuse
a number of issues and
may  mislead  readers.

For the record: Current
trends in both the ecological
health and the physical
and chemical state of the
region’s waterways are the
best ever recorded. This is
demonstrated by robust data
in the Taranaki Regional
Council’s latest five-yearly
state of the environment
report, Taranaki as One -

Taranaki Tangata Tia Tahi,
which was published in
July. In general, our rivers
and streams are in good
and improving health, and

the Taranaki community
should feel proud.
The Council’s current

Regional Fresh Water Plan
is currently under review.
As part of this process,
a Draft Freshwater and
Land Management Plan
has been circulated to
key interested parties for
comment and feedback.
This has resulted in very
useful conversations and

the review is continuing.
Nothinghasbeen finalised.

Useful  background
information  on  the
suggested Freshwater

Management Units and the
suggested approach to the
Government’s  ‘National
Objectives  Framework’,
which lays out bottom
lines for water quality,
can be found on the
Council’s website at www.
trc.govt.nz/draft-plan/.

The Ship

Imagine you are a ship at
sea.
Science can tell you all
about your ship, how it
works and what it is made
of. It can also tell you
about the sea the ship is
in, listing the chemicals in
it, and it can tell us how
waves are formed and how
weather creates different
sailing conditions. That’s
what science is about.
Then there are the
morals and ethics, the
philosophies of life. These
tell us how to deal with
other ships and stop us
from bumping into them.
But none of these tell us

what the ship is doing in
the sea in the first place.
Science, philosophy, history
and so on all have their
place but they cannot tell
us where a ship has come
from, or where it is going to.
Only the biggest picture
of all can show us what
life is really all about.
And that picture can
only be seen outside of
time, space and things.
The truth about ships, about
people and God, is in the
Bible. Linking with that and
itsauthorisrather like finding
a map with your position
and  destination  clearly
marked. It also introduces

the ship to radio contact
so that the ship and God
can talk, guide, and advise.
That does not mean that
there will not be storms, or
danger, or even moments
of  disorientation, but
the ship is now on track.

And there’s something
else. When a ship nears
Port Taranaki a pilot is sent
out to guide it safely to its
berth. The ship’s captain is
still in charge, but if he has
any sense, he will allow the
pilot control over the ship.
Each one of us is a ship.
Each one of us can accept
or reject God’s radio calls
and His sailing book, the

Bible. And even if we do
accept both of those, each
one of us can still stop the
pilot boarding and, if He is
on board, reject His advice.
We all are all at sea. We all
need a course, a direction
to sail, and a reason to
head there, then you need
to meet Jesus Christ. You
need to listen to His calls
and read His book. Having
done that you need to allow
His Holy Spirit to come on
board and be your pilot.

Flooding, broadband, a surplus and the weather

Hi all. T have good news, at
last the sun is shining. This
spring has seen abnormally
high rain fall with floods
on June 19 in Waitotara. To
date this has cost the South
Taranaki District Council
$9.5 million dollars in re-
pairs, however we expect the
majority of this will be recov-
ered from the New Zealand
Transport Agency. Also we
are investigating an alter-
nate road to Wai-inu Beach
Road because the repairs on
the Lime Works Bridge are
temporary, and this bridge is
now prone to being washed
out. Regarding Opunake’s
flooding on August 6, I have
had reports that the rain fell
at 50mm an hour that morn-
ing. The Council has done
a preliminary investigation
into diversion of flood waters
away from Opunake, but a
lot more work still has to
be done on this. There have
been several slips around the
cliffs of Opunake and around
the Opunake Walkway, so
please be extremely careful
as these cliffs have become
completely saturated with
water which is making them
unstable. Council will soon
be consulting on a Free-
dom Camping Bylaw for the

district. Submissions open
from November 5 and will
close on December7. From
November 5 you can down-
load a submission form from
www.southtaranaki.com and
email this to regservices@
stdc.govt.nz . I suggest you
take your time and read it as
there are a lot of sites in and
around Opunake and around
the Coast. Another thing
Council is seeking feedback
on is an initiative to establish
a Digital Development Fund
(DDF) of up to $1 million
to help provide high qual-
ity, high speed access to the
internet and mobile networks
across the district. This ini-
tiative comes in response to
the Government’s decision
to extend their Ultra-Fast

Broadband and Rural Broad-
band Initiatives and establish
a Mobile Black Spot Fund,
to the tune of $360 million.
Councils across NZ have
been invited to submit bids
to these contestable govern-
ment funds. In an effort to
create a point of difference
with our bid, the Council is
proposing to create a DDF.
This Fund would be primar-
ily used for co-investment
with either the Government
or other service providers
and would be repaid over
time as people connect up
to faster broadband. The
Fund will help build a high
quality, open access, back-
haul fibre network along all
parts of SH3 and SH45 that
fall within our district. This
fibre network will then allow
existing service providers to
provide enhanced broadband
and mobile coverage into
our rural areas via wireless
and other technologies. The
Council believes improv-
ing mobile cell phone and
internet connections is the
single most important thing
it can do to enhance regional
economic development. The
DDF would be created by
ring fencing up to $1 million
from the Council’s Long

Term Investment Fund. By
using this funding source,
the Council can ensure there
is no impact on rates. Please
give the Council feedback
on our proposed DDF until
Sunday November 8, either
by going to our website:

Last week
Council adopted our Annual
Report. This is a financial
report outlining the total
income/expenditure of the
Council for the 2014-2015
financial year.

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David Hastmgs visit to Opunake

On October 8 (Thursday)
author David Hastings gave
a talk in Opunake Library
Plus. The subject of his talk
was the book he has written
‘The Many Deaths of Mary
Dobie; Murder, Politics and
revenge in nineteenth cen-
tury New Zealand’. The book
is published by Auckland
University Press and has just
been released.

The address was one of
the Opunake Sesquicenten-
nial events, (in association
with Opunake Library Plus),
which have continued dur-
ing the year and the author
was introduced by Cr Bryan
Roach, Chairperson of the
Committee.

The book concerned the
murder of talented artist Mary
Dobie in 1980 when she
was 29 and soon to return
to her native England after a
three year visit. She was the
daughter of Major HM and
Ellen Dobie.

She was murdered in the vi-
cinity of the old Te Namu pa
site, near the Omahi Stream.
Her 20ish assailant Tuhi
confessed to the murder and
was executed in Wellington.

As part of his address David
had an interesting PowerPoint
presentation, which showed
many of Mary’s sketches and
paintings, as well as pictures
of Mary and her family or
relatives. Included were her
sketches completed a few
days before she died on a
visit to Parihaka, including
one of Te Whiti. There were
also some interesting pictures
completed on board the May
Queen which brought Mary
and her sister to NZ.

She was paying a brief visit
to Opunake to say goodbye to
her sister and brother-in law
before returning to England.

David Hastings paid tribute
to a number of local people
who had provided useful
information such as Brian
Vincent, Darrel Hickey, as
well as Lenny and Carol
Stimpson.

David explained that the title
‘Many deaths” referred to the
many theories as to why the
murder was carried out. Was

recommendations on claims
relating to the practical ap-
plication of the Treaty and
to determine whether certain
matters are inconsistent with
the principles of the Treaty.

The then Bill was intro-

November 8 1974 by the
Hon. Matiu Rata, and passed
all stages into law by the 3
Labour Government. A huge
debt of gratitude needs to go
the Matiu Rata, who along
with Koro Wetere worked on

getting this through the Par-
liament. It is also important to
recognise that it was the then
Prime Minister Norman Kirk,
who not only encouraged Mat
Rata to introduce the Bill, but
also helped him to draft it.
For the very first time the
Treaty of Waitangi was rec-
ognised in New Zealand law.
The Tribunal was empow-
ered to investigate possible
breaches of the Treaty by the
New Zealand government or
any state-controlled body, oc-
curring after 1975. It was also
empowered to recommend,
but not enforce, remedies.
However, most of the signif-
icant breaches of the Treaty,
such as land confiscation in
the New Zealand Wars, had
occurred in the nineteenth
century, and the Tribunal
was powerless to investigate

these. So ten years later in
1985 under the 4™ Labour
Government, an amendment
was proposed by the then
Minister of Justice, Geoffrey
Palmer and the Minister of
Maori Affairs Koro Wetere.
This enabled the Tribunal
to investigate claims dating
back to 1840, when the Trea-
ty was signed. It also enlarged
the Tribunal’s membership
to enable it to handle the in-
creased number of claims. It
also required the Tribunal to
have a Maori majority.

The 1985 amendment
considerably broadened the
scope of the Tribunal’s inqui-
ries and led to ongoing debate
over the appropriate response
by the Crown to the findings
and recommendations of the
Tribunal.

It was part of the 4™ Labour
Government’s policy of giv-
ing greater acknowledgment
to the Treaty, as was the
inclusion of references to the
Treaty in other legislation,
such as the State Owned
Enterprises Act. This amend-
ment was one of the most im-
portant steps towards making
the Treaty relevant in New
Zealand law and society

In 1995, the government
developed the “Crown Pro-

posals for the Settlement of
Treaty of Waitangi Claims”
to attempt to address the is-
sues. A key element of the
proposals was the creation
of a “fiscal envelope” of
$1 billion for the settlement
of all historical claims, which
Maori vehemently rejected.
This concept was subse-
quently dropped.

Despite the protest, three
major settlements were
reached during this time.
Since 1995 Treaty Settle-
ments have been progressed
throughout the country. This
Act has been one of the most
defining pieces of legislation
in New Zealand history.

At some stage, and I believe
that will be when all historical
claims have been settled, we
will have to go through some
kind of review process to look
at such things as relativity
been the respective claims,
as well as other issues.

But for now, we celebrate
40 years of the Treaty of
Waitangi Act 1975, and all
of those people that had the
courage to enact this legis-
lation and those that have
had the tenacity to use it to
address the breaches of the
Treaty.

Having defeated one
Monty, James Langton is
set to take on another. Back

“I want to
smash him in the face. He’s
been right on my back to
beat me, to go from 400"

in the world to the top 100,
on the strength of beating
me. He’s been going on
about how he used to wear
his dad’s New Zealand
championship belt around
the house and wants to follow
in his father’s footsteps.
Good luck to him, but he’s
not going to get it off me.”

Facing his first title
challenge may however
mean  approaching  the
fight differently to how
he has approached some
of his earlier bouts.
“In a lot of my fights I would
go out and beat the guy up.
It may not be pretty, but it’s
exciting and reckless. With
Monty Betham I’1l need to be
disciplined and controlled.”
Among those helping him
prepare for the rumble is
Waitara boxer Keiran Toa
who fought on the undercard
at the Coastal Rumble
when James took out the
cruiserweight title.  Also
providing sparring support
is a boxer chosen because
he adopts a similar fighting
style to Monty Betham.

“I searched the country for
this one particular guy,”
James said. “A win like this
opens up more doors, so I'm
leaving nothing to chance.
“I've been working with
my coach Steve Hartley
and fitness coach Paul
Williams, and both have
got me to the stage where
I’'m very comfortable and at
ease with doing 10 rounds.
I'm a hundred per cent
sure I’'m in the right space
mentally, and physically

I’m in the best shape of my
life to beat Monty Betham.”
So far 2015 has been
a good year for James
Langton’s boxing career.

As well as becoming a
New Zealand champion, he
has seen his world ranking
climb from 900" to 119%.
“My goal at the start of the
year was to get down to 350,
and I’ve exceeded that. I
want to stay at 119" for the
rest of the year, and have
another big year next year to
try to break into the top 50 in
the world and go from there.”
The fight will be televised
live and is likely to attract
viewers in Australia as
well as New Zealand.

As well as the Langton/
Betham fight, some of the
best boxers in the country
will also be taking part.
“I thought I would be
nervous three weeks out,
but I'm feeling relaxed
that the preparation’s been
done,” James said. “There’s
so much work that goes
on behind the scenes that
nobody knows about.”

He said he particularly
appreciated  the  work
of his wife Kelly, his
sparring partners, his new
manager Ashley Smith, and
members of the Opunake
community, many  of
whom would be going up
to Auckland to support
him on November 3.

you are always meeting peo-
ple. If you come here you’ll
always come across people
and half a dozen dogs,” said
Jen.

Tan Baker has contributed
by creating some attrac-

tive stonework for a drink-
ing fountain and a handy
basin arrangement for dogs
to drink from — which gets
plenty of use by thirsty dogs.
Sadly this has been recently
vandalised — the basin has

been smashed. It looks as if a
rock has been dropped on it.
This has caused much upset
and anger. “I"d like to wring
their bloody necks,” said
one volunteer who pointed
out that the broken basin will

be hard to replace.

At present the garden is a
blaze of colour from a very
wide selection of plants and
shrubs, both native and exot-
ic. To mention just a sample,
there are various succulents
like the Aloe (made famous
by Katherine Mansfield),
Californian Poppies, Rose-
mary, Cinerarias, various
wallflowers, flaxes, herbs,
geraniums & pelargoniums,
as well as Cannas, Taupata,
Norfolk Island Hibiscus, ga-
zanias - basically you name
it and it’s probably there.
There are even the occasion-
al fruit trees such as Feijoa
and citrus. The garden is
bounded on the north side by
an Escollonia hedge, which
will eventually provide shel-
ter from the prevailing wind.

Barry Gopperth provided
logs of a useful length which
helps define the paths. These
were taken from some ki-

wifruit trees he removed
recently from his Pihama
property. Some logs are
said to be sprouting, which
should be interesting.

The Committee has wel-
comed the plants which have
been dropped off at various
times from people such as
Jim Barr. However, of even
more use at present would be
some donations of ‘all pur-
pose’ fertiliser and blood &
bone to help feed the plants.

Meanwhile, come down and

and have a chat.”

A lot has happened here in
three years.

“When we came here, this
site was just a paddock with
sheep in,” Annette said.

In Whangarei, she and
Gary had had a garden make-
over business, but as they
got older, heavier work like
pruning became more physi-
cally demanding. Starting up
the plant nursery seemed a
logical way to wind down,
but still carry on indulging
their love of plants.

The garden and the nursery
complement each other.

“Very seldom would we
buy anything in,” Annette
said. Instead they propagate
plants from their garden to
sell in the nursery. No chem-
icals are used.

Often customers ask about
plants on sale in the nurs-
ery, and Annette or Gary can
then direct them to what the
finished product should look
like, growing in their garden
nearby.

“We won’t sell anything
that doesn’t grow well here,”
Annette said.

They get
a whole bunch of friends to-
gether and come for several
days.”

Their Lower Normanby
Road garden near Manaia
gets 1300-1500 visitors ev-
ery year, meaning they have
about five helpers on board
each day of the festival.

Among the festival goers
are a growing number of
foreign visitors, particularly
Australians and Americans.

“Japanese  visitors  are
crazy about the petals from
the cherry tree,” Jenny said.
“People like to see flowers,
so I like to make a big effort
to have plenty of flowers as
they are good for the soul
and make people happy.”

The tennis court is used as
a display and sales area for
plants.

Visitors can partake of
tea or coffee, and there are
picnic tables and chairs for
those wishing to spend more
time soaking in the sur-
roundings.

Jenny brings a great deal
of gardening knowledge and
experience to her garden.

This includes a B.Hort from
Massey, and experience with
beautification work at the
Ellerslie Flower Show.

In 2000, she went to Eng-
land where she worked in
garden centres demonstrat-
ing container baskets. Back
in New Zealand she decided
to develop this further, and
her hanging basket work-
shops have become a regular
part of the Powerco Festival.

She points out her xerone-
mas, or Poor Knights Lilies,
a frost tender plant of which
there were very few still in
the wild when she was first
given some 30 years ago.
Since then, however, they
have become more freely
available.

“They are difficult to grow,
so I make a special effort to

make them look good for the
festival,” Jenny said.

Like many of the festival
gardens, being near the coast
means continually having to
deal with salt laden winds.

“Hedges and shelter are
the big thing. You can grow
anything if you have got the
shelter,” Jenny said. “We are
so lucky that we have such
beautiful soil.”

The March 2012 weather
bomb  which devastated
much of the South Tarana-
ki coast played havoc with
their westerly shelter, but
didn’t stop them entering the
festival later that year.

“I reckon it took three
months to clean up the rub-
bish,” Jenny said.

Mel who with her part-
ner Andrew own the Warea
engineering firm Coastal

explains Mel. “It is rust re-
sistant but oxidizes to a nice
rusty colour.”

Mel does her own designs
but can also do personalised
pieces cut to the size prefer-
ences you prefer.

The shapes are cut using
a CNC - computer numeric
controlled - plate cutter says
Mel. The robotic plate cutter
also has many applications
in the workshop where pre-
cision is required.

In Norway, a country with a
similar sized population to
New Zealand, they account
for 20 per cent of new car
sales.

The car is powered by an 85
kWh battery.

“It’s a bit like having a cell-
phone. You plug it in before
you go to sleep, and you wake
up with a full tank of petrol
so to speak,” Ian said.
